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Item 1.01 Entry into a Material Definitive Agreement

Acquisition of Strive Talent, Inc.

On April 26, 2021 (the Closing Date), Franklin Covey Co. (the Company), through its wholly-owned subsidiary Franklin Covey Client Sales,
Inc., purchased all of the issued and outstanding stock of Strive Talent, Inc. (Strive), a San Francisco-based technology company which has
developed and markets an innovative learning deployment platform. The Strive platform is expected to enable the seamless integration and
deployment of Franklin Covey’s content, services, technology, and metrics to deliver behavioral impact at scale, primarily through the
Company’s All Access Pass service. The aggregate consideration for the purchase of Strive may total up to $20.0 million and is comprised
of the following payments:

00 Approximately $10.5 million paid in cash on the Closing Date of the transaction, including $1.0 million placed in escrow for 18
months from the Closing Date to serve as the first source of funds to satisfy certain indemnification obligations of Strive.

[0 Approximately $4.2 million payable in equal cash payments on the first five anniversaries of the Closing Date.

0 Approximately $1.0 million will be paid 18 months following the Closing Date to stockholders and option holders of Strive who are
still employed by the Company or its affiliates as of such 18-month date, subject to certain exceptions. These payments may be
made in either cash or shares of Company common stock at the Company’s sole discretion.

[0 A maximum of approximately $4.3 million may be earned by the former owners of Strive over a five-year period ending in May
2026. The total value of this consideration is contingent upon sales and growth of the All Access Pass and related revenues during
the five-year period measurement ending in May 2026. These payments may be made in either cash or shares of Company common
stock at the Company’s sole discretion.

The acquisition of Strive does not meet the definition of a “significant subsidiary” as specified by Regulation S-X of the Securities and
Exchange Commission.

The foregoing description of the Strive acquisition is not meant to be a complete description of the transaction and is qualified in its entirety
by reference to the text of the purchase agreement between Franklin Covey Client Sales, Inc. and Strive Talent, Inc. (the Purchase
Agreement) which is filed as Exhibit 2.1 attached hereto.

The Purchase Agreement and the above description have been included to provide investors and security holders with information regarding
the terms of the Purchase Agreement. They are not intended to provide any other factual information about the Company or its subsidiaries,
affiliates, or stockholders. The representations, warranties, and covenants contained in the Purchase Agreement were made only for purposes
of the Purchase Agreement and as of specific dates; were solely for the benefit of the parties to the Purchase Agreement; and may be subject
to limitations agreed upon by the parties, including being qualified by confidential disclosures made by each contracting party to the other for
the purposes of allocating contractual risk between them that differ from those applicable to investors. Investors should not rely on the
representations, warranties, and covenants or any description thereof as characterizations of the actual state of facts or condition of the
Company or any of its subsidiaries, affiliates, businesses, or stockholders. Moreover, information concerning the subject matter of the
representations, warranties, and covenants may change after the date of the Purchase Agreement, which subsequent information may or may
not be fully reflected in public disclosures or statements by the Company. Accordingly, investors should read the representations and
warranties in the Purchase Agreement not in isolation but only in conjunction with the other information about the Company and its
subsidiaries that the Company includes in reports, statements, and other filings made with the Securities and Exchange Commission.



Consent and Second Modification Agreement

In connection with the acquisition of Strive as described above, the Company entered into a Consent and Second Modification Agreement to
its existing secured credit agreement (the 2019 Agreement) with JPMorgan Chase Bank, N.A. (the Lender). The primary purposes of the
Consent and Second Modification Agreement are to:

[l Consent to the purchase of Strive.

0 Reinstate the original debt covenants of the 2019 Agreement which were temporarily replaced by alternate debt covenants in the First
Modification Agreement to the 2019 Agreement.

[0 Reduce the interest rate for borrowings from LIBOR plus 3.0 percent to LIBOR plus 1.85 percent, which was the original rate on the
2019 Agreement. The unused credit commitment fee also returns to the previously established 0.2 percent.

The preceding description of the Consent and Second Modification Agreement does not purport to be complete and is qualified in its entirety
by reference to the text of the Consent and Second Modification Agreement to the 2019 Credit Agreement, which is filed as Exhibit 10.1
attached hereto. The First Modification Agreement to the 2019 Credit Agreement was filed as Exhibit 10.1 to a Current Report on Form 8-K
filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission on July 10, 2020, and is incorporated herein by reference.

Item 1.02 Termination of a Material Definitive Agreement

Due to anticipated economic difficulties resulting from the COVID-19 pandemic and uncertainties related to the eventual recovery from the
virus, on July 8, 2020, the Company entered into the First Modification Agreement to its 2019 Credit Agreement with JPMorgan Chase
Bank, N.A. The primary purpose of the First Modification Agreement was to provide alternative financial covenants for the fiscal quarters
ending August 31, 2020 through May 31, 2021. These new covenants included measures for minimum liquidity; minimum adjusted earnings
before interest, taxes, amortization, and depreciation (Adjusted EBITDA); maximum capital expenditures; and prohibited certain payments
and activities. In exchange for these alternate covenants, the interest rate and unused credit commitment fees on the 2019 Agreement were
increased.

In connection with the acquisition of Strive on April 26, 2021, the Company entered into the Consent and Second Modification Agreement to
the 2019 Agreement as described in Item 1.01, which reinstated the debt covenants and interest rates from the original 2019 Credit
Agreement prior to the May 31, 2021 expiration of the First Modification Agreement. The Consent and Second Modification Agreement did
not accelerate the payment of any amounts borrowed on the 2019 Agreement and the cost of the new agreement consisted primarily of
customary legal fees.

The foregoing description of the Consent and Second Modification to the 2019 Credit Agreement does not purport to be complete and is
qualified in its entirety by reference to the text of the Consent and Second Modification Agreement to the 2019 Credit Agreement, which is
filed as Exhibit 10.1 attached hereto. The First Modification Agreement to the 2019 Credit Agreement was filed as Exhibit 10.1 to a current
report on Form 8-K filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission on July 10, 2020, and is incorporated herein by reference.

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STOCK PURCHASE AGREEMENT

This Stock Purchase Agreement (this “Agreement”), dated as of April 26, 2021, is entered
into by and among Franklin Covey Client Sales, Inc., a Utah corporation (“Buyer”), Franklin
Covey Co., a Utah corporation (“Parent”), each of the Persons identified as sellers on the signature
pages hereto (each a “Seller” and together “Sellers”), and William James Houghteling, solely in his
capacity as representative of the Sellers and Optionholders (the “Stockholder Representative™).

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Sellers collectively own all of the issued and outstanding shares of Company
Common Stock and all of the issued and outstanding shares of Company Preferred Stock (together
with the Company Common Stock, the “Shares”), of Strive Talent Inc., a Delaware corporation (the
“Company”); and

WHEREAS, Sellers wish to sell to Buyer, and Buyer wishes to purchase from Sellers, the
Shares, subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements hereinafter
set forth and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are
hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows:

PURCHASE AND SALE

Section 2.01 Purchase and Sale. Subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein,
at the Closing, Sellers shall sell to Buyer, and Buyer shall purchase from Sellers, the Shares, free
and clear of all Encumbrances, for the consideration specified in Section 2.02.

Section 2.02 Purchase Price and Closing Payment. The aggregate purchase price
for the Shares shall be $20,000,000, as adjusted as described below and in this ARTICLE II, and
payable pursuant to this ARTICLE II (with the adjustments described in Section 2.02(a), the
“Purchase Price”).

(a) The Purchase Price shall be:

@) either (1) increased by the amount, if any, by which the Estimated
Closing Working Capital (as determined in accordance with Section 2.05) is greater
than the Target Working Capital, or (2) decreased by the amount, if any, by which
the Estimated Closing Working Capital is less than the Target Working Capital;

(ii) decreased by the outstanding Indebtedness of the Company as of the
close of business on the Closing Date; and

(iii) decreased by the amount of unpaid Transaction Expenses of the
Company as of the close of business on the Closing Date.

(b) On the Closing Date, the Buyer shall make the following cash payments to
the Sellers and Optionholders:

@A) Buyer shall pay to each Seller who is not a Retained Stockholder an
amount equal to the Closing Per Share Consideration multiplied by the number of
Shares held by such Seller by wire transfer of immediately available funds to the
account designated in writing by such Seller to Buyer no later than two (2) Business
Days prior to the Closing Date.

(ii) Buyer shall pay to each Optionholder who is not a Retained
Optionholder, the amount described in clause (i) of Section 2.06(a), subject to
applicable withholdings by the Company for employment-related Taxes.

(iii) Buyer shall pay to each Retained Stockholder, an amount equal to
such Retained Stockholder’s Partial Payment Amount by wire transfer of
immediately available funds to the account designated in writing by such
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Retained Stockholder to Buyer no later than two (2) Business Days prior to the
Closing Date.

@iv) Buyer shall pay to the Company, who shall pay to each Retained
Optionholder, an amount equal to such Retained Optionholder’s Partial Payment
Amount, subject to applicable withholdings by the Company for employment-
related Taxes.

W) Buyer shall pay to Houghteling an amount equal to (A) the product
of the Closing Per Share Consideration multiplied by the number of Shares held by
Houghteling, minus (B) twenty one and one half percent (21.5%) of the Purchase
Price (the “Installment Payment Amount”), and minus (C) twenty two percent
(22.0%) of the Purchase Price (the “Maximum Earnout Amount”) by wire transfer
of immediately available funds to the account designated by Houghteling in writing
to Buyer no later than two (2) Business Days prior to the Closing Date.

Section 2.03 Pre-Closing Deliverables. At least three (3) Business Days prior to the
Closing, the Stockholder Representative shall cause the Company to prepare and deliver to Buyer:

(a) the Closing Indebtedness Certificate and the Closing Transaction Expenses
Certificate;

(b) a statement setting forth their good faith estimate of Closing Working
Capital (the “Estimated Closing Working Capital”), which statement shall contain an
estimated balance sheet of the Company as of the Closing Date (without giving effect to the
transactions contemplated herein), a calculation of Estimated Closing Working Capital (the
“Estimated Closing Working Capital Statement”), and a certificate of the Chief Financial
Officer of the Company that the Estimated Closing Working Capital Statement was
prepared in accordance with the Company’s historical practices, pursuant to which the
Company uses reasonable efforts to apply U.S. Generally Accepted Accounting Principles,
except with respect to deferred revenue and revenue recognition which has not been
prepared pursuant to U.S. Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (collectively, the
“Specified Accounting Principles”); and

(0 the Consideration Spreadsheet contemplated by Section 2.07.
Section 2.04 Closing.

(a) Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, the purchase and sale
of the Shares contemplated hereby shall take place at a closing (the “Closing”) to be held at
9:00 a.m., Mountain Standard time, on the date hereof, electronically by exchange of
documents and signatures, and the Closing shall be deemed effective as of 12:01 a.m.,

At the Closing, Buyer shall:
@) deliver to Sellers:

(A)  all approvals, consents and waivers that are listed on Section
4.02 of the Disclosure Schedules, with executed counterparts thereof;

(B) the non-compete and non-solicitation agreements in the form
attached hereto as Exhibit B (the “Restrictive Covenant Agreements”), duly
executed by Buyer; and

(C)  the Ancillary Documents and all other agreements,
documents, instruments or certificates required to be delivered by Buyer at or
prior to the Closing.

(ii) pay, on behalf of the Company or Sellers, the following amounts:

(A)  Indebtedness of the Company to be paid at Closing, by wire
transfer of immediately available funds to the accounts and in the amounts
specified on the Closing Indebtedness Certificate; and

(B) any Transaction Expenses unpaid at Closing, by wire transfer
of immediately available funds to the accounts and in the amounts specified
on the Closing Transaction Expenses Certificate.

(iii) deliver to the Escrow Agent:

(A)  the Indemnification Escrow Amount (such amount, including
any interest or other amounts earned thereon and less any disbursements
therefrom in accordance with the Escrow Agreement, the “Indemnification
Escrow Fund”) by wire transfer of immediately available funds to the
account designated by the Escrow Agent, to be held for the purpose of
securing the indemnification obligations of Sellers and Optionholders set
forth in ARTICLE VII and the obligations of Sellers in Section 6.09; and

(B) the Escrow Agreement.

At the Closing, Sellers shall deliver to Buyer:
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@) all approvals, consents and waivers that are listed on Section 3.05 of
the Disclosure Schedules, with executed counterparts thereof;

(ii) to the extent represented by certificates, stock certificates evidencing
the Shares, free and clear of all Encumbrances, duly endorsed in blank or
accompanied by stock powers or other instruments of transfer duly executed in
blank, with all required stock transfer tax stamps affixed thereto;

(iii) the resignations of the directors of the Company;

@iv) a good standing certificate for the Company from the secretary of
state of the State of Delaware;

W) certificates from each Seller pursuant to Treasury Regulations
Section 1.1445-2(b) that each such Seller is not a foreign person within the meaning
of Section 1445 of the Code, and Form W-9s;

(vi) the Escrow Agreement, executed by the Stockholder Representative;

(vii)  the Restrictive Covenant Agreements, duly executed by each of
William James Houghteling (“Houghteling™), Shane Chin and Troy Cosey;

(viii)  the Option Termination Agreements, duly executed by each
Optionholder;

(ix) the Bonus & Release Agreements in such form satisfactory to the
Buyer, duly executed by the Company and each of Troy Cosey, Eric Obeysekare,
Quincy Wright, Zane Sand and Paul Freedman; and

x) the Ancillary Documents and all other agreements, documents,
instruments or certificates required to be delivered by Sellers at the Closing.

Section 2.05 Purchase Price Adjustment.

(a) Within ninety (90) days after the Closing Date, Buyer shall prepare and

deliver to the Stockholder Representative a statement setting forth its calculation of Closing
Working Capital, which statement shall contain an unaudited balance sheet of the Company
as of the Closing Date (without giving effect to the transactions contemplated herein), a
calculation of Closing Working Capital (the “Closing Working Capital Statement”) and a
certificate of the Chief Financial Officer of Buyer that the Closing Working Capital
Statement was prepared in accordance with the Specified Accounting
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Principles. The post-closing adjustment shall be an amount equal to the Closing Working
Capital minus the Estimated Closing Working Capital (the “Post-Closing Adjustment”).

(b) Examination and Review.

@) Examination. After receipt of the Closing Working Capital
Statement, the Stockholder Representative shall have thirty (30) days (the “Review
Period”) to review the Closing Working Capital Statement. During the Review
Period, the Stockholder Representative and Sellers’ Accountants shall have
reasonable access to the books and records of the Company, the personnel of, and
work papers prepared by, Buyer and/or Buyer’s Accountants to the extent that they
relate to the Closing Working Capital Statement and to such historical financial
information (to the extent in Buyer’s possession) relating to the Closing Working
Capital Statement as the Stockholder Representative may reasonably request for the
purpose of reviewing the Closing Working Capital Statement and to prepare a
Statement of Objections (defined below), provided, that such access shall be in a
manner that does not interfere with the normal business operations of Buyer or the
Company.

(ii) Objection. On or prior to the last day of the Review Period, the
Stockholder Representative may object to the Closing Working Capital Statement by
delivering to Buyer a written statement setting forth its objections in reasonable
detail, indicating each disputed item or amount and the basis for its disagreement
therewith (such statement, the “Statement of Objections™). If the Stockholder
Representative fails to deliver the Statement of Objections before the expiration of
the Review Period, the Closing Working Capital Statement and the Post-Closing
Adjustment, as the case may be, reflected in the Closing Working Capital Statement
shall be deemed to have been accepted by the Stockholder Representative. If the
Stockholder Representative delivers the Statement of Objections before the
expiration of the Review Period, Buyer and the Stockholder Representative shall
negotiate in good faith to resolve such objections within 30 days after the delivery of
the Statement of Objections (the “Resolution Period”), and, if the same are so
resolved within the Resolution Period, the Post-Closing Adjustment and the Closing
Working Capital Statement with such changes as may have been previously agreed
in writing by Buyer and the Stockholder Representative shall be final and binding.

(iii) Resolution of Disputes. If the Stockholder Representative and Buyer
fail to reach an agreement with respect to all of the matters set forth in the Statement
of Objections before expiration of the Resolution Period, then any amounts
remaining in dispute (“Disputed Amounts”) shall be submitted for resolution to the
office of an impartial nationally recognized firm of independent certified public
accountants, which Buyer and the Stockholder Representative shall appoint by
mutual agreement (the “Independent Accountant”) who, acting as experts and not
arbitrators, shall resolve the Disputed Amounts only and make
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any adjustments to the Post-Closing Adjustment, as the case may be, and the
Closing Working Capital Statement. The parties hereto agree that all adjustments
shall be made without regard to materiality. The Independent Accountant shall only
decide the specific items under dispute by the parties and their decision for each
Disputed Amount must be within the range of values assigned to each such item in
the Closing Working Capital Statement and the Statement of Objections,
respectively.

@iv) Fees of the Independent Accountant. The fees and expenses of the
Independent Accountant shall be paid by the Stockholder Representative (on behalf
of the Sellers and Optionholders), on the one hand, and by Buyer, on the other hand,
based upon the percentage that the amount actually contested but not awarded to the
Stockholder Representative or Buyer, respectively, bears to the aggregate amount
actually contested by the Stockholder Representative and Buyer.

W) Determination by Independent Accountant. The Independent
Accountant shall make a determination as soon as practicable within thirty (30) days
(or such other time as the parties hereto shall agree in writing) after their
engagement, and their resolution of the Disputed Amounts and their adjustments to
the Closing Working Capital Statement and/or the Post-Closing Adjustment shall be
conclusive and binding upon the parties hereto.

(© Payments of Post-Closing Adjustment. Except as otherwise provided herein,
any payment of the Post-Closing Adjustment shall (A) be due (x) within five (5) Business
Days of acceptance of the applicable Closing Working Capital Statement or (y) if there are
Disputed Amounts, then within five (5) Business Days of the resolution described in clause
(v) above; and (B) be paid by wire transfer of immediately available funds to such account
as is directed by Buyer (if the Post-Closing Adjustment is a negative number) or the
Stockholder Representative (if the Post-Closing Adjustment is a positive number), in
accordance with their Pro Rata Shares, as the case may be. Any payment of the Post-
Closing Adjustment owed by Sellers to Buyer (if the Post-Closing Adjustment is a negative
number) shall be paid by Sellers to Buyer by wire transfer of immediately available funds to
the account designated by Buyer or deducted by Buyer from the Indemnification Escrow
Amount. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in the foregoing, no Post-Closing
Adjustment payment shall be required pursuant to this Section 2.05 if the absolute value of
the Post-Closing Adjustment is equal to or less than two percent (2.0%) of the Estimated
Closing Working Capital.

(d) Adjustments for Tax Purposes. Any payments made pursuant to this Section
2.05 shall be treated as an adjustment to the Purchase Price by the parties for Tax purposes,
unless otherwise required by Law.
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Section 2.06 Treatment of Options.

(a) On the Closing Date, each Option that is outstanding and unexercised
immediately prior to the Closing, whether or not then vested or exercisable, shall be,
without any action on the part of Buyer, cancelled and each Optionholder shall cease to
have any rights with respect thereto other than the right to receive with respect to In-Money
Options (and subject to applicable withholdings for employment-related Taxes) (i) an
amount, without interest, equal to the product of (x) the aggregate number of Shares subject
to such In-Money Option, multiplied by (y) the excess of the Closing Per Share
Consideration over the per share exercise price of such In-Money Option, and (ii) any
amounts that may become payable in respect of such In-Money Option in the future in
respect of the Post-Closing Adjustment at the respective times and subject to the
contingencies specified herein and therein. After the Closing, each Optionholder shall only
be entitled to the payments described in this Section 2.06 and the issuance of Parent
Common Stock described in Section 2.08 or as otherwise provided in this Agreement. For
the avoidance of doubt, all Out-of-Money Options shall be cancelled and shall not have any
right to receive any consideration in respect thereof.

(b) At or prior to the Closing, the Company, the Company’s board of directors
and the compensation committee of the Company’s board of directors, as applicable, shall
adopt any resolutions and take any actions necessary to (i) effectuate the provisions of
Section 2.06(a) and (ii) cause the Stock Option Plan to terminate at or prior to the Closing.

(©) In exchange for the applicable Optionholder’s Pro Rata Share of the
Purchase Price pursuant to this ARTICLE II, each Optionholder shall execute an option
termination agreement substantially in the form attached as Exhibit C (an “Option
Termination Agreement”).

Section 2.07 Consideration Spreadsheet.

(a) At least three (3) Business Days before the Closing and concurrently with
the delivery of the Estimated Closing Working Capital Statement, the Stockholder
Representative shall prepare and deliver to Buyer a spreadsheet (the “Consideration
Spreadsheet”), certified by the Chief Financial Officer of the Company, which shall set
forth, as of the Closing Date and immediately prior to the Closing, the following (including
the priority of payment):

@) the names and addresses of all Sellers and the number of Shares held
by such Persons;

(ii) the names and addresses of all Optionholders, together with the
number of Shares subject to Options held by such Optionholders, the grant date and
the exercise price for such Options;
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(iii) detailed calculations of the Fully Diluted Shares Number and
Closing Per Share Consideration; and

@iv) each Preferred Stockholder’s, each Common Stockholder’s and each
Optionholder’s Pro Rata Share (as a percentage interest and the interest in dollar
terms) of the Purchase Price, and timing of such payments.

(b) The parties agree that Buyer shall be entitled to rely on the Consideration
Spreadsheet in making payments under this ARTICLE II and Buyer shall not be responsible
for the calculations or the determinations regarding such calculations in such Consideration
Spreadsheet.

Section 2.08 Issuance Date. Subject to Section 2.11, on the date that is eighteen (18)
months following the Closing Date (the “Issuance Date™), Parent shall issue to each Retained
Stockholder and each Retained Optionholder, subject to applicable withholdings by Parent for
employment-related Taxes, a number of Parent Common Stock with a value equal to such Retained
Stockholder’s or Retained Optionholder’s Partial Payment Amount; provided, however, that if any
such Retained Stockholder’s or Retained Optionholder’s employment is terminated by the
Company, the Buyer or an Affiliate of the Buyer other than for Cause prior to the Issuance Date, or
if the Retained Stockholder or Retained Optionholder voluntarily terminates his or her employment
with the Company, the Buyer or an Affiliate of the Buyer for Good Reason prior to the Issuance
Date, Parent shall issue to such Retained Stockholder or Retained Optionholder Parent Common
Stock with a value equal to his or her Partial Payment Amount at the time of his or her termination,
subject to applicable withholdings by Parent for employment-related Taxes; provided, further, that
if any Retained Stockholder or Retained Optionholder voluntarily terminates his or her employment
with the Company, the Buyer or an Affiliate of the Buyer other than for Good Reason prior to the
Issuance Date, such Retained Stockholder or Retained Optionholder shall forfeit any right to
receive any Parent Common Stock pursuant to this Section 2.08. The value of the Parent Common
Stock issued under this Section 2.08 shall be determined based upon the Average Share Price of
such Parent Common Stock as of the earlier of (i) the Issuance Date (in the event such Retained
Stockholder or Retained Optionholder remains employed through such Issuance Date) or (ii) the
date of the termination of employment, as applicable; provided that if such date is not a Business
Day, then the Business Day immediately preceding such date.

Section 2.09 Installment Payments. The Installment Payment Amount will be paid to
Houghteling in five (5) equal installments each equal to one fifth (1/5") of the Installment Payment
Amount on each of the first five (5) anniversaries of the Closing Date. For the sake of clarity, the
Installment Payments are in no way conditioned on, or related to, Houghteling’s service
relationship with the Company or Buyer.

Section 2.10 Earnout. Subject to Section 2.11, Parent shall issue to Houghteling, if
earned, Parent Common Stock with an aggregate value of up to the Maximum Earnout Amount in
accordance with the terms and conditions of this Section 2.10.
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(a) Parent will issue Parent Common Stock to Houghteling as follows: (i) for
each three-month period within the period commencing on June 1, 2021 and ending on May
31, 2025, Parent shall issue Parent Common Stock to Houghteling with a value equal to
0.43% of the All Access Pass and Related Revenue of the Buyer during each such three-
month period, provided that Houghteling continues to be employed by the Company, the
Buyer or an Affiliate of the Buyer at the end of each applicable three-month period; (ii) if
Houghteling remains employed by the Company, Buyer or an Affiliate of the Buyer through
May 31, 2025, for each three-month period within the period commencing June 1, 2025 and
ending on May 31, 2026, Parent shall issue Parent Common Stock to Houghteling with a
value equal to 0.43% of the All Access Pass and Related Revenue of the Buyer during each
such three-month period whether or not Houghteling is employed by the Company, the
Buyer or an Affiliate of the Buyer for such periods; (iii) subject to Section 2.10(b) below, if
Houghteling’s employment with the Company, the Buyer or an Affiliate of the Buyer ceases
at any time prior to May 31, 2025, no further issuances of Parent Common Stock will be
made pursuant to this Section 2.10;_(iv) all issuances pursuant to clauses (i) and (ii) above
shall be made within forty-five (45) days following the end of the three-month period to
which such issuance relates; (v) the value of any Parent Common Stock issued hereunder
shall be determined based upon the Average Share Price as of the last day of each three-
month period described in clauses (i) and (ii) above (each such date an “Earnout Date”),

and (vi) in no event will the aggregate value of the issuances of the Parent Common Stock
made to Houghteling (as determined pursuant to clause (v) above) pursuant to this Section
2.10(a) exceed the Maximum Earnout Amount.

(b) If Houghteling is terminated without Cause or voluntarily terminates his
employment with Good Reason at any time prior to May 31, 2026, Parent shall issue Parent
Common Stock to Houghteling with a value equal to the difference between the Maximum
Earnout Amount and the aggregate amount of all payments made to Houghteling pursuant
to Section 2.10(a) as of immediately prior to such termination, with the calculation of the
value of such Parent Common Stock being determined based upon the Average Share Price
as of the date of such termination of employment.

(© If at any time prior to May 31, 2026 a Change of Control Event or an
Acceleration Event occurs with respect to Buyer, Parent shall issue Parent Common Stock
to Houghteling with a value equal to the difference between the Maximum Earnout Amount
and the aggregate value of all Parent Common Stock issued to Houghteling pursuant to
Section 2.10(a) as of immediately prior to such Change of Control Event, with the
calculation of the value of such Parent Common Stock being determined based upon the
Average Share Price as of the date of such Change of Control Event or Acceleration Event,
as applicable. A “Change of Control Event” means (i) the acquisition of securities of
Buyer representing more than 50% of the combined voting power of Buyer’s then
outstanding securities by any Person or group of Persons who is not an Affiliate of the
Buyer in a single transaction; (ii) the consummation of a merger or consolidation of Buyer
with or into another entity other than a consolidation or merger of Buyer in which a
majority of the voting power of the capital stock of the continuing or surviving entity are
owned, directly or indirectly, by Persons who were equity owners of
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Buyer immediately prior to such merger or consolidation; or (iii) the sale, transfer or other
disposition of all or substantially all of the assets of Buyer to a Person or group of Persons
who is not an Affiliate of Buyer. An “Acceleration Event” means the sale, transfer or other
disposition of all or substantially all of the assets comprising the All Access Pass to a
Person or group of Persons who is not an Affiliate of Buyer.

(d) Subject to the terms of this Agreement, subsequent to the Closing, Buyer
shall have sole discretion with regard to all matters relating to the operation of the
Company; provided, however, prior to May 31, 2026, Buyer shall not act in an arbitrary or
commercially unreasonable manner in the conduct or operation of the Company if such
action would be reasonably likely to materially interfere with the achievement of the earn
out payments set forth in this Section 2.10.

(e) For purposes of determining the value of Parent Common Stock issued
pursuant to this Section 2.10, “All Access Pass and Related Revenue” includes (i) All
Access Pass gross revenue invoiced by Buyer (not including revenue invoiced by an
international licensee of Buyer) as calculated and reported in Buyer’s public SEC financial
statements and disclosures, and (ii) any revenue generated from a client after such client
obtains an All Access Pass, provided that the client’s All Access Pass remains active (once
an All Access Pass has expired or is terminated, any revenue generated from a client will
not be considered All Access Pass and Related Revenue unless and until the client’s All
Access Pass is renewed, at which point all such additional revenue generated for the client
shall again be included in the definition of All Access Pass and Related Revenue).

® Subject to Section 6.04, the parties agree to treat the value of any Parent
Common Stock issued pursuant to this Section 2.10 as purchase price for Company stock
unless otherwise required by a final “determination” within the meaning of Section 1313 of
the Code.

Section 2.11 Terms of Parent Common Stock.

(a) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in Section 2.08 or Section 2.10,
Buyer may, in its sole discretion, elect that in lieu of Parent issuing Parent Common Stock
under Section 2.08 and Section 2.10, Buyer may pay the Retained Stockholders, Retained
Optionholders and Houghteling, as applicable, a cash amount equal to the value of the
Parent Common Stock that would have otherwise been issued to such Persons, which value
will equal the Average Share Price per share as of the date that a payment is due pursuant to
Section 2.08 or Section 2.10. In addition, notwithstanding anything to the contrary in
Section 2.08 or Section 2.10, in no event shall Parent issue more than 200,000 shares of
Parent Common Stock, it being understood that any amounts due to Retained Stockholders,
Retained Optionholders and Houghteling pursuant to Section 2.08 or Section 2.10 in excess
of the value of such number of shares shall be paid in cash by Buyer.
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(b) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, neither certificates
nor scrip for fractional shares of Parent Common Stock shall be issued pursuant to this
Agreement. Each Retained Stockholder, Retained Optionholder and Houghteling who
otherwise would have been entitled to a fraction of a share of Parent Common Stock shall
receive, in lieu thereof, cash (without interest) in an amount determined by multiplying the
fractional share interest to which such holder would otherwise be entitled by the applicable
Average Share Price of the Parent Common Stock, rounded to the nearest whole cent. No
such holder shall be entitled to dividends, voting rights or any other rights in respect of any
fractional share.

(©) The parties understand and agree that (i) the contingent rights to receive
Parent Common Stock pursuant to either Section 2.08 or Section 2.10 shall not be
represented by any form of certificate or other instrument, are not transferable and do not
constitute an equity or ownership interest in Parent or any of its subsidiaries; (ii) Sellers
shall not have any rights as securityholders of Parent in respect of their contingent right to
receive any Parent Common Stock hereunder; and (iii) no interest is payable with respect to
any Parent Common Stock pursuant to Section 2.08 or Section 2.10.

(d) All shares of Parent Common Stock issued pursuant to this Agreement shall
be effectively registered as of the date of issuance pursuant to the Securities Act of 1933, as
amended, and shall be freely tradeable as of the date of issuance.

Section 2.12 Withholding Tax. Buyer, Parent and the Company shall be entitled to
deduct and withhold from the Purchase Price (including any amounts payable under Section
2.08 and Section 2.10) all Taxes that Buyer and the Company may be required to deduct and
withhold under any provision of Tax Law, including, with respect to Optionholders, any portions of
the Purchase Price that may be treated as compensation for federal and state income Tax purposes
and applicable employment-related Taxes. To the extent such withheld amounts are timely remitted
to the applicable Governmental Authority, all such withheld amounts shall be treated as delivered
to Sellers and Optionholders hereunder. For the sake of clarity, all employer-side payroll Taxes
associated with the foregoing that are paid after Closing shall be paid by Buyer and shall not be
considered a Transaction Expense or other adjustment to the Purchase Price. Except for
withholding with respect to compensatory amounts, Buyer shall use commercially reasonable
efforts to provide written notice of the intention to withhold at least three (3) Business Days prior to
any such withholding to reduce or eliminate any such withholding, by requesting any appropriate
Tax forms, including Form W-9 or the appropriate series of Form W-8, as applicable.

Section 2.13 Escrow Account. The Escrow Amount delivered to the Escrow Agent in
Agreement and the Escrow Ag_lrée?nént. Upon a distribution of all or a portion of the Escrow
Amount by the Escrow Agent to the Stockholder Representative pursuant to the Escrow
Agreement, such amounts shall be distributed by the Stockholder Representative to the Sellers and
Optionholders in accordance with the Consideration Schedule.
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ARTICLE III
REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES OF SELLERS

Except as set forth in the correspondingly numbered sections of the Disclosure Schedules,
each Seller represents and warrants, severally and not jointly, to Buyer that the statements
contained in this ARTICLE III are true and correct as of the date hereof.

Section 3.01  Organization and Authority of Sellers. For each Seller that is an entity,
such Seller is a corporation, limited liability company, or other entity that is duly organized, validly
existing and in good standing under the Laws of its respective jurisdiction of incorporation,
formation or organization, as applicable. Each such Seller has full corporate or company power and
authority to enter into this Agreement and the Ancillary Documents to which such Seller is a party,
to carry out its obligations hereunder and thereunder and to consummate the transactions
contemplated hereby and thereby. The execution and delivery by each such Seller of this
Agreement and any Ancillary Document to which each such Seller is a party, the performance by
such Seller of its obligations hereunder and thereunder, and the consummation by such Seller of the
transactions contemplated hereby and thereby have been duly authorized by all requisite corporate
or company action on the part of each such Seller. This Agreement has been duly executed and
delivered by each Seller, and (assuming due authorization, execution and delivery by Buyer) this
Agreement constitutes a legal, valid and binding obligation of each Seller enforceable against each
Seller in accordance with its terms. When each other Ancillary Document to which each Seller is or
will be a party has been duly executed and delivered by each such Seller (assuming due
authorization, execution and delivery by each other party thereto), such Ancillary Document will
constitute a legal and binding obligation of such Seller enforceable against it in accordance with its
terms and will not conflict with or result in a violation or breach of any provision of any Law or
Governmental Order applicable to such Seller.

Section 3.02 Organization and Qualification of the Company. The Company is a
corporation duly organized, validly existing and in good standing under the Laws of the State of
Delaware and has full corporate power and authority to own, operate or lease the properties and
assets now owned, operated or leased by it and to carry on its business as it has been and is
currently being conducted. Section 3.02 of the Disclosure Schedules sets forth each jurisdiction in
which the Company is licensed or qualified to do business, and the Company is duly licensed or
qualified to do business and is in good standing in each jurisdiction in which the properties owned
or leased by it or the operation of its business as currently conducted makes such licensing or
qualification necessary.

Section 3.03  Capitalization.

(a) The authorized capital stock of the Company consists of 10,000,000 shares
of Company Common Stock, par value $0.00001 per share, of which 5,151,000 shares are
issued and outstanding, and 2,300,000 shares of Company Preferred Stock, par value
$0.00001 per share, of which 2,229,258 shares are issued and outstanding, and such
outstanding Company Common Stock and Company Preferred Stock constitute the
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Shares. Upon consummation of the transactions contemplated by this Agreement, Buyer
shall own all of the Shares, free and clear of all Encumbrances, other than restrictions of
general applicability imposed by state and federal securities laws.

(b) Section 3.03(b) of the Disclosure Schedules sets forth, as of the date hereof,
the name of each Person that is the registered owner of any Shares and the number of
Shares owned by such Person. The list of all holders of outstanding Options, including the
number of Shares subject to each such Option, the grant date, exercise price and vesting
schedule for such Option, the extent to which such Option is vested and exercisable and the
date on which such Option expires has previously been disclosed to the Buyer and has
remained unchanged since such disclosure until the Closing Date.. Each Option was granted
in compliance with all applicable Laws and all of the terms and conditions of the Stock
Option Plan pursuant to which it was issued. Each Option was granted with an exercise
price per share equal to or greater than the fair market value of the underlying shares on the
date of grant and has a grant date identical to the date on which the Company’s board of
directors or compensation committee actually awarded the Option. Each Option qualifies
for the tax and accounting treatment afforded to such Option in the Company’s tax returns
and the Company’s financial statements, respectively, and does not trigger any liability for
the Optionholder under Section 409A of the Code. The Company has heretofore provided or
made available to Buyer (or Buyer’s Representatives) true and complete copies of the
standard form of option agreement and any stock option agreements that differ from such
standard form.

(©) Except for currently outstanding Options to purchase 877,975 shares of the
Company’s Common Stock which have been granted to employees, consultants or directors
pursuant to the Stock Option Plan, and a reservation of an additional 436,831 shares of the
Company’s Common Stock for direct issuances or purchase upon exercise of Options to be
granted in the future, under the Stock Option Plan, no subscription, warrant, option,
convertible or exchangeable security, or other right (contingent or otherwise) to purchase or
otherwise acquire equity securities of the Company is authorized or outstanding.

(d) Except as described in this Section 3.03, there is no commitment by the
Company to issue shares, subscriptions, warrants, options, convertible or exchangeable
securities, or other such rights or to distribute to holders of any of its equity securities any
evidence of indebtedness or asset, to repurchase or redeem any securities of the Company or
to grant, extend, accelerate the vesting of, change the price of, or otherwise amend any
warrant, option, convertible or exchangeable security or other such right. There are no
declared or accrued unpaid dividends with respect to any shares of Company Capital Stock.

(g) All distributions, dividends, repurchases and redemptions of the capital stock
(or other equity interests) of the Company were undertaken in compliance with the
Company Charter Documents then in effect, any agreement to which the Company then was
a party and in compliance with applicable Law.

Section 3.04 No Subsidiaries. The Company does not own, or have any interest in
any shares or have an ownership interest in, any other Person.

Section 3.05 No Conflicts; Consents. The execution, delivery and performance by
Sellers of this Agreement and the Ancillary Documents to which they are party, and the
consummation of the transactions contemplated hereby and thereby, do not and will not: (a) conflict

to Buyer. The Financial Statements have been prepared in accordance with the Specified
Accounting Principles, applied on a consistent basis throughout the period involved, subject, in the
case of the Interim Financial Statements, to normal and recurring year-end adjustments (the effect
of which will not be materially adverse).

Complete and correct copies of each Material Contract (including all modifications,
amendments and supplements thereto and waivers thereunder) have been made available to
Buyer.

Section 4.01 Organization and Authority of Buyer. Buyer is a corporation duly
organized, validly existing and in good standing under the Laws of the state of Utah. Buyer has full
corporate power and authority to enter into and perform its obligations under this Agreement and
the Ancillary Documents to which it is a party and to consummate the transactions contemplated
hereby and thereby. The execution, delivery and performance by Buyer of this Agreement and any
Ancillary Document to which it is a party and the consummation by Buyer of the transactions
contemplated hereby and thereby have been duly authorized by all requisite corporate action on the
part of Buyer and no other corporate proceedings on the part of Buyer are necessary to authorize
the execution, delivery and performance of this Agreement or to consummate the other transactions
contemplated hereby and thereby. This Agreement has been duly executed and delivered by Buyer,
and (assuming due authorization, execution and delivery by each other party hereto) this
Agreement constitutes a legal, valid and binding obligation of Buyer enforceable against Buyer in
accordance with its terms. When each Ancillary Document to which Buyer is or will be a party has
been duly executed and delivered by Buyer (assuming due authorization, execution and delivery by
each other party thereto), such Ancillary Document will constitute a legal and binding obligation of
Buyer enforceable against it in accordance with its terms.

Section 4.02 No Conflicts; Consents. The execution, delivery and performance by
Buyer of this Agreement and the Ancillary Documents to which it is a party, and the consummation
of the transactions contemplated hereby and thereby, do not and will not: (a) conflict with or result
in a violation or breach of, or default under, any provision of the certificate of incorporation, by-
laws or other organizational documents of Buyer; (b) conflict with or result in a violation or breach
of any provision of any Law or Governmental Order applicable to Buyer; or (c) except as set forth
in Section 4.02 of the Disclosure Schedules, require the consent, notice or other action by any
Person under any Contract to which Buyer is a party. No consent, approval, Permit, Governmental
Order, declaration or filing with, or notice to, any Governmental Authority is required by or with
respect to Buyer in connection with the execution and delivery of this Agreement and the Ancillary
Documents and the consummation of the transactions contemplated hereby and thereby.

Section 4.03  Brokers. No broker, finder or investment banker is entitled to any
brokerage, finder’s or other fee or commission in connection with the transactions contemplated by
this Agreement or any Ancillary Document based upon arrangements made by or on behalf of
Buyer.
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Section 4.04 Sufficiency of Funds. Buyer has sufficient cash on hand or other
sources of immediately available funds to enable it to make payment of the Purchase Price and
consummate the transactions contemplated by this Agreement.

Section 4.05 Legal Proceedings. There are no Actions pending or, to Buyer’s knowledge,
threatened against or by Buyer or any Affiliate of Buyer that challenge or seek to prevent, enjoin or
otherwise delay the transactions contemplated by this Agreement. No event has occurred or
circumstances exist that may give rise or serve as a basis for any such Action.

Section 4.06 No Other Representations. Buyer acknowledges that Sellers have not made
and are not making any representations or warranties whatsoever regarding the subject matter of
this Agreement, express or implied, except as provided in ARTICLE III (including the related
portions of the Disclosure Schedules).

Section 4.07 Non-Reliance. Buyer is not relying and has not relied on any representations
or warranties whatsoever regarding the subject matter of this Agreement, express or implied, except
for the representations and warranties provided in ARTICLE III (including the related portions of
the Disclosure Schedules).

ARTICLE V
COVENANTS

Section 5.01 Confidentiality. From and after the Closing, Sellers shall, and shall cause
their Affiliates to, hold, and shall use their reasonable best efforts to cause their respective
Representatives to hold, in confidence any and all information, whether written or oral, concerning
the Company, except to the extent that Sellers can show that such information (a) is generally
available to and known by the public through no fault of Sellers, any of their Affiliates or their
respective Representatives; or (b) is lawfully acquired by Sellers, any of their Affiliates or their
respective Representatives from and after the Closing from sources which are not prohibited from
disclosing such information by a legal, contractual or fiduciary obligation. If Sellers or any of their
Affiliates or their respective Representatives are compelled to disclose any information by judicial
or administrative process or by other requirements of Law, Sellers shall promptly notify Buyer in
writing and shall disclose only that portion of such information which Sellers are advised by their
counsel in writing is legally required to be disclosed, provided that Sellers shall use reasonable best
efforts to obtain an appropriate protective order or other reasonable assurance that confidential
treatment will be accorded such information.

Section 5.02 Books and Records.

(a) In order to facilitate the resolution of any claims made against or incurred by
Sellers prior to the Closing, or for any other reasonable purpose, for a period of three (3)
years after the Closing, Buyer shall:
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@) retain the books and records (including personnel files) of the
Company relating to periods prior to the Closing in a manner reasonably consistent
with the prior practices of the Company; and

(ii) upon reasonable notice, afford the Representatives of Sellers
reasonable access (including the right to make, at Sellers’ expense, photocopies),
during normal business hours, to such books and records;

provided, however, that any books and records related to Tax matters shall be
retained pursuant to the periods set forth in ARTICLE VI.

(b) In order to facilitate the resolution of any claims made by or against or
incurred by Buyer or the Company after the Closing, or for any other reasonable purpose,
for a period of three (3) years following the Closing, Stockholder Representative shall:

@) retain the books and records (including personnel files) of the
Company which relate to the Company and its operations for periods prior to the
Closing, to the extent such books and records are held by the Sellers’ Representative
as of the Closing; and

(ii) upon reasonable notice, afford the Representatives of Buyer or the
Company reasonable access (including the right to make, at Buyer’s expense,
photocopies), during normal business hours, to such books and records;

provided, however, that any books and records related to Tax matters shall be
retained pursuant to the periods set forth in ARTICLE VI.

(o) Neither Buyer nor Stockholder Representative shall be obligated to provide
the other party with access to any books or records (including personnel files) pursuant to
this Section 5.02 where (i) such access would violate any Law, or (ii) such books or records
are subject to attorney-client privilege held by the Company prior to Closing.

Section 5.03 Directors’ and Officers’ Insurance. Sellers shall obtain and fully pay
for “tail” insurance policies with a claims period of at least six (6) years from the Closing Date with
at least the same coverage and amount and containing terms and conditions that are not less
advantageous to the directors and officers of the Company as the Company’s existing policies with
respect to claims arising out of or relating to events which occurred before or on the Closing Date
(including in connection with the transactions contemplated by this Agreement) (the “D&O Tail
Policy™). Sellers shall bear the cost of the D&O Tail Policy, and such costs, to the extent not paid
prior to the Closing, shall be included in the determination of Transaction Expenses. During the
term of the D&O Tail Policy, Buyer shall not take any action following the Closing to cause the
D&O Tail Policy to be cancelled or any provision therein to be amended or waived,;
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provided, however, that neither Buyer nor any Affiliate of Buyer shall be obligated to pay any
premiums or other amounts in respect of such D&O Tail Policy.

Section 5.04 Public Announcements. Unless otherwise required by applicable Law or
stock exchange requirements (based upon the reasonable advice of counsel), no party to this
Agreement shall make any public announcements in respect of this Agreement or the transactions
contemplated hereby or otherwise communicate with any news media without the prior written
consent of the other parties (which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or
delayed), and the parties shall cooperate as to the timing and contents of any such announcement.

Section 5.05 Employees. Buyer agrees to cause the Company, the Buyer or an Affiliate of
the Buyer to employ the individuals agreed upon separately between Stockholder Representative
and Buyer on substantially similar terms as agreed upon by the Stockholder Representative and
Buyer.

Section 5.06 Further Assurances. Following the Closing, each of the parties hereto shall,
and shall cause their respective Affiliates to, execute and deliver such additional documents,
instruments, conveyances and assurances and take such further actions as may be reasonably
required to carry out the provisions hereof and give effect to the transactions contemplated by this
Agreement.

ARTICLE VI
TAX MATTERS

Section 6.01 Tax Covenants.

(a) Without the prior written consent of Buyer, Sellers shall not, to the extent it
may affect, or relate to, the Company, make, change or rescind any Tax election, amend any
Tax Return or take any position on any Tax Return, take any action, omit to take any action
or enter into any other transaction that would have the effect of increasing the Tax liability
or reducing any Tax asset of Buyer or the Company in respect of any Post-Closing Tax
Period.

(b) All transfer, documentary, sales, use, stamp, registration, value added and
other such Taxes and fees (including any penalties and interest) incurred in connection with
this Agreement and the Ancillary Documents (including any real property transfer Tax and
any other similar Tax) shall be borne and paid by Sellers and Optionholders when due. The
Stockholder shall, at the expense of the Sellers, timely file any Tax Return or other
document with respect to such Taxes or fees (and Buyer shall cooperate with respect thereto
as necessary).
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Section 6.02 Termination of Existing Tax Sharing Agreements. Any and all existing
Tax sharing agreements (whether written or not) binding upon the Company shall be terminated as
of the Closing Date, provided that this shall not apply to ordinary commercial agreements the
primary purpose of which is not the sharing of Tax. After such date none of the Company, Sellers
nor any of Sellers’ Affiliates and their respective Representatives shall have any further rights or
liabilities thereunder.

Section 6.03 Tax Returns.

(a) Sellers shall prepare and timely file, or cause to be prepared and timely filed,
at Sellers’ expense, all Tax Returns of the Company required to be filed by it that are due on
or before the Closing Date (taking into account any extensions), and shall timely pay all
Taxes and related expenses that are due and payable on or before the Closing Date (taking
into account any extensions). Any such Tax Return shall be prepared in a manner consistent
with past practice (unless otherwise required by Law).

(b) Buyer shall prepare and timely file, or cause to be prepared and timely filed,
all Tax Returns required to be filed by the Company after the Closing Date with respect to a
Pre-Closing Tax Period and for any Straddle Period. Any such Tax Return shall be prepared
in a manner consistent with past practice (unless otherwise required by Law) and, if it is an
income or other material Tax Return, shall be submitted by Buyer to the Stockholder
Representative (together with schedules, statements and, to the extent requested by the
Stockholder Representative, supporting documentation) at least twenty (20) days prior to
the due date (including extensions) of such Tax Return. If the Stockholder Representative
objects to any item on any such Tax Return, it shall, within ten (10) days after delivery of
such Tax Return, notify Buyer in writing that it so objects, specifying with particularity any
such item and stating the specific factual or legal basis for any such objection. If a notice of
objection shall be duly delivered, Buyer and the Stockholder Representative shall negotiate
in good faith and use their reasonable best efforts to resolve such items. If Buyer and the
Stockholder Representative are unable to reach such agreement within ten (10) days after
receipt by Buyer of such notice, the disputed items shall be resolved by the Independent
Accountant and any determination by the Independent Accountant shall be final. The
Independent Accountant shall resolve any disputed items within twenty (20) days of having
the item referred to it pursuant to such procedures as it may require. If the Independent
Accountant is unable to resolve any disputed items before the due date for such Tax Return,
the Tax Return shall be filed as prepared by Buyer and then amended to reflect the
Independent Accountant’s resolution. The costs, fees and expenses of the Independent
Accountant shall be borne equally by Buyer and the Stockholder Representative. The
preparation and filing of any Tax Return of the Company that does not relate to a Pre-
Closing Tax Period or Straddle Period shall be exclusively within the control of Buyer.

Section 6.04 Tax Indemnification. Except to the extent treated as a liability in the
calculation of Closing Working Capital, each Seller shall, severally and not jointly (on the basis of
their Pro Rata Shares) (except with respect to subsection (f) in this Section 6.04, which shall
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be each Seller severally as to itself and not jointly) indemnify the Company, Buyer, and each Buyer
Indemnitee and hold them harmless from and against (a) any Loss attributable to any breach of or
inaccuracy in any representation or warranty made in Section 3.22; (b) any Loss attributable to any
breach or violation of, or failure to fully perform, any covenant, agreement, undertaking or
obligation in this ARTICLE VI; (c) all Taxes of the Company or relating to the business of the
Company for all Pre-Closing Tax Periods; (d) all Taxes of any member of an affiliated,
consolidated, combined or unitary group of which the Company (or any predecessor of the
Company) is or was a member on or prior to the Closing Date by reason of a liability under
Treasury Regulation Section 1.1502-6 or any comparable provisions of foreign, state or local Law;
(e) any and all Taxes of any person imposed on the Company arising under the principles of
transferee or successor liability or by contract, relating to an event or transaction occurring before
the Closing Date, except to the extent in cases of (a)-(e) that such Taxes (A) arise as a result of any
election made or other action taken by or on behalf of the Company after the Closing, except as
permitted under this Agreement, or (B) are Buyer’s portion of the Taxes governed by Section 6.01;
and (f) any Indemnified Taxes. In each of the above cases, together with any out-of-pocket fees
and expenses (including attorneys’ and accountants’ fees) incurred in connection therewith, Sellers
shall reimburse Buyer for any Taxes of the Company that are the responsibility of Sellers pursuant
to this Section 6.04 within ten Business Days after payment of such Taxes by Buyer or the
Company. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement, no Seller shall be liable to
the Company, Buyer, or Buyer Indemnitees pursuant to this Section 6.04 in excess of the amount of
the Purchase Price actually received by such Seller. For purposes of this Section 6.04, “Indemnified
Taxes” means fifty percent (50%) of any Taxes imposed on the Company, Buyer or any of Buyer’s
Affiliates by a Governmental Authority as a result of such Governmental Authority’s determination
that a payment made to Sellers pursuant to this agreement should have been treated as
compensation for Tax purposes. If such determination is made, Sellers hereby agree to promptly
provide Buyer with evidence of their payment of Taxes for each year in which such payments to
Sellers were made. The indemnification pursuant to this Section 6.04 shall survive until the
expiration of the applicable statute of limitations.

Section 6.05 Straddle Period. In the case of Taxes that are payable with respect to a
taxable period that begins before and ends after the Closing Date (each such period, a “Straddle
Period”), the portion of any such Taxes that are treated as Pre-Closing Taxes for purposes of this
Agreement shall be:

(a) in the case of Taxes (i) based upon, or related to, income, receipts, profits,
wages, capital or net worth, (ii) imposed in connection with the sale, transfer or assignment
of property, or (iii) required to be withheld, deemed equal to the amount which would be
payable if the taxable year ended with the Closing Date; and

(b) in the case of other Taxes, deemed to be the amount of such Taxes for the
entire period multiplied by a fraction the numerator of which is the number of days in the
period ending on the Closing Date and the denominator of which is the number of days in
the entire period.
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Section 6.06 Contests. Buyer agrees to give reasonably prompt written notice to the
Stockholder Representative of the receipt of any written notice by the Company, Buyer or any of
Buyer’s Affiliates which involves the assertion of any claim, or the commencement of any Action,
in respect of which an indemnity may be sought by Buyer pursuant to this ARTICLE VI (a “Tax
Claim”); provided, that failure to comply with this provision shall not affect Buyer’s right to
indemnification hereunder except and only to the extent that the Sellers are prejudiced by reason of
such failure. Buyer shall control the contest or resolution of any Tax Claim; provided, however, that
Buyer shall obtain the prior written consent of the Stockholder Representative (which consent shall
not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed) before entering into any settlement of a
claim or ceasing to defend such claim; and, provided further, that the Stockholder Representative
shall be entitled to participate in the defense of such claim and to employ counsel of its choice for
such purpose, the fees and expenses of which separate counsel shall be borne solely by the
Stockholder Representative.

Section 6.07 Cooperation and Exchange of Information. The Stockholder Representative
and Buyer shall provide each other with such cooperation and information as either of them
reasonably may request of the other in filing any Tax Return pursuant to this ARTICLE VI or in
connection with any audit or other proceeding in respect of Taxes of the Company. Such
cooperation and information shall include providing copies of relevant Tax Returns or portions
thereof, together with accompanying schedules, related work papers and documents relating to
rulings or other determinations by Governmental Authorities. Each of the Stockholder
Representative and Buyer shall retain all Tax Returns, schedules and work papers, records and
other documents in its possession relating to Tax matters of the Company for any taxable period
beginning before the Closing Date until the expiration of the statute of limitations of the taxable
periods to which such Tax Returns and other documents relate, without regard to extensions except
to the extent notified by the other party in writing of such extensions for the respective Tax periods.
Prior to transferring, destroying or discarding any Tax Returns, schedules and work papers, records
and other documents in its possession relating to Tax matters of the Company for any taxable
period beginning before the Closing Date, the Stockholder Representative or Buyer (as the case
may be) shall provide the other party with reasonable written notice and offer the other party the
opportunity to take custody of such materials.

Section 6.08 Tax Treatment of Indemnification Payments. Any indemnification
payments pursuant to this ARTICLE VI shall be treated as an adjustment to the Purchase Price by
the parties for Tax purposes, unless otherwise required by Law.

Section 6.09 Payments to Buyer. Any amounts payable to Buyer pursuant to this
ARTICLE VI shall be satisfied, at the discretion of the Buyer, from the Indemnification Escrow
Fund or from Sellers.
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ARTICLE VII
INDEMNIFICATION

Section 7.01 Survival. Subject to the limitations and other provisions of this Agreement,
the representations and warranties contained herein (other than any representations or warranties
contained in Section 3.22 which are subject to ARTICLE VI) shall survive the Closing and shall
remain in full force and effect until the date that is eighteen (18) months from the Closing Date;
provided, that the representations and warranties in Section 3.01 (Organization and Authority of
Sellers), Section 3.02 (Organization and Qualification of the Company), Section 3.03
(Capitalization), Section 3.25 (Brokers), Section 4.01 (Organization and Authority of Buyer) and
Section 4.03 (Brokers) (collectively, the “Fundamental Representations™) shall survive until the
applicable statute of limitations. All covenants and agreements of the parties contained herein
(other than any covenants or agreements contained in ARTICLE VI which are subject to ARTICLE
VI) shall survive the Closing indefinitely or for the period explicitly specified therein.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, any claims asserted in good faith with reasonable specificity (to the
extent known at such time) and in writing by notice from the non-breaching party to the breaching
party prior to the expiration date of the applicable survival period shall not thereafter be barred by
the expiration of the relevant representation or warranty and such claims shall survive until finally
resolved.

Section 7.02 Indemnification By Sellers and Optionholders. Subject to the other terms
and conditions of this ARTICLE VII, Sellers and Optionholders, severally and not jointly (in
accordance with their Pro Rata Shares), shall indemnify and defend each of Buyer and its Affiliates
(including the Company) and their respective Representatives (collectively, the “Buyer
Indemnitees”) against, and shall hold each of them harmless from and against, and shall pay and
reimburse each of them for, any and all Losses incurred or sustained by, or imposed upon, the
Buyer Indemnitees based upon, arising out of, with respect to or by reason of:

(a) any inaccuracy in or breach of any of the representations or warranties of
Sellers contained in this Agreement or in any certificate or instrument delivered by or on
behalf of Seller pursuant to this Agreement (other than in respect of Section 3.22, it being
understood that the sole remedy for any such inaccuracy in or breach thereof shall be
pursuant to ARTICLE VI), as if such representation or warranty was made on and as of the
Closing Date (except for representations and warranties that expressly relate to a specified
date, the inaccuracy in or breach of which will be determined with reference to such
specified date), provided that notwithstanding the foregoing, for purposes of this Section
7.02(a), each Seller will only be liable to the Buyer Indemnitees for any Losses arising out
of its own representations and warranties in Section 3.01 and will not be liable to the Buyer
Indemnitees for any Losses arising out of any other Seller’s representations and warranties
set forth in Section 3.01;

(b) any inaccuracy in the calculations and determinations set forth on the
Consideration Spreadsheet; and
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(o) any Transaction Expenses or Indebtedness of the Company unpaid as of the
Closing to the extent not deducted from the Purchase Price in the determination of the
Purchase Price pursuant to Section 2.02(a).

Section 7.03 Indemnification By Sellers and Optionholders. Subject to the other
terms and conditions of this ARTICLE VII, each Seller and Optionholder, severally as to itself and
not jointly, shall indemnify and defend each of Buyer and its Affiliates (including the Company)
and their respective Representatives (collectively, the “Buyer Indemnitees”) against, and shall hold
each of them harmless from and against, and shall pay and reimburse each of them for, any and all
Losses incurred or sustained by, or imposed upon, the Buyer Indemnitees based upon, arising out
of, with respect to or by reason of:

(a) any breach or non-fulfillment of any covenant, agreement or obligation to be
performed by such Seller or Optionholder pursuant to this Agreement (other than any
breach or violation of, or failure to fully perform, any covenant, agreement, undertaking or
obligation in ARTICLE VI, it being understood that the sole remedy for any such breach,
violation or failure shall be pursuant to ARTICLE VI).

Section 7.04 Indemnification By Buyer. Subject to the other terms and conditions of
this ARTICLE VII, Buyer shall indemnify and defend each of Sellers and Optionholders and their
Affiliates and their respective Representatives (collectively, the “Seller Indemnitees”) against, and
shall hold each of them harmless from and against, and shall pay and reimburse each of them for,
any and all Losses incurred or sustained by, or imposed upon, the Seller Indemnitees based upon,
arising out of, with respect to or by reason of:

(a) any inaccuracy in or breach of any of the representations or warranties of
Buyer contained in this Agreement or in any certificate or instrument delivered by or on
behalf of Buyer pursuant to this Agreement, as of the Closing Date (except for
representations and warranties that expressly relate to a specified date, the inaccuracy in or
breach of which will be determined with reference to such specified date); or

(b) any breach or non-fulfillment of any covenant, agreement or obligation to be
performed by Buyer pursuant to this Agreement (other than ARTICLE V1, it being
understood that the sole remedy for any such breach thereof shall be pursuant to ARTICLE
Vi).

Section 7.05 Certain Limitations. The indemnification provided for in Section 7.02
and Section 7.04 shall be subject to the following limitations:

(a) Sellers and Optionholders shall not be liable to the Buyer Indemnitees for
indemnification under Section 7.02(a) until the aggregate amount of all Losses in respect of
indemnification under Section 7.02(a) exceeds $50,000 (the “Basket™), in which event
Sellers and Optionholders shall be required to pay or be liable for all such Losses from the
first dollar. The aggregate amount of all Losses for which Sellers and Optionholders
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shall be liable pursuant to Section 7.02(a) shall not exceed $1,000,000 (the “Cap”), and the
Escrow Fund shall be the sole and exclusive remedy for all Losses indemnifiable under
Section 7.02(a).

(b) Buyer shall not be liable to the Seller Indemnitees for indemnification under
Section 7.04(a) until the aggregate amount of all Losses in respect of indemnification under
Section 7.04(a) exceeds the Basket, in which event Buyer shall be required to pay or be
liable for all such Losses from the first dollar. The aggregate amount of all Losses for which
Buyer shall be liable pursuant to Section 7.04(a) shall not exceed the Cap.

(© Notwithstanding the foregoing, the limitations set forth in Section 7.05(a)
and Section 7.05(b) shall not apply to Losses based upon, arising out of, with respect to or
by reason of (i) any inaccuracy in or breach of any representation or warranty in the
Fundamental Representations or (ii) fraud (with scienter) committed by or on behalf of a
party to this Agreement; provided that the provisions of this clause (c) shall be subject to the
limitations in Section 7.05(d) below.

(d) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement, no Seller or
Optionholder shall be liable to the Buyer Indemnitees pursuant to this Agreement in excess
of the amount of the Purchase Price actually received by such Seller, except in the case of
fraud (with scienter) committed by or with the actual knowledge of such Seller or
Optionholder before the Closing.

(e) For purposes of this ARTICLE VII, in calculating Losses, but not in
determining the existence of any inaccuracy in or breach of any representation or warranty
in the first instance, any materiality, Material Adverse Effect or other similar qualification
contained in or otherwise applicable to such representation or warranty shall be
disregarded.

® The amount of any Losses payable under this ARTICLE VII by an
Indemnifying Party shall be net of any amounts actually recovered by the Indemnified Party
from insurance policies or other third party sources, provided that any costs and expenses
incurred in recovering such insurance proceeds (and any increase in insurance premiums
related to any such claim) shall be included in the amount of the Losses. Each Indemnified
Party shall use commercially reasonable efforts to diligently make and pursue claims
regarding any breach of, or inaccuracy in, any representation or warranty under all
applicable insurance policies.

Section 7.06 Indemnification Procedures. The party making a claim under this ARTICLE
VII is referred to as the “Indemnified Party”, and the party against whom such claims are asserted
under this ARTICLE VII is referred to as the “Indemnifying Party”. For purposes of this ARTICLE
VII, (i) if Buyer (or any other Buyer Indemnitee) is the Indemnified Party, any references to
Indemnifying Party (except provisions relating to an obligation to make payments) shall be deemed
to refer to the Stockholder Representative, and (ii) if Buyer is the Indemnifying

Party, any references to the Indemnified Party shall be deemed to refer to the Stockholder
Representative. Any payment received by the Stockholder Representative as the Indemnified Party
shall be distributed to the Sellers in accordance with this Agreement.

(a) Third Party Claims. If any Indemnified Party receives notice of the assertion
or commencement of any Action made or brought by any Person who is not a party to this
Agreement or an Affiliate of a party to this Agreement or a Representative of the foregoing
(a “Third Party Claim”) against such Indemnified Party with respect to which the
Indemnifying Party is obligated to provide indemnification under this Agreement, the
Indemnified Party shall give the Indemnifying Party reasonably prompt written notice
thereof, but in any event not later than thirty (30) calendar days after receipt of such notice
of such Third Party Claim. The failure to give such prompt written notice shall not,
however, relieve the Indemnifying Party of its indemnification obligations, except and only
to the extent that the Indemnifying Party forfeits rights or defenses by reason of such
failure. Such notice by the Indemnified Party shall describe the Third Party Claim in
reasonable detail, shall include copies of all material written evidence thereof and shall
indicate the estimated amount, if reasonably practicable, of the Loss that has been or may be
sustained by the Indemnified Party. The Indemnifying Party shall have the right to
participate in, or by giving written notice to the Indemnified Party, to assume the defense of
any Third Party Claim at the Indemnifying Party’s expense and by the Indemnifying Party’s
own counsel, and the Indemnified Party shall cooperate in good faith in such defense;
provided, that if the Indemnifying Party is a Seller, such Indemnifying Party shall not have
the right to defend or direct the defense of any such Third Party Claim that (x) is asserted
directly by or on behalf of a Person that is a supplier or customer of the Company, or (y)
seeks an injunction or other equitable relief against the Indemnified Party. In the event that
the Indemnifying Party assumes the defense of any Third Party Claim, subject to Section
7.06(b), it shall have the right to take such action as it deems necessary to avoid, dispute,
defend, appeal or make counterclaims pertaining to any such Third Party Claim in the name
and on behalf of the Indemnified Party. The Indemnified Party shall have the right to
participate in the defense of any Third Party Claim with counsel selected by it subject to the
Indemnifying Party’s right to control the defense thereof. The fees and disbursements of
such counsel shall be at the expense of the Indemnified Party, provided, that if in the
reasonable opinion of counsel to the Indemnified Party, (A) there are legal defenses
available to an Indemnified Party that are different from or additional to those available to
the Indemnifying Party; or (B) there exists a conflict of interest between the Indemnifying
Party and the Indemnified Party that cannot be waived, the Indemnifying Party shall be
liable for the reasonable fees and expenses of counsel to the Indemnified Party in each
jurisdiction for which the Indemnified Party determines counsel is required, but only to the
extent that the Indemnifying Party is otherwise obligated to provide indemnification under
this Agreement with respect to the Third Party Claim. If the Indemnifying Party elects not
to compromise or defend such Third Party Claim, fails to promptly notify the Indemnified
Party in writing of its election to defend as provided in this Agreement, or fails to diligently
prosecute the defense of such Third Party Claim, the Indemnified Party may, subject to
Section 7.06(b), pay, compromise, or defend such Third Party Claim and seek
indemnification for any and all Losses based upon, arising from or relating to such Third
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Party Claim. The Stockholder Representative and Buyer shall cooperate with each other in
all reasonable respects in connection with the defense of any Third Party Claim, including
making available (subject to the provisions of Section 5.01) records relating to such Third
Party Claim and furnishing, without expense (other than reimbursement of actual out-of-
pocket expenses) to the defending party, management employees of the non-defending party
as may be reasonably necessary for the preparation of the defense of such Third Party
Claim.

(b) Settlement of Third Party Claims. Any settlement of a Third Party Claim
effected (i) by a Buyer Indemnitee without the prior written consent of the Stockholder
Representative, or (ii) by a Seller Indemnitee without the prior written consent of the Buyer,
which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned, or delayed, shall not be
deemed determinative of the existence or amount of Losses that are indemnifiable
hereunder; provided further that consent of the Stockholder Representative shall be deemed
to have been given unless the Stockholder Representative shall have objected in writing
within fifteen (15) calendar days after a written request for such consent by Parent.

(©) Direct Claims. Any Action by an Indemnified Party on account of a Loss
which does not result from a Third Party Claim (a “Direct Claim”) shall be asserted by the
Indemnified Party by giving the Indemnifying Party reasonably prompt written notice
thereof, but in any event not later than thirty (30) days after the Indemnified Party becomes
aware of such Direct Claim. The failure to give such prompt written notice shall not,
however, relieve the Indemnifying Party of its indemnification obligations, except and only
to the extent that the Indemnifying Party is prejudiced by reason of such failure. Such notice
by the Indemnified Party shall describe the Direct Claim in reasonable detail, shall include
copies of all material written evidence thereof and shall indicate the estimated amount, if
reasonably practicable, of the Loss that has been or may be sustained by the Indemnified
Party. The Indemnifying Party shall have thirty (30) days after its receipt of such notice to
respond in writing to such Direct Claim. The Indemnified Party shall allow the
Indemnifying Party and its professional advisors to investigate the matter or circumstance
alleged to give rise to the Direct Claim, and whether and to what extent any amount is
payable in respect of the Direct Claim and the Indemnified Party shall assist the
Indemnifying Party’s investigation by giving such information and assistance (including
access to the Company’s premises and personnel and the right to examine and copy any
accounts, documents or records) as the Indemnifying Party or any of its professional
advisors may reasonably request. If the Indemnifying Party does not so respond within such
thirty (30) day period, the Indemnifying Party shall be deemed to have rejected such claim,
in which case the Indemnified Party shall be free to pursue such remedies as may be
available to the Indemnified Party on the terms and subject to the provisions of this
Agreement.

(d) Tax Claims. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, the
control of any claim, assertion, event or proceeding in respect of Taxes of the Company
(including, but not limited to, any such claim in respect of a breach of the representations
and warranties in Section 3.22 hereof or any breach or violation of or failure to fully
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perform any covenant, agreement, undertaking or obligation in ARTICLE VT) shall be
governed exclusively by ARTICLE VI hereof.

Section 7.07 Payments; Indemnification Escrow Fund.

(a) Once a Loss is agreed to by the Indemnifying Party or finally adjudicated to
be payable pursuant to this ARTICLE VII, the Indemnifying Party shall satisfy its
obligations within fifteen (15) Business Days of such final, non-appealable adjudication by
wire transfer of immediately available funds.

(b) Any Losses payable to a Buyer Indemnitee pursuant to this ARTICLE VII
shall be satisfied (i) first from the Indemnification Escrow Fund; and (ii) second, except
with respect to Losses based upon, arising out of, or with respect to Section 7.02(a), for
which the Indemnification Escrow Fund (absent fraud) is the sole source of remedy, to the
extent the amount of Losses exceeds the amounts available to the Buyer Indemnitee in the
Indemnification Escrow Fund, from Sellers and the Optionholders, severally and not jointly
(in accordance with their Pro Rata Shares).

Section 7.08 Tax Treatment of Indemnification Payments. All indemnification
payments made under this Agreement shall be treated by the parties as an adjustment to the
Purchase Price for Tax purposes, unless otherwise required by Law.

Section 7.09 Effect of Investigation. The representations, warranties and covenants of the
Indemnifying Party, and the Indemnified Party’s right to indemnification with respect thereto, shall
not be affected or deemed waived by reason of any investigation made by or on behalf of the
Indemnified Party (including by any of its Representatives) or by reason of the fact that the
Indemnified Party or any of its Representatives knew or should have known that any such
representation or warranty is, was or might be inaccurate.

Section 7.10 Exclusive Remedies. Subject to Section 2.05 and Section 8.12, the parties
acknowledge and agree that their sole and exclusive remedy with respect to any and all claims
(other than claims arising from fraud (with scienter), criminal activity or willful misconduct on the
part of a party hereto in connection with the transactions contemplated by this Agreement) for any
breach of any representation, warranty, covenant, agreement or obligation set forth herein or
otherwise relating to the subject matter of this Agreement, shall be pursuant to the indemnification
provisions set forth in ARTICLE VI and this ARTICLE VII. In furtherance of the foregoing, each
party hereby waives, to the fullest extent permitted under Law, any and all rights, claims and causes
of action for any breach of any representation, warranty, covenant, agreement or obligation set forth
herein or otherwise relating to the subject matter of this Agreement it may have against the other
parties hereto and their Affiliates and each of their respective Representatives arising under or
based upon any Law, except pursuant to the indemnification provisions set forth in ARTICLE VI
and this ARTICLE VII. Nothing in this Section 7.10 shall limit any Person’s right to seek and
obtain any equitable relief to which any Person shall be entitled or to seek any remedy on account
of any party’s fraudulent, criminal or intentional misconduct.
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ARTICLE VIII
MISCELLANEOUS

Section 8.01 Stockholder Representative.

(a) By approving and signing this Agreement and the transactions contemplated
hereby or by executing and delivering an Option Termination Agreement, each Seller or
Optionholder, as the case may be, shall have irrevocably authorized and appointed
Stockholder Representative as such Person’s representative and attorney-in-fact to act on
behalf of such Person with respect to this Agreement and to take any and all actions and
make any decisions required or permitted to be taken by the Stockholder Representative
pursuant to this Agreement, including the exercise of the power to:

@) give and receive notices and communications;
(ii) agree to, negotiate, enter into settlements and compromises of, and
comply with orders or otherwise handle any other matters described in Section

2.05;

(iii) agree to, negotiate, enter into settlements and compromises of, and
comply with orders of courts with respect to claims for indemnification made by
Buyer pursuant to ARTICLE VI and ARTICLE VII;

(iv) litigate, arbitrate, resolve, settle or compromise any claim for
indemnification pursuant to ARTICLE VI and ARTICLE VII;

W) execute and deliver all documents necessary or desirable to carry out
the intent of this Agreement and any Ancillary Document;

(vi) make all elections or decisions contemplated by this Agreement and
any Ancillary Document;

(vii)  engage, employ or appoint any agents or representatives (including
attorneys, accountants and consultants) to assist the Stockholder Representative in
complying with its duties and obligations; and

(viii)  take all actions necessary or appropriate in the good faith judgment
of the Stockholder Representative for the accomplishment of the foregoing.

(b) Buyer shall be entitled to deal exclusively with the Stockholder
Representative on all matters relating to this Agreement (including ARTICLE VII) and shall
be entitled to rely conclusively (without further evidence of any kind whatsoever) on any
document executed or purported to be executed on behalf of any Seller or
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Optionholder by the Stockholder Representative, and on any other action taken or purported
to be taken on behalf of any Seller or Optionholder by the Stockholder Representative, as
being fully binding upon such Person. Notices or communications to or from the
Stockholder Representative shall constitute notice to or from each of the Sellers and
Optionholders. Any decision or action by the Stockholder Representative hereunder,
including any agreement between the Stockholder Representative and Buyer relating to the
defense, payment or settlement of any claims for indemnification hereunder, shall constitute
a decision or action of all Sellers and Optionholders and shall be final, binding and
conclusive upon each such Person. No Seller or Optionholder shall have the right to object
to, dissent from, protest or otherwise contest the same. The provisions of this section,
including the power of attorney granted hereby, are independent and severable, are
irrevocable and coupled with an interest and shall not be terminated by any act of any one
of the Sellers or Optionholders, or by operation of Law.

(© The Stockholder Representative may resign at any time, and may be
removed for any reason or no reason by the vote or written consent of a majority in interest
of the Sellers and Optionholders according to each Seller’s and Optionholder’s Pro Rata
Share (the “Majority Holders™); provided, however, in no event shall the Stockholder
Representative resign or be removed without the Majority Holders having first appointed a
new Stockholder Representative who shall assume such duties immediately upon the
resignation or removal of the Stockholder Representative. In the event of the death,
incapacity, resignation or removal of the Stockholder Representative, a new Stockholder
Representative shall be appointed by the vote or written consent of the Majority Holders.
Notice of such vote or a copy of the written consent appointing such new Stockholder
Representative shall be sent to Buyer, such appointment to be effective upon the later of the
date indicated in such consent or the date such notice is received by Buyer; provided,
however, that until such notice is received, Buyer shall be entitled to rely on the decisions
and actions of the prior Stockholder Representative as described in Section 8.01(a) above.

(d) The Stockholder Representative shall not be liable to the Sellers and
Optionholders for actions taken pursuant to this Agreement, except to the extent such
actions shall have been determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to have constituted
gross negligence or involved fraud, intentional misconduct or bad faith (it being understood
that any act done or omitted pursuant to the advice of counsel, accountants and other
professionals and experts retained by the Stockholder Representative shall be conclusive
evidence of good faith). The Sellers and Optionholders shall severally and not jointly (in
accordance with their Pro Rata Shares), indemnify and hold harmless the Stockholder
Representative from and against, compensate it for, reimburse it for and pay any and all
losses, liabilities, claims, actions, damages and expenses, including reasonable attorneys’
fees and disbursements, arising out of and in connection with its activities as the
Stockholder Representative under this Agreement (the “Representative Losses™), in each
case as such Representative Loss is suffered or incurred; provided, however, that in the
event it is finally adjudicated that a Representative Loss or any portion thereof was
primarily caused by the gross negligence, fraud, intentional misconduct or bad faith of the
Stockholder Representative, the
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Stockholder Representative shall reimburse the Sellers and Optionholders the amount of
such indemnified Representative Loss attributable to such gross negligence, fraud,
intentional misconduct or bad faith.

Section 8.02 Expenses. Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, all costs and
expenses, including, without limitation, fees and disbursements of counsel, financial advisors and
accountants, incurred in connection with this Agreement and the transactions contemplated hereby
shall be paid by the party incurring such costs and expenses, whether or not the Closing shall have
occurred.

Section 8.03 Notices. All notices, requests, consents, claims, demands, waivers and other
communications hereunder shall be in writing and shall be deemed to have been given (a) when
delivered by hand (with written confirmation of receipt); (b) when received by the addressee if sent
by a nationally recognized overnight courier (receipt requested); (c) on the date sent by facsimile or
e-mail of a PDF document (with confirmation of transmission) if sent during normal business hours
of the recipient, and on the next Business Day if sent after normal business hours of the recipient or
(d) on the third day after the date mailed, by certified or registered mail, return receipt requested,
postage prepaid. Such communications must be sent to the respective parties at the following
addresses (or at such other address for a party as shall be specified in a notice given in accordance
with this Section 8.03):

Section 8.04 Interpretation. For purposes of this Agreement, (a) the words “include,”
“includes” and “including” shall be deemed to be followed by the words “without limitation”; (b)
the word “or” is not exclusive; and (c) the words “herein,” “hereof,” “hereby,” “hereto” and
“hereunder” refer to this Agreement as a whole. Unless the context otherwise requires, references
herein: (x) to Articles, Sections, Disclosure Schedules and Exhibits mean the Articles and Sections
of, and Disclosure Schedules and Exhibits attached to, this Agreement; (y) to an agreement,
instrument or other document means such agreement, instrument or other document as amended,
supplemented and modified from time to time to the extent permitted by the provisions thereof and
(z) to a statute means such statute as amended from time to time and includes any successor
legislation thereto and any regulations promulgated thereunder. This Agreement shall be construed
without regard to any presumption or rule requiring construction or interpretation against the party
drafting an instrument or causing any instrument to be drafted. The Disclosure Schedules and
Exhibits referred to herein shall be construed with, and as an integral part of, this Agreement to the
same extent as if they were set forth verbatim herein.

Section 8.05 Headings. The headings in this Agreement are for reference only and shall not
affect the interpretation of this Agreement.

Section 8.06 Severability. If any term or provision of this Agreement is invalid, illegal or
unenforceable in any jurisdiction, such invalidity, illegality or unenforceability shall not affect any
other term or provision of this Agreement or invalidate or render unenforceable such term or
provision in any other jurisdiction. Upon such determination that any term or other provision is
invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the parties hereto shall negotiate in good faith to modify this
Agreement so as to effect the original intent of the parties as closely as possible in a mutually
acceptable manner in order that the transactions contemplated hereby be consummated as originally
contemplated to the greatest extent possible.

Section 8.07 Entire Agreement. This Agreement and the Ancillary Documents constitute
the sole and entire agreement of the parties to this Agreement with respect to the subject matter
contained herein and therein, and supersede all prior and contemporaneous understandings and
agreements, both written and oral, with respect to such subject matter. In the event of any
inconsistency between the statements in the body of this Agreement and those in the Ancillary
Documents, the Exhibits and Disclosure Schedules (other than an exception expressly
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set forth as such in the Disclosure Schedules), the statements in the body of this Agreement will
control.

Section 8.08 Successors and Assigns. This Agreement shall be binding upon and shall
inure to the benefit of the parties hereto and their respective successors and permitted assigns. No
party may assign its rights or obligations hereunder without the prior written consent of the other
party, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed. No assignment
shall relieve the assigning party of any of its obligations hereunder.

Section 8.09 No Third-party Beneficiaries. Except as provided in Section 6.04 and
ARTICLE VII, this Agreement is for the sole benefit of the parties hereto and their respective
successors and permitted assigns and nothing herein, express or implied, is intended to or shall
confer upon any other Person or entity any legal or equitable right, benefit or remedy of any nature
whatsoever under or by reason of this Agreement.

Section 8.10 Amendment and Modification; Waiver. This Agreement may only be
amended, modified or supplemented by an agreement in writing signed by the Buyer and the
Stockholder Representative. No waiver by any party of any of the provisions hereof shall be
effective unless explicitly set forth in writing and signed by the party so waiving (or by the
Stockholder Representative in the case of any Seller or Optionholder). No waiver by any party shall
operate or be construed as a waiver in respect of any failure, breach or default not expressly
identified by such written waiver, whether of a similar or different character, and whether occurring
before or after that waiver. No failure to exercise, or delay in exercising, any right, remedy, power
or privilege arising from this Agreement shall operate or be construed as a waiver thereof; nor shall
any single or partial exercise of any right, remedy, power or privilege hereunder preclude any other
or further exercise thereof or the exercise of any other right, remedy, power or privilege.

Section 8.11 Governing Law; Submission to Jurisdiction; Waiver of Jury Trial.

(a) This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the
internal laws of the State of Delaware without giving effect to any choice or conflict of law
provision or rule (whether of the State of Delaware or any other jurisdiction).

(b) ANY LEGAL SUIT, ACTION OR PROCEEDING ARISING OUT OF OR
BASED UPON THIS AGREEMENT, THE ANCILLARY DOCUMENTS OR THE
TRANSACTIONS CONTEMPLATED HEREBY OR THEREBY MAY BE INSTITUTED
IN THE FEDERAL COURTS OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA OR THE
COURTS OF THE STATE OF DELAWARE IN EACH CASE LOCATED IN THE CITY
OF WILMINGTON, AND EACH PARTY IRREVOCABLY SUBMITS TO THE
EXCLUSIVE JURISDICTION OF SUCH COURTS IN ANY SUCH SUIT, ACTION OR
PROCEEDING. SERVICE OF PROCESS, SUMMONS, NOTICE OR OTHER
DOCUMENT BY MAIL TO SUCH PARTY'S ADDRESS SET FORTH HEREIN SHALL
BE EFFECTIVE SERVICE OF PROCESS FOR ANY SUIT, ACTION OR OTHER
PROCEEDING BROUGHT IN ANY SUCH COURT. THE
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PARTIES IRREVOCABLY AND UNCONDITIONALLY WAIVE ANY OBJECTION TO
THE LAYING OF VENUE OF ANY SUIT, ACTION OR ANY PROCEEDING IN SUCH
COURTS AND IRREVOCABLY WAIVE AND AGREE NOT TO PLEAD OR CLAIM IN
ANY SUCH COURT THAT ANY SUCH SUIT, ACTION OR PROCEEDING BROUGHT
IN ANY SUCH COURT HAS BEEN BROUGHT IN AN INCONVENIENT FORUM.

(o) EACH PARTY ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT ANY
CONTROVERSY WHICH MAY ARISE UNDER THIS AGREEMENT OR THE
ANCILLARY DOCUMENTS IS LIKELY TO INVOLVE COMPLICATED AND
DIFFICULT ISSUES AND, THEREFORE, EACH SUCH PARTY IRREVOCABLY AND
UNCONDITIONALLY WAIVES ANY RIGHT IT MAY HAVE TO A TRIAL BY JURY
IN RESPECT OF ANY LEGAL ACTION ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO THIS
AGREEMENT, THE ANCILLARY DOCUMENTS OR THE TRANSACTIONS
CONTEMPLATED HEREBY OR THEREBY. EACH PARTY TO THIS AGREEMENT
CERTIFIES AND ACKNOWLEDGES THAT (A) NO REPRESENTATIVE OF ANY
OTHER PARTY HAS REPRESENTED, EXPRESSLY OR OTHERWISE, THAT SUCH
OTHER PARTY WOULD NOT SEEK TO ENFORCE THE FOREGOING WAIVER IN
THE EVENT OF A LEGAL ACTION, (B) SUCH PARTY HAS CONSIDERED THE
IMPLICATIONS OF THIS WAIVER, (C) SUCH PARTY MAKES THIS WAIVER
VOLUNTARILY, AND (D) SUCH PARTY HAS BEEN INDUCED TO ENTER INTO
THIS AGREEMENT BY, AMONG OTHER THINGS, THE MUTUAL WAIVERS AND
CERTIFICATIONS IN THIS Section 8.11(c).

Section 8.12 Specific Performance. The parties agree that irreparable damage would
occur if any provision of this Agreement were not performed in accordance with the terms hereof
and that the parties shall be entitled to specific performance of the terms hereof, in addition to any
other remedy to which they are entitled at law or in equity.

Section 8.13 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of
which shall be deemed an original, but all of which together shall be deemed to be one and the
same agreement. A signed copy of this Agreement delivered by facsimile, e-mail or other means of
electronic transmission shall be deemed to have the same legal effect as delivery of an original
signed copy of this Agreement.

Consent to Representation; Conflict of Interest. If the Stockholder Representative so desires,
acting on behalf of the Sellers and Optionholders and without the need for any consent or waiver by
Company or Buyer, SPZ Legal, P.C. (“SPZ”) shall be permitted to represent the Stockholder
Representative or the Sellers and Optionholders after the Closing in connection with any matter,
including anything related to the transactions contemplated by this Agreement, any other
agreements referenced herein or any disagreement or dispute relating thereto. Buyer and the
Company further agree that, as to all communications among SPZ and the Stockholder
Representative and the Sellers and Optionholders and their respective affiliates (individually and
collectively, the “Seller Group”) that relate in any way to the transactions contemplated by this
Agreement, the attorney-client privilege and the exception of client
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confidence belongs solely to the Seller Group and may be controlled only by the Seller Group and
shall not pass to or be claimed by Buyer or the Company, because the interests of Buyer and its
Affiliates were directly adverse to the Company, the Sellers and Optionholders, and the Stockholder
Representative at the time such communications were made. This right to the attorney-client
privilege shall exist even if such communications may exist on the Company’s computer system or
in documents in the Company’s possession. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event that a
dispute arises between Buyer and the Company, on the one hand, and any person other than a party
to this Agreement, on the other hand, after the Closing, the Company may assert the attorney-client
privilege to prevent disclosure to such third-party of confidential communications by SPZ to the
Company; provided, however, that the Company may not waive such privilege without the prior
written consent of the Stockholder Representative.

CONSENT AND SECOND MODIFICATION AGREEMENT

This CONSENT AND SECOND MODIFICATION AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made
effective as of April 26, 2021, by and among FRANKLIN COVEY CO., a Utah corporation (“Borrower”),
each undersigned Guarantor (together with Borrower, each a “Loan Party” and collectively, the “Loan
Parties”), and JPMORGAN CHASE BANK, N.A., a national banking association (“Lender”).

RECITALS:

A. Lender has previously extended to Borrower one or more loans (collectively, the “Loan”)
pursuant to a Credit Agreement dated as of August 7, 2019 by and among the Loan Parties and Lender (as
amended and modified from time to time, the “Credit Agreement”). Capitalized terms used herein without
definition shall have the meanings given to such terms in the Credit Agreement.

B. Repayment of the Loan is guaranteed by FRANKLIN DEVELOPMENT
CORPORATION, a Utah corporation, FRANKLIN COVEY TRAVEL, INC., a Utah corporation, and
FRANKLIN COVEY CLIENT SALES, INC., a Utah corporation (individually and collectively, as the
context requires, and jointly and severally, “Guarantor”) pursuant to the Credit Agreement.

C. The Loan is secured by, among other things, the Collateral Documents identified in the
Credit Agreement.
D. The Credit Agreement, Collateral Documents and all other agreements, documents, and

instruments governing, evidencing, securing, guaranteeing or otherwise relating to the Loan, as modified
from time to time, including, without limitation, in this Agreement, are sometimes referred to individually
and collectively as the “Loan Documents.”

E. Pursuant to Sections 5.14(a), 6.03(a), and 6.04 of the Credit Agreement, respectively, each
Loan Party shall (i) cause each of its domestic Subsidiaries formed or acquired after the date of the Credit
Agreement to become a Loan Party by executing a Joinder Agreement, (ii) not, nor will it permit any
Subsidiary to, merge into or consolidate with any other Person, or permit any other Person to merge into or
consolidate with it, or otherwise Dispose of all or any substantial part of its assets, or liquidate or dissolve
(in each case subject to certain stated exceptions that are not applicable to the Transactions (as defined
herein)), and (iii) not, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, form any subsidiary after the Effective Date, or
purchase, hold or acquire (including pursuant to any merger with any Person that was not a Loan Party and a
wholly owned Subsidiary prior to such merger) any Equity Interests, evidences of indebtedness or other
securities (including any option, warrant or other right to acquire any of the foregoing) of, or make or permit
to exist any investment or any other interest in, any other Person, or purchase or otherwise acquire (in one
transaction or a series of transactions) any assets of any other Person constituting a business unit (whether
through purchase of assets, merger or otherwise) (in each case subject to certain stated exceptions that are
not applicable to the Transactions).

F. Borrower has informed Lender that (i) Franklin Covey Client Sales, Inc., a Utah corporation
(“FCCS”), a Loan Party that is a Subsidiary of Borrower, as the “Buyer” thereunder, intends to enter into a
Stock Purchase Agreement with the stockholders of Strive Talent Inc., a Delaware corporation (“Strive”), as
the “Sellers” thereunder (collectively, the “Sellers”), and William James Houghteling, solely in his capacity
as the “Stockholder Representative” thereunder (the “Stock Purchase Agreement”), pursuant to which
FCCS will purchase all of the issued and outstanding shares of the common stock and preferred stock of
Strive from the Sellers for an aggregate purchase price of



$20,000,000, as the same may be adjusted pursuant to the Stock Purchase Agreement (the “Stock
Purchase”), such that Strive will become a wholly owned Subsidiary of FCCS upon completion of the Stock
Purchase; (ii) promptly after the completion of the Stock Purchase, Strive will be merged with and into
FCCS, with FCCS as the surviving Person, pursuant to a merger agreement (together with such other related
agreements, certificates, or filings, the “Strive Merger Agreement”), such that Strive will at that time cease
to exist as a separate Person or as a Subsidiary of FCCS (the “Strive Merger”); and (iii) because Strive will
cease to exist after the Strive Merger as a separate Person or as a Subsidiary of FCCS, FCCS does not intend
to cause Strive to become a Loan Party under the Credit Agreement (collectively with the Stock Purchase
and the Strive Merger, the “Transactions”). The Loan Parties acknowledge that the Transactions would,
absent the consent provided hereunder, constitute a Default or an Event of Default under the Credit
Agreement.

G. Subject to the terms and conditions contained herein, (i) Lender has agreed to provide the
Consent (as defined herein) and (ii) the Loan Parties and Lender now desire to modify the Credit Agreement,
in each case as set forth herein.

AGREEMENT:

For good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged,
the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. ACCURACY OF RECITALS. Each of the Loan Parties acknowledges the accuracy of the
Recitals which are incorporated herein by reference.

2. CONSENT TO TRANSACTIONS. Lender hereby consents to the Transactions (the
“Consent”), provided that such Consent is subject to and conditioned upon (a) the terms of this Agreement
and (b) receipt by Lender of true and complete copies of the Stock Purchase Agreement and any
amendments, modifications or waivers thereof and such other documents, instruments, resolutions, and
agreements as are executed in connection therewith, each in a form reasonably acceptable to Lender. The
Consent shall be limited precisely as written and shall not be deemed, except as expressly set forth herein: (i)
to be a consent to or modification or waiver of any other terms or conditions of any of the Loan Documents;
(ii) to be a consent to any other transaction in the future; or (iii) to prejudice any right, remedy, power or
privilege which Lender now has or may have in the future under or in connection with the Loan
Documents.

3. MODIFICATION OF CREDIT AGREEEMNT. The Credit Agreement is modified and
amended as of the date hereof as follows:

(a) Amendments. The Credit Agreement is hereby amended to delete the stricken text
(indicated textually in the same manner as the following examples: strieken-text or strickentext) and to add
the underlined text (indicated textually in the same manner as the following examples: double underlined
text or double underlined text) as set forth in the Credit Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit A.

(b) Conforming_Modifications. Each of the Loan Documents is modified to be
consistent herewith and to provide that it shall be a default or an event of default thereunder if any Loan
Party shall fail to comply with any of the covenants of any Loan Party contained herein or if any
representation or warranty by any Loan Party contained herein or in the documents delivered in connection
herewith by any Loan Party is materially incomplete, incorrect, or misleading as of the date hereof. In order
to further effect certain of the foregoing modifications, Borrower and Guarantor agree to execute and deliver
such other documents or instruments as Lender reasonably determines are necessary or desirable.




(© References. Each reference in the Loan Documents to any of the Loan Documents
shall be a reference to such document as modified herein or as modified on or about the date hereof.

4. RATIFICATION OF LOAN DOCUMENTS AND COLLATERAL. The Loan
Documents are ratified and affirmed by Borrower and shall remain in full force and effect as modified
herein. Any property or rights to or interests in property granted as security in the Loan Documents shall
remain as security for the Loan and the obligations of Borrower in the Loan Documents.

5. FEES AND EXPENSES.

(a) Fees and Expenses. In consideration of Lender’s agreement to amend the Loan
Documents as set forth herein, and in addition to any other fees or amounts payable by Borrower hereunder,
Borrower has agreed to pay to Lender (i) all legal fees and expenses incurred by Lender in connection
herewith; and (ii) all other costs and expenses incurred by Lender in connection with executing this
Agreement and otherwise modifying the Loan Documents. Borrower acknowledges and agrees that such
fees are fully earned and nonrefundable as of the date this Agreement is executed and delivered by the
parties hereto.

(b) Method of Payment. Such fees shall be paid by Borrower to Lender on the date
hereof or at such later date as such fees, costs and expenses are incurred by Lender. Borrower and Lender
agree and acknowledge that the foregoing shall not relieve Borrower of its obligation to make future
monthly payments of interest and other amounts as required under the terms of the Loan.

6. BORROWER AND GUARANTOR REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES.
Each of Borrower and Guarantor represents and warrants to Lender that, after giving effect to this
Agreement and the Consent provided for hereunder: (a) No default or event of default under any of the
Loan Documents as modified herein, nor any event, that, with the giving of notice or the passage of time or
both, would be a default or an event of default under the Loan Documents as modified herein has occurred
and is continuing; (b) There has been no material adverse change in the financial condition of Borrower or
Guarantor or any other person whose financial statement has been delivered to Lender in connection with the
Loan from the most recent financial statement received by Lender; (c) Each and all representations and
warranties of Borrower and Guarantor in the Loan Documents are accurate on the date hereof (except to the
extent such representations and warranties expressly relate to a particular date, in which case such
representations and warranties are true and correct as of such date); (d) Neither Borrower nor Guarantor has
any claims, counterclaims, defenses, or set-offs with respect to the Loan or the Loan Documents as modified
herein; (e) The Loan Documents as modified herein are the legal, valid, and binding obligation of Borrower
and Guarantor, enforceable against Borrower and Guarantor in accordance with their terms; (f) Each of
Borrower and each Guarantor is validly existing under the laws of the State of its formation or organization,
has not changed its legal name as set forth above, and has the requisite power and authority to execute and
deliver this Agreement and to perform the Loan Documents as modified herein; (g) The execution and
delivery of this Agreement and the performance of the Loan Documents as modified herein have been duly
authorized by all requisite action by or on behalf of Borrower and Guarantor; and (h) This Agreement has
been duly executed and delivered on behalf of Borrower and Guarantor.

7. BORROWER AND GUARANTOR COVENANTS. Each of Borrower and Guarantor
covenants with Lender:

(a) Each of Borrower and Guarantor shall execute, deliver, and provide to Lender such
additional agreements, documents, and instruments as reasonably required by Lender to effectuate the intent
of this Agreement.



(b) Each of Borrower and Guarantor fully, finally, and forever releases and discharges
Lender and its successors, assigns, directors, officers, employees, agents, and representatives from any and
all actions, causes of action, claims, debts, demands, liabilities, obligations, and suits, of whatever kind or
nature, in law or equity, that either Borrower or Guarantor has or in the future may have, whether known or
unknown, (i) in respect of the Loan, the Loan Documents, or the actions or omissions of Lender in respect of
the Loan or the Loan Documents and (ii) arising from events occurring prior to the date of this Agreement.

(o) Contemporaneously with the execution and delivery of this Agreement, Borrower
has paid to Lender all of the internal and external costs and expenses incurred by Lender in connection with
this Agreement (including, without limitation, inside and outside attorneys, appraisal, appraisal review,
processing, title, filing, and recording costs, expenses, and fees).

(d) On or prior to the execution and delivery of this Agreement, each of Borrower and
Guarantor shall have executed and delivered, or caused to be executed and delivered, to Lender, each in form
and substance satisfactory to Lender, such other documents, instruments, resolutions, subordinations, and
other agreements as Lender may require in its sole discretion.

(e) On or prior to the consummation of the Strive Merger: (i) Lender shall have received true
and correct copies of the Strive Merger Agreement and such other material documents, instruments, resolutions, and
agreements as are executed in connection therewith, each of which shall be reasonably acceptable to Lender, (ii) the
Loan Parties shall have executed and delivered all agreements and documents as Lender may reasonably require,
including, without limitation, any security agreements or other instruments reasonably required by Lender to create,
perfect or evidence a security interest in any of Strive’s assets, and (iii) both before and after giving effect to the
completion of the Transactions, except as consented to pursuant to the Consent, no Default or Event of Default shall
exist or result under the Loan Documents.

8. EXECUTION AND DELIVERY OF AGREEMENT BY LENDER. Lender shall not be
bound by this Agreement until (a) Lender has executed and delivered this Agreement to Borrower and
Guarantor, (b) each of Borrower and Guarantor has performed all of the obligations of Borrower and
Guarantor under this Agreement to be performed contemporaneously with the execution and delivery of this
Agreement, if any, (c) Borrower has paid all fees and costs required under Section 5 hereof, and (d) each
Guarantor has executed and delivered to Lender a Consent and Agreement of Guarantor in form and content
acceptable to Lender.

9. CONSENT AND AGREEMENT OF GUARANTORS. Each Guarantor (a) consents to
the modification of the Credit Agreement and all other matters in this Agreement; (b) reaffirms its Guarantee
pursuant to the Credit Agreement and any other agreements, documents and instruments securing or
otherwise relating to the Loan (as modified hereby) executed by such Guarantor, including, without
limitation, any Collateral Documents executed by such Guarantor (collectively, the “Guarantor
Documents”); (c) acknowledges that the Guarantor Documents continue in full force and effect, remain
unchanged, except as specifically modified hereby, and are valid, binding and enforceable in accordance
with their respective terms; (d) agrees that all references, if any, in the Guarantor Documents to any of the
Loan Documents are modified to refer to those documents as modified hereby; and (e) agrees that it has no
offset, defense or counterclaim to the enforcement against it of the provisions of the Guarantor Documents.

10. INTEGRATION, ENTIRE AGREEMENT, CHANGE, DISCHARGE,
TERMINATION, OR WAIVER. The Loan Documents as modified herein contain the complete
understanding and agreement of Borrower, Guarantor and Lender in respect of the Loan and supersede all
prior representations, warranties, agreements, arrangements, understandings, and negotiations. No




provision of the Loan Documents as modified herein may be changed, discharged, supplemented,
terminated, or waived except in a writing signed by the parties thereto.

11. BINDING EFFECT. The Loan Documents, as modified herein, shall be binding upon and
shall inure to the benefit of Borrower, Guarantor and Lender and their successors and assigns; provided,
however, neither Borrower nor Guarantor may assign any of its rights or delegate any of its obligations
under the Loan Documents and any purported assignment or delegation shall be void.

12. INTENTIONALLY OMITTED.

13. GOVERNING LAW. THIS AGREEMENT AND THE TRANSACTIONS
CONTEMPLATED HEREUNDER SHALL BE GOVERNED BY AND CONSTRUED IN
ACCORDANCE WITH THE LAWS OF THE STATE OF UTAH WITHOUT GIVING EFFECT TO
CONFLICT OF LAWS PRINCIPLES. THE PARTIES AGREE THAT ALL ACTIONS OR
PROCEEDINGS ARISING IN CONNECTION WITH THIS AGREEMENT AND THE OTHER LOAN
DOCUMENTS SHALL BE TRIED AND LITIGATED ONLY IN THE STATE AND FEDERAL COURTS
LOCATED IN THE COUNTY OF SALT LAKE, STATE OF UTAH OR, AT THE SOLE OPTION OF
LENDER, IN ANY OTHER COURT IN WHICH LENDER SHALL INITIATE LEGAL OR EQUITABLE
PROCEEDINGS AND WHICH HAS SUBJECT MATTER JURISDICTION OVER THE MATTER IN
CONTROVERSY. EACH OF THE PARTIES WAIVES, TO THE EXTENT PERMITTED UNDER
APPLICABLE LAW, ANY RIGHT EACH MAY HAVE TO ASSERT THE DOCTRINE OF FORUM NON

when it shall have been executed by Lender and when Lender shall have received counterparts hereof which,
when taken together, bear the signatures of each of the other parties hereto, and thereafter shall be binding
upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto and their respective successors and assigns.

(b) Delivery of an executed counterpart of a signature page of this Agreement or any
other Loan Document by fax, emailed pdf. or any other electronic means that reproduces an image of the
actual executed signature page shall be effective as delivery of a manually executed counterpart of this
Agreement or such other Loan Document.

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CREDIT AGREEMENT dated as of August 7, 2019 (as it may be amended or modified from time
to time, this “Agreement”), among FRANKLIN COVEY CO., a Utah corporation, as Borrower, the other
Loan Parties party hereto, and JPMORGAN CHASE BANK, N.A., as Lender.

The parties hereto agree as follows:

Article I
DEFINITIONS

Section 1.01  Defined Terms . As used in this Agreement, the following terms have the
meanings specified below:

“Account” has the meaning assigned to such term in the Security Agreement.
“Account Debtor” means any Person obligated on an Account.

“Acquisition” means any transaction, or any series of related transactions, consummated on or after
the Effective Date, by which any Loan Party (a) acquires any going business or all or substantially all of the
assets of any Person, whether through purchase of assets, merger or otherwise or (b) directly or indirectly
acquires (in one transaction or as the most recent transaction in a series of transactions) at least a majority (in
number of votes) of the Equity Interests of a Person which has ordinary voting power for the election of
directors or other similar management personnel of a Person (other than Equity Interests having such power
only by reason of the happening of a contingency) or a majority of the outstanding Equity Interests of a
Person.

“Adjusted EBITDAR” means, for any period, EBITDA, plus rent, operating lease payments, and
85% of the change in deferred revenue.

“Adjusted LIBO Rate” means, with respect to any Eurodollar Borrowing for any Interest Period or
for any CBFR Borrowing, an interest rate per annum (rounded upwards, if necessary, to the next 1/16 of 1%)
equal to (a) the LIBO Rate for such Interest Period multiplied by (b) the Statutory Reserve Rate.

“Adjusted One Month LIBOR Rate” means, for any day, an interest rate per annum equal to the sum
of (i) 2.50% per annum plus (ii) the Adjusted LIBO Rate for a one-month interest period on such day (or if
such day is not a Business Day, the immediately preceding Business Day); provided that, for the avoidance
of doubt, the Adjusted LIBO Rate for any day shall be based on the LIBO Screen Rate at approximately
11:00 a.m. London time on such day; provided, further, that, if the “LLIBO Screen Rate” at such time shall
include a benchmark rate floor that is greater than zero, such rate shall be deemed to be zero for purposes of
determining the “Adjusted One Month LIBOR Rate” and the “CB Floating Rate”.

“Affiliate” means, with respect to a specified Person, another Person that directly, or indirectly
through one or more intermediaries, Controls or is Controlled by or is under common Control with the
specified Person.

“Alternate Rate” has the meaning assigned to such term in Section 2.12(c).
“Ancillary Document” has the meaning assigned to it in Section 8.06(b).
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“Anti-Corruption Laws” means all laws, rules, and regulations of any jurisdiction applicable to the
Borrower or any of its Subsidiaries from time to time concerning or relating to bribery or corruption.

“Applicable Rate” means, for any day, with respect to any Loan, or with respect to the commitment
fees payable hereunder, as the case may be, the applicable rate per annum set forth below under the caption
“Revolving Commitment CBFR Spread”, “Revolving Commitment Eurodollar Spread”, “Term Loan CBFR
Spread”, “Term Loan Eurodollar Spread” or “Commitment Fee Rate”, as the case may be:

any such proceeding or appointment or has had any order for relief in such proceeding entered in respect
thereof, provided that a Bankruptcy Event shall not result solely by virtue of any ownership interest, or the
acquisition of any ownership interest, in such Person by a Governmental Authority or instrumentality
thereof, unless such ownership interest results in or provides such Person with immunity from the
jurisdiction of courts within the U.S. or from the enforcement of judgments or writs of attachment on its
assets or permits such Person (or such Governmental Authority or instrumentality) to reject, repudiate,
disavow or disaffirm any contracts or agreements made by such Person.

“Benchmark Transition Event” means the occurrence of one or more of the following events with
respect to the LIBO Rate:

(a) a public statement or publication of information by or on behalf of the administrator
of the LIBO Screen Rate announcing that such administrator has ceased or will cease
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to provide the LIBO Screen Rate, permanently or indefinitely, provided that, at the time of such
statement or publication, there is no successor administrator that will continue to provide the LIBO
Screen Rate;

“Borrowing” means (a) Revolving Loans of the same Type, made, converted or continued on the
same date and, in the case of Eurodollar Loans, as to which a single Interest Period is in effect and (b) Term
Loans of the same Type made, converted or continued on the same date and, in the case of Eurodollar Loans,
as to which a single Interest Period is in effect.

“Borrowing_ Request” means a request by the Borrower for a Borrowing in accordance
with Section 2.03, which shall be in a form satisfactory to, or provided by, the Lender.

“Burdensome Restrictions” means any consensual encumbrance or restriction of the type described
in clause (a) or (b) of Section 6.10.

“Business Day” means any day that is not a Saturday, Sunday or other day on which commercial
banks in New York City are authorized or required by law to remain closed; provided that, when used in
connection with a Eurodollar Loan, the term “Business Day” shall also exclude any day on which banks are
not open for general business in London.

“Capital Expenditures” means, without duplication, any expenditure or commitment to expend
money for any purchase or other acquisition of any asset which would be classified as a fixed or capital asset
on a consolidated balance sheet of the Borrower and its Subsidiaries prepared in accordance with GAAP.

“Capital Lease Obligations” of any Person means the obligations of such Person to pay rent or other
amounts under any lease of (or other arrangement conveying the right to use) real or personal property, or a
combination thereof, which obligations are required to be classified and accounted for as capital leases or
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financing leases on a balance sheet of such Person under GAAP, and the amount of such obligations shall be
the capitalized amount thereof determined in accordance with GAAP.

“CB Floating Rate” means the Prime Rate; provided that the CB Floating Rate shall never be less
than the Adjusted One Month LIBOR Rate on such day (or if such day is not a Business Day, the
immediately preceding Business Day). Any change in the CB Floating Rate due to a change in the Prime
Rate or the Adjusted One Month LIBOR Rate shall be effective from and including the effective date of
such change in the Prime Rate or the Adjusted One Month LIBOR Rate, respectively.

“CBFR”, when used in reference to any Loan or Borrowing, refers to whether such Loan, or the
Loans comprising such Borrowing, bear interest at a rate determined by reference to the CB Floating Rate.

“Change in Control” means (a) the acquisition of ownership, directly or indirectly, beneficially or of
record, by any Person or group (within the meaning of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 and the rules of
the SEC thereunder as in effect on the date hereof) of Equity Interests representing more than 50% of the
aggregate ordinary voting power represented by the issued and outstanding Equity Interests of the Borrower;
(b) occupation at any time of a majority of the seats (other than vacant seats) on the board of directors of the
Borrower by Persons who were not (i) directors of the Borrower on the date of this Agreement or nominated
or appointed by the board of directors of the Borrower or (ii) appointed by directors so nominated or
appointed; or (c) the Borrower shall cease to own, free and clear of all Liens or other encumbrances, at least
100% of the outstanding voting Equity Interests of each Guarantor on a fully diluted basis.

“Change in Law” means the occurrence after the date of this Agreement of any of the following: (a)
the adoption of or taking effect of any law, rule, regulation or treaty, (b) any change in any law, rule,
regulation or treaty or in the administration, interpretation, implementation or application thereof by any
Governmental Authority or (c) compliance by the Lender (or, for purposes of Section 2.13(b), by any
lending office of the Lender or by the Lender’s holding company, if any) with any request, guideline,
requirement or directive (whether or not having the force of law) of any Governmental Authority made or
issued after the date of this Agreement; provided that, notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary,
(x) the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act and all requests, rules, guidelines,
requirements or directives thereunder or issued in connection therewith or in the implementation thereof, and
(y) all requests, rules, guidelines, requirements or directives promulgated by the Bank for International
Settlements, the Basel Committee on Banking Supervision (or any successor or similar authority) or the U.S.
or foreign regulatory authorities, in each case pursuant to Basel III, shall in each case be deemed to be a
“Change in Law”, regardless of the date enacted, adopted, issued or implemented.

“Charges” has the meaning assigned to such term in Section 8.16.

“Class”, when used in reference to (a) any Loan or Borrowing, refers to whether such Loan, or the
Loans comprising such Borrowing, are Revolving Loans or Term Loans, and (b) any Commitment, refers to
whether such Commitment is a Revolving Commitment or a Term Loan Commitment.

“Code” means the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended from time to time.

“Collateral” means any and all property owned, leased or operated by a Person covered by the
Collateral Documents and any and all other property of any Loan Party, now existing or hereafter acquired,
that may at any time be, become or be intended to be, subject to a security interest or Lien in favor of the
Lender, on behalf of the Secured Parties, to secure the Secured Obligations.

“Collateral Documents” means, collectively, the Security Agreement and any other agreements,
instruments and documents executed in connection with this Agreement that are intended to create, perfect
or evidence Liens to secure the Secured Obligations, including, without limitation, all other security
agreements, pledge agreements, mortgages, deeds of trust, loan agreements, notes, guarantees, subordination
agreements, pledges, powers of attorney, consents, assignments, contracts, fee letters, notices, leases,
financing statements and all other written matter whether theretofore, now or hereafter executed by any Loan
Party and delivered to the Lender.

“Commercial L.C Exposure” means, at any time, the sum of (a) the aggregate undrawn amount of all
outstanding commercial Letters of Credit plus (b) the aggregate amount of all LC Disbursements relating to
commercial Letters of Credit that have not yet been reimbursed by or on behalf of the Borrower.

“Commitment” means the sum of the Revolving Commitment and Term Loan Commitment.

“Commodity Exchange Act” means the Commodity Exchange Act (7 U.S.C. § 1 et seq.), as
amended from time to time, and any successor statute.

“Connection Income Taxes” means Other Connection Taxes that are imposed on or measured by net
income (however denominated) or that are franchise Taxes or branch profits Taxes.

“Consolidated Cash Balance” means, at any time, (a) the aggregate amount of cash and cash
equivalents, marketable securities, treasury bonds and bills, certificates of deposit, investments in money
market funds, and commercial paper, in each case, held or owned by (either directly or indirectly), credited
to the account of or would otherwise be required to be reflected as an asset on the balance sheet of such
Person, in each case maintained with Lender or its Affiliates, less (b) Excluded Cash.

“Control” means the possession, directly or indirectly, of the power to direct or cause the direction
of the management or policies of a Person, whether through the ability to exercise voting power, by contract
or otherwise. “Controlling” and “Controlled” have meanings correlative thereto.

“Default” means any event or condition which constitutes an Event of Default or which upon notice,
lapse of time or both would, unless cured or waived, become an Event of Default.

“Disposition” or “Dispose” means the sale, transfer, license, lease or other disposition (in one
transaction or in a series of transactions and whether effected pursuant to a Division or otherwise) of any
property by any Person (including any sale and leaseback transaction and any issuance of Equity Interests by
a Subsidiary of such Person), including any sale, assignment, transfer or other disposal, with or without
recourse, of any notes or accounts receivable or any rights and claims associated therewith.

“Dividing Person” has the meaning assigned to it in the definition of “Division”.

“Division” means the division of the assets, liabilities and/or obligations of a Person (the “Dividing
Person”) among two or more Persons (whether pursuant to a “plan of division” or similar arrangement),
which may or may not include the Dividing Person and pursuant to which the Dividing Person may or may
not survive.

“Division Successor” means any Person that, upon the consummation of a Division of a Dividing
Person, holds all or any portion of the assets, liabilities and/or obligations previously held by such Dividing
Person immediately prior to the consummation of such Division. A Dividing Person which retains any of
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its assets, liabilities and/or obligations after a Division shall be deemed a Division Successor upon the
occurrence of such Division.

“Disclosed Matters” means the actions, suits, proceedings and environmental matters disclosed in
Schedule 3.06.

“Dollars”, “dollars” or “$” refers to lawful money of the U.S.

“EBITDA” means, for any period, net income, plus, without duplication and to the extent deducted
in determining net income for such period, amortization expense, depreciation expense, Interest Expense,
income tax expense, and non-cash stock compensation expense, less extraordinary gains and losses.

“ECP” means an “eligible contract participant” as defined in Section 1(a)(18) of the Commodity
Exchange Act or any regulations promulgated thereunder and the applicable rules issued by the Commodity
Futures Trading Commission and/or the SEC.

“Effective Date” means the date on which the conditions specified in Section 4.01 are satisfied (or
waived in accordance with Section 8.02).

“Electronic Signature” means an electronic sound, symbol, or process attached to, or associated
with, a contract or other record and adopted by a Person with the intent to sign, authenticate or accept such
contract or record.

“Electronic System” means any electronic system, including e-mail, e-fax, web portal access for the
Borrower, and any other Internet or extranet-based site, whether such electronic system is owned, operated
or hosted by the Lender and any of its respective Related Parties or any other Person, providing for access to
data protected by passcodes or other security system.

“Environmental Laws” means all laws, rules, regulations, codes, ordinances, orders, decrees,
judgments, injunctions, notices or binding agreements issued, promulgated or entered into by any
Governmental Authority, relating in any way to the (i) environment, (ii) preservation or reclamation of
natural resources, (iii) the management, Release or threatened Release of any Hazardous Material or
(iv) health and safety matters.

“Environmental Liability” means any liability, contingent or otherwise (including any liability for
damages, costs of environmental remediation, fines, penalties or indemnities), of the Borrower or any
Subsidiary directly or indirectly resulting from or based upon (a) any violation of any Environmental Law,
(b) the generation, use, handling, transportation, storage, treatment or disposal of any Hazardous Materials,
(c) any exposure to any Hazardous Materials, (d) the Release or threatened Release of any Hazardous
Materials into the environment or (e) any contract, agreement or other consensual arrangement pursuant to
which liability is assumed or imposed with respect to any of the foregoing.

“Equipment” has the meaning assigned to such term in the Security Agreement.

“Equity Interests” means shares of capital stock, partnership interests, membership interests in a
limited liability company, beneficial interests in a trust or other equity ownership interests in a Person, and
any warrants, options or other rights entitling the holder thereof to purchase or acquire any of the foregoing,
but excluding any debt securities convertible into any of the foregoing.
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“ERISA” means the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974, as amended from time to
time, and the rules and regulations promulgated thereunder.

“ERISA Affiliate” means any trade or business (whether or not incorporated) that, together with the
Borrower, is treated as a single employer under Section 414(b) or (c) of the Code or Section 4001(14) of
ERISA or, solely for purposes of Section 302 of ERISA and Section 412 of the Code, is treated as a single
employer under Section 414 of the Code.

“ERISA Event” means (a) any “reportable event”, as defined in Section 4043 of ERISA or the
regulations issued thereunder, with respect to a Plan (other than an event for which the 30 day notice period
is waived); (b) the failure to satisfy the “minimum funding standard” (as defined in Section 412 of the Code
or Section 302 of ERISA), whether or not waived; (c) the filing pursuant to Section 412(c) of the Code or
Section 302(c) of ERISA of an application for a waiver of the minimum funding standard with respect to any
Plan; (d) the incurrence by the Borrower or any ERISA Affiliate of any liability under Title IV of ERISA
with respect to the termination of any Plan; (e) the receipt by the Borrower or any ERISA Affiliate from the
PBGC or a plan administrator of any notice relating to an intention to terminate any Plan or Plans or to
appoint a trustee to administer any Plan; (f) the incurrence by the Borrower or any ERISA Affiliate of any
liability with respect to the withdrawal or partial withdrawal of the Borrower or any ERISA Affiliate from
any Plan or Multiemployer Plan; or (g) the receipt by the Borrower or any ERISA Affiliate of any notice, or
the receipt by any Multiemployer Plan from the Borrower or any ERISA Affiliate of any notice, concerning
the imposition upon the Borrower or any ERISA Affiliate of Withdrawal Liability or a determination that a
Multiemployer Plan is, or is expected to be, insolvent, in critical status or in reorganization, within the
meaning of Title IV of ERISA.

“Eurodollar”, when used in reference to any Loan or Borrowing, refers to whether such Loan, or the
Loans comprising such Borrowing, bear interest at a rate determined by reference to the Adjusted LIBO
Rate.

“Event of Default” has the meaning assigned to such term in Article VII.

“Excluded Cash” means (a) any restricted cash or cash equivalents to pay royalty obligations,
working interest obligations, suspense payments, severance taxes, payroll, payroll taxes, other taxes,
employee wage and benefit payments and trust and fiduciary obligations or other obligations of such Person
to third parties and for which such Person has issued checks or have initiated wires or ACH transfers (or, in
such Person’s discretion, will issue checks or initiate wires or ACH transfers within five (5) Business Days)
in order to pay, (b) any cash or cash equivalents constituting purchase price deposits held in escrow by an
unaffiliated third party pursuant to a binding and enforceable purchase and sale agreement with an
unaffiliated third party containing customary provisions regarding the payment and refunding of such
deposits, and (c) any cash or cash equivalents maintained in an account located outside of the U.S.

“Excluded Swap Obligation” means, with respect to any Guarantor, any Swap Obligation if, and to
the extent that, all or a portion of the Guarantee of such Guarantor of, or the grant by such Guarantor of a
security interest to secure, such Swap Obligation (or any Guarantee thereof) is or becomes illegal under the
Commodity Exchange Act or any rule, regulation or order of the Commodity Futures Trading Commission
(or the application or official interpretation of any thereof) by virtue of such Guarantor’s failure for any
reason to constitute an ECP at the time the Guarantee of such Guarantor or the grant of such security interest
becomes or would become effective with respect to such Swap Obligation. If a Swap Obligation arises
under a master agreement governing more than one swap, such exclusion shall apply only to the portion of
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such Swap Obligation that is attributable to swaps for which such Guarantee or security interest is or
becomes illegal.

“Excluded Taxes” means any of the following Taxes imposed on or with respect to the Lender or
required to be withheld or deducted from a payment to the Lender: (a) Taxes imposed on or measured by net
income (however denominated), franchise Taxes, and branch profits Taxes, in each case, (i) imposed as a
result of the Lender being organized under the laws of, or having its principal office or its applicable lending
office located in, the jurisdiction imposing such Tax (or any political subdivision thereof) or (ii) that are
Other Connection Taxes, (b) U.S. federal withholding Taxes imposed on amounts payable to or for the
account of the Lender with respect to an applicable interest in a Loan, Letter of Credit or Commitment
pursuant to a law in effect on the date on which (i) the Lender acquires such interest in the Loan, Letter of
Credit or Commitment or (ii) the Lender changes its lending office, except in each case to the extent that,
pursuant to Section 2.15, amounts with respect to such Taxes were payable either to the Lender’s assignor
immediately before the Lender acquired the applicable interest in such Loan, Letter of Credit or
Commitment or to the Lender immediately before it changed its lending office and (c) any withholding
Taxes imposed under FATCA.

“FATCA” means Sections 1471 through 1474 of the Code as of the date of this Agreement (or any
amended or successor version that is substantively comparable and not materially more onerous to comply
with), any current or future regulations or official interpretations thereof and any agreement entered into
pursuant to Section 1471(b)(1) of the Code and any fiscal or regulatory legislation, rules or practices adopted
pursuant to any intergovernmental agreement, treaty or convention among Governmental Authorities and
implementing such Sections of the Code.

“Federal Funds Effective Rate” means, for any day, the rate calculated by the NYFRB based on such
day’s federal funds transactions by depositary institutions, as determined in such manner as shall be set forth
on the Federal Reserve Bank of New York’s Website from time to time, and published on the next
succeeding Business Day by the NYFRB as the effective federal funds rate, provided that, if the Federal
Funds Effective Rate as so determined would be less than zero, such rate shall be deemed to zero for the
purposes of this Agreement.

“Federal Reserve Bank of New York’s Website” means the website of the NYFRB at
http://www.newyorkfed.org, or any successor source.

“Federal Reserve Board” means the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System of the
United States of America.

“Financial Officer” means the chief financial officer, principal accounting officer, treasurer or
controller of the Borrower.

“Fixed Charges” means, for any period, current maturities of long-term debt and capital leases,
Interest Expense, cash taxes paid, rent and operating lease payments.

“Fixed Charge Coverage Ratio” means, for any period, the ratio of (a) Adjusted EBITDAR, minus
any distributions or dividends or stock repurchases (other than Special Stock Repurchases), minus the
Unfinanced Capital Expenditures to (b) Fixed Charges, all calculated for the Borrower and its Subsidiaries
on a consolidated basis in accordance with GAAP.
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“Funded Indebtedness” means, at any date, the aggregate principal amount of total liabilities of the
Borrower and its Subsidiaries on a consolidated basis plus the net present value of payments under operating
leases at a discount rate of seven percent (7%), minus the sum of (a) accounts payable arising from the
purchase of goods and services in the ordinary course of business, (b) accrued expenses or losses, and (c)
deferred revenues or gains, determined for the Borrower and its Subsidiaries on a consolidated basis at such
date, in accordance with GAAP.

“Funded Indebtedness to Adjusted EBITDAR Ratio” means, at any date, the ratio of (a) Funded
Indebtedness for such date to (b) Adjusted EBITDAR for the period of four fiscal quarters ended on or most
recently prior to such date.

“Funding Account” has the meaning assigned to such term in Section 4.01(h).
“GAAP” means generally accepted accounting principles in the U.S.

“Governmental Authority” means the government of the U.S., any other nation or any political
subdivision thereof, whether state or local, and any agency, authority, instrumentality, regulatory body, court,
central bank or other entity exercising executive, legislative, judicial, taxing, regulatory or administrative
powers or functions of or pertaining to government.

“Guarantee” of or by any Person (the “guarantor”) means any obligation, contingent or otherwise, of
the guarantor guaranteeing or having the economic effect of guaranteeing any Indebtedness or other
obligation of any other Person (the “primary_obligor”) in any manner, whether directly or indirectly, and
including any obligation of the guarantor, direct or indirect, (a) to purchase or pay (or advance or supply
funds for the purchase or payment of) such Indebtedness or other obligation or to purchase (or to advance or
supply funds for the purchase of) any security for the payment thereof, (b) to purchase or lease property,
securities or services for the purpose of assuring the owner of such Indebtedness or other obligation of the
payment thereof, (c) to maintain working capital, equity capital or any other financial statement condition or
liquidity of the primary obligor so as to enable the primary obligor to pay such Indebtedness or other
obligation or (d) as an account party in respect of any letter of credit or letter of guaranty issued to support
such Indebtedness or obligation; provided that the term Guarantee shall not include endorsements for
collection or deposit in the ordinary course of business.

“Guaranteed Obligations” has the meaning assigned to such term in Section 9.01.

“Guarantors” means all Loan Guarantors and all non-Loan Parties who have delivered an Obligation
Guaranty, and the term “Guarantor” means each or any one of them individually.

“Hazardous Materials” means: (a) any substance, material, or waste that is included within the
definitions of “hazardous substances,” “hazardous materials,” “hazardous waste,” “toxic substances,” “toxic
materials,

toxic waste,” or words of similar import in any Environmental Law; (b) those substances listed
as hazardous substances by the United States Department of Transportation (or any successor agency) (49
C.F.R. 172.101 and amendments thereto) or by the Environmental Protection Agency (or any successor
agency) (40 C.F.R. Part 302 and amendments thereto); and (c) any substance, material, or waste that is
petroleum, petroleum-related, or a petroleum by-product, asbestos or asbestos-containing material,
polychlorinated biphenyls, flammable, explosive, radioactive, freon gas, radon, or a pesticide, herbicide, or
any other agricultural chemical.

“Impacted Interest Period” has the meaning assigned to such term in the definition of “LIBO Rate”.
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“Indebtedness” of any Person means, without duplication, (a) all obligations of such Person for
borrowed money or with respect to deposits or advances of any kind, (b) all obligations of such Person
evidenced by bonds, debentures, notes or similar instruments, (c) all obligations of such Person upon which
interest charges are customarily paid, (d) all obligations of such Person under conditional sale or other title
retention agreements relating to property acquired by such Person, (e) all obligations of such Person in
respect of the deferred purchase price of property or services (excluding current accounts payable incurred in
the ordinary course of business), (f) all Indebtedness of others secured by (or for which the holder of such
Indebtedness has an existing right, contingent or otherwise, to be secured by) any Lien on property owned or
acquired by such Person, whether or not the Indebtedness secured thereby has been assumed, (g) all
Guarantees by such Person of Indebtedness of others, (h) all Capital Lease Obligations of such Person, (i) all
obligations, contingent or otherwise, of such Person as an account party in respect of letters of credit and
letters of guaranty, (j) all obligations, contingent or otherwise, of such Person in respect of bankers’
acceptances, (k) obligations under any earn-out (which for all purposes of this Agreement shall be valued at
the maximum potential amount payable with respect to each such earn-out), (1) any other Off-Balance Sheet
Liability and (m) obligations, whether absolute or contingent and howsoever and whensoever created,
arising, evidenced or acquired (including all renewals, extensions and modifications thereof and
substitutions therefor), under (i) any and all Swap Agreements, and (ii) any and all cancellations, buy backs,
reversals, terminations or assignments of any Swap Agreement transaction. The Indebtedness of any Person
shall include the Indebtedness of any other entity (including any partnership in which such Person is a
general partner) to the extent such Person is liable therefor as a result of such Person’s ownership interest in
or other relationship with such entity, except to the extent the terms of such Indebtedness provide that such
Person is not liable therefor.

“Indemnified Taxes” means (a) Taxes, other than Excluded Taxes, imposed on or with respect to any
payment made by or on account of any obligation of any Loan Party under any Loan Document and (b) to
the extent not otherwise described in the foregoing clause (a), Other Taxes.

“Indemnitee” has the meaning assigned to such term in Section 8.03(b).
“Information” has the meaning assigned to such term in Section 8.12.

“Interest Election Request” means a request by the Borrower to convert or continue a Borrowing in
accordance with Section 2.06, which shall be in a form satisfactory to, or provided by, the Lender.

“Interest Expense” means, with reference to any period, total interest expense (including that
attributable to Capital Lease Obligations) of the Borrower and its Subsidiaries for such period with respect to
all outstanding Indebtedness of the Borrower and its Subsidiaries (including all commissions, discounts and
other fees and charges owed with respect to letters of credit and bankers’ acceptances and net costs under
Swap Agreements in respect of interest rates, to the extent such net costs are allocable to such period in
accordance with GAAP), calculated for the Borrower and its Subsidiaries on a consolidated basis for such
period in accordance with GAAP.

“Interest Payment Date” means (a) with respect to any CBFR Loan, the first day of each calendar
month and the Revolving Credit Maturity Date or the Term Loan Maturity Date, as applicable, and (b) with
respect to any Eurodollar Loan, the last day of each Interest Period applicable to the Borrowing of which
such Loan is a part and, in the case of a Eurodollar Borrowing with an Interest Period of more than three
months’ duration, each day prior to the last day of such Interest Period that occurs at intervals of three
months’ duration after the first day of such Interest Period and the Revolving Credit Maturity Date or the
Term Loan Maturity Date, as applicable.
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“Interest Period” means, with respect to any Eurodollar Borrowing, the period commencing on the
date of such Eurodollar Borrowing and ending on the numerically corresponding day in the calendar month
that is one month thereafter, as the Borrower may elect; provided that (i) if any Interest Period would end on
a day other than a Business Day, such Interest Period shall be extended to the next succeeding Business Day
unless such next succeeding Business Day would fall in the next calendar month, in which case such Interest
Period shall end on the next preceding Business Day and (ii) any Interest Period that commences on the last
Business Day of a calendar month (or on a day for which there is no numerically corresponding day in the
last calendar month of such Interest Period) shall end on the last Business Day of the last calendar month of
such Interest Period.

“Interpolated Rate” means, at any time, for any Interest Period, the rate per annum (rounded to the
same number of decimal places as the LIBO Screen Rate) determined by the Lender (which determination
shall be conclusive and binding absent manifest error) to be equal to the rate that results from interpolating
on a linear basis between: (a) the LIBO Screen Rate for the longest period (for which the LIBO Screen Rate
is available) that is shorter than the Impacted Interest Period and (b) the LIBO Screen Rate for the shortest
period (for which the LIBO Screen Rate is available) that exceeds the Impacted Interest Period, in each case,
at such time; provided that, if any Interpolated Rate shall be less than 0.50%, such rate shall be deemed to be
0.50% for purposes of this Agreement.

“Inventory” has the meaning assigned to such term in the Security Agreement.

“IRS” means the United States Internal Revenue Service.

“Joinder Agreement” means a Joinder Agreement in substantially the form of Exhibit A.
“LC Collateral Account” has the meaning assigned to such term in Section 2.04(h).

“LC Disbursement” means any payment made by the Lender pursuant to a Letter of Credit.

“LC Exposure” means, at any time, the sum of the Commercial LC Exposure and the Standby LC
Exposure at such time.

“Sanctioned Country” means, at any time, a country, region or territory which is the subject or target
of any Sanctions (at the time of this Agreement, Crimea, Cuba, Iran, North Korea, and Syria).

“Sanctioned Person” means, at any time, (a) any Person listed in any Sanctions-related list of
designated Persons maintained by the Office of Foreign Assets Control of the U.S. Department of the
Treasury, the U.S. Department of State, or by the United Nations Security Council, the European Union, any
European Union member state, Her Majesty’s Treasury of the United Kingdom or other relevant sanctions
authority, (b) any Person operating, organized or resident in a Sanctioned Country, (c) any Person owned or
controlled by any such Person or Persons described in the foregoing clauses (a) or (b), or (d) any Person
otherwise the subject of any Sanctions.

“Sanctions” means all economic or financial sanctions or trade embargoes imposed, administered or
enforced from time to time by (a) the U.S. government, including those administered by the Office of
Foreign Assets Control of the U.S. Department of the Treasury or the U.S. Department of State, or (b) the
United Nations Security Council, the European Union, any European Union member state or Her Majesty’s

“Subsidiary” means any direct or indirect subsidiary of the Borrower or a Loan Party, as applicable.

“Swap Agreement” means any agreement with respect to any swap, forward, spot, future, credit

default or derivative transaction or any option or similar agreement involving, or settled by reference to, one
or more rates, currencies, commodities, equity or debt instruments or securities, or economic, financial or
pricing indices or measures of economic, financial or pricing risk or value or any similar transaction or any
combination of these transactions; provided that no phantom stock or similar plan providing for payments
only on account of services provided by current or former directors, officers, employees or consultants of the
Borrower or the Subsidiaries shall be a Swap Agreement.
“Swap _Agreement Obligations” means any and all obligations of the Loan Parties or their
Subsidiaries, whether absolute or contingent and howsoever and whensoever created, arising, evidenced or
acquired (including all renewals, extensions and modifications thereof and substitutions therefor), under
(a) any Swap Agreement permitted hereunder with the Lender or an Affiliate of the Lender, and (b) any
cancellations, buy backs, reversals, terminations or assignments of any Swap Agreement transaction
permitted hereunder with the Lender or an Affiliate of the Lender.
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“Swap Obligation” means, with respect to any Guarantor, any obligation to pay or perform under
any agreement, contract or transaction that constitutes a “swap” within the meaning of section 1a(47) of the
Commodity Exchange Act or any rules or regulations promulgated thereunder.

“Taxes” means any and all present or future taxes, levies, imposts, duties, deductions, withholdings
(including backup withholding), value added taxes, or any other goods and services, use or sales taxes,
assessments, fees or other charges imposed by any Governmental Authority, including any interest, additions
to tax or penalties applicable thereto.

“Term Loan” means a Loan made pursuant to Section 2.01.

“Term Loan Commitment” means the commitment of the Lender to make Term Loans, expressed as
an amount representing the maximum principal amount of the Term Loans to be made by the Lender. The
amount of the Lender’s Term Loan Commitment on the Effective Date is $25,000,000.

“Term Loan Draw Expiration Date” means the earlier of (a) the date upon which the aggregate Term
Loan Commitment are fully advanced pursuant to Section 2.01(b) and (b) twelve (12) months from the

Effective Date.

“Term Loan Maturity Date” means August 7, 2024.

“Term Loan Post Closing Draw Amount” means the lesser of (a) $5,000,000, and (b) the difference
between (i) the Term Loan Commitment and (ii) the aggregate amount of Term Loans advanced on the
Effective Date.

“Transactions” means the execution, delivery and performance by the Borrower of this Agreement
and the other Loan Documents, the borrowing of Loans and other credit extensions, the use of the proceeds
thereof and the issuance of Letters of Credit hereunder.

“Type”, when used in reference to any Loan or Borrowing, refers to whether the rate of interest on
such Loan, or on the Loans comprising such Borrowing, is determined by reference to the Adjusted LIBO
Rate or the CB Floating Rate.

“UCC” means the Uniform Commercial Code as in effect from time to time in the State of Utah or
in any other state, the laws of which are required to be applied in connection with the issue of perfection of
security interests.

“Unfinanced Capital Expenditures” means, for any period, Capital Expenditures made during such
period which are not financed from the proceeds of any Indebtedness (other than the Revolving Loans; it
being understood and agreed that, to the extent any Capital Expenditures are financed with Revolving Loans,
such Capital Expenditures shall be deemed Unfinanced Capital Expenditures).

“Unliquidated Obligations” means, at any time, any Secured Obligations (or portion thereof) that are
contingent in nature or unliquidated at such time, including any Secured Obligation that is: (i) an obligation
to reimburse a bank for drawings not yet made under a letter of credit issued by it; (ii) any other obligation
(including any guarantee) that is contingent in nature at such time; or (iii) an obligation to provide collateral
to secure any of the foregoing types of obligations.

“U.S.” means the United States of America.
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“USA PATRIOT Act” means the Uniting and Strengthening America by Providing Appropriate
Tools Required to Intercept and Obstruct Terrorism Act of 2001.

“Withdrawal Liability” means liability to a Multiemployer Plan as a result of a complete or partial
withdrawal from such Multiemployer Plan, as such terms are defined in Part I of Subtitle E of Title IV of
ERISA.

Section 1.02  Classification of L.oans and Borrowings . For purposes of this Agreement,
Loans may be classified and referred to by Class (e.g., a “Revolving Loan”) or by Type (e.g., a “Eurodollar
Loan”) or by Class and Type (e.g., a “Eurodollar Revolving Loan”). Borrowings also may be classified and
referred to by Class (e.g., a “Revolving Borrowing”) or by Type (e.g., a “Eurodollar Borrowing™) or by Class
and Type (e.g., a “Eurodollar Revolving Borrowing”).

Section 1.03  Terms Generally . The definitions of terms herein shall apply equally to the
singular and plural forms of the terms defined. Whenever the context may require, any pronoun shall
include the corresponding masculine, feminine and neuter forms. The words “include”, “includes” and
“including” shall be deemed to be followed by the phrase “without limitation”. The word “law” shall be
construed as referring to all statutes, rules, regulations, codes and other laws (including official rulings and
interpretations thereunder having the force of law or with which affected Persons customarily comply) and
all judgments, orders and decrees of all Governmental Authorities. The word “will” shall be construed to
have the same meaning and effect as the word “shall”. Unless the context requires otherwise (a) any
definition of or reference to any agreement, instrument or other document herein shall be construed as
referring to such agreement, instrument or other document as from time to time amended, restated,
supplemented or otherwise modified (subject to any restrictions on such amendments, restatements,
supplements or modifications set forth herein), (b) any definition of or reference to any statute, rule or
regulation shall be construed as referring thereto as from time to time amended, supplemented or otherwise
modified (including by succession of comparable successor laws), (c) any reference herein to any Person
shall be construed to include such Person’s successors and assigns (subject to any restrictions on
assignments set forth herein) and, in the case of any Governmental Authority, any other Governmental
Authority that shall have succeeded to any or all functions thereof, (d) the words “herein”, “hereof” and
“hereunder”, and words of similar import, shall be construed to refer to this Agreement in its entirety and not
to any particular provision hereof, (e) all references herein to Articles, Sections, Exhibits and Schedules shall
be construed to refer to Articles and Sections of, and Exhibits and Schedules to, this Agreement, (f) any
reference in any definition to the phrase “at any time” or “for any period” shall refer to the same time or
period for all calculations or determinations within such definition, and (g) the words “asset” and “property”
shall be construed to have the same meaning and effect and to refer to any and all tangible and intangible
assets and properties, including cash, securities, accounts and contract rights.

Section 1.04  Accounting Terms; GAAP

(a) Except as otherwise expressly provided herein, all terms of an accounting or
financial nature shall be construed in accordance with GAAP, as in effect from time to time; provided that, if
after the date hereof there occurs any change in GAAP or in the application thereof on the operation of any
provision hereof and the Borrower notifies the Lender that the Borrower requests an amendment to any
provision hereof to eliminate the effect of such change in GAAP or in the application thereof (or if the
Lender notifies the Borrower that the Lender requests an amendment to any provision hereof for such
purpose), regardless of whether any such notice is given before or after such change in GAAP or in the
application thereof, then such provision shall be interpreted on the basis of GAAP as in effect and applied
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immediately before such change shall have become effective until such notice shall have been withdrawn or
such provision amended in accordance herewith.

(b) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in Section 1.04 or in the
definition of “Capital Lease Obligations,” in the event of an accounting change requiring all leases to be
capitalized, only those leases (assuming for purposes hereof that such leases were in existence on the date
hereof) that would constitute capital leases in conformity with GAAP on the date hereof shall be considered
capital leases, and all calculations and deliverables under this Agreement or any other Loan Document shall
be made or delivered, as applicable, in accordance therewith.

Section 1.05  Interest Rates; LIBOR Notification . The interest rate on Eurodollar Loans is
determined by reference to the LIBO Rate, which is derived from the London interbank offered rate
(“LIBOR”). LIBOR is intended to represent the rate at which contributing banks may obtain short-term
borrowings from each other in the London interbank market. In July 2017, the U.K. Financial Conduct
Authority announced that, after the end of 2021, it would no longer persuade or compel contributing banks
to make rate submissions to the ICE Benchmark Administration (together with any successor to the ICE
Benchmark Administrator, the “IBA”) for purposes of the IBA setting LIBOR. As a result, it is possible that
commencing in 2022, LIBOR may no longer be available or may no longer be deemed an appropriate
reference rate upon which to determine the interest rate on Eurodollar Loans. In light of this eventuality,
public and private sector industry initiatives are currently underway to identify new or alternative reference
rates to be used in place of LIBOR. In the event a Benchmark Transition Event occurs, Error! Reference
source not found. of this Agreement provides a mechanism for determining an alternative rate of interest.
The Lender will notify the Borrower, pursuant to Error! Reference source not found., in advance of any
change to the reference rate upon which the interest rate of Eurodollar Loans is based. However, the Lender
does not warrant or accept any responsibility for, and shall not have any liability with respect to, the
administration, submission or any other matter related to LIBOR or other rates in the definition of “LIBO
Rate” or with respect to any alternative, successor rate thereto, or replacement rate thereof, including without
limitation, whether the composition or characteristics of any such alternative, successor or replacement
reference rate will be similar to, or produce the same value or economic equivalence of the LIBO Rate or
have the same volume or liquidity as did LIBOR prior to its discontinuance or unavailability.

Section 1.06 Intentionally Omitted

Section 1.07  Status of Obligations . In the event that the Borrower or any other Loan Party
shall at any time issue or have outstanding any Subordinated Indebtedness, the Borrower shall take or cause
such other Loan Party to take all such actions as shall be necessary to cause the Secured Obligations to
constitute senior indebtedness (however denominated) in respect of such Subordinated Indebtedness and to
enable the Lender to have and exercise any payment blockage or other remedies available or potentially
available to holders of senior indebtedness under the terms of such Subordinated Indebtedness. Without
limiting the foregoing, the Secured Obligations are hereby designated as “senior indebtedness” and as
“designated senior indebtedness” and words of similar import under and in respect of any indenture or other
agreement or instrument under which such Subordinated Indebtedness is outstanding and are further given
all such other designations as shall be required under the terms of any such Subordinated Indebtedness in
order that the Lender may have and exercise any payment blockage or other remedies available or
potentially available to holders of senior indebtedness under the terms of such Subordinated Indebtedness.

Section 1.08 Letters of Credit. Unless otherwise specified herein, the amount of a Letter of
Credit at any time shall be deemed to be the amount of such Letter of Credit available to be drawn at such
time; provided that with respect to any Letter of Credit that, by its terms or the terms of any Letter of Credit
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Agreement related thereto, provides for one or more automatic increases in the available amount thereof, the
amount of such Letter of Credit shall be deemed to be the maximum amount of such Letter of Credit after
giving effect to all such increases, whether or not such maximum amount is available to be drawn at such
time. For all purposes of this Agreement, if on any date of determination a Letter of Credit has expired by
its terms but any amount may still be drawn thereunder by reason of the operation of Article 29(a) of the
Uniform Customs and Practice for Documentary Credits, International Chamber of Commerce Publication
No. 600 (or such later version thereof as may be in effect at the applicable time) or Rule 3.13 or Rule 3.14 of
the International Standby Practices, International Chamber of Commerce Publication No. 590 (or such later
version thereof as may be in effect at the applicable time) or similar terms of the Letter of Credit itself, or if
compliant documents have been presented but not yet honored, such Letter of Credit shall be deemed to be
“outstanding” and “undrawn” in the amount so remaining available to be paid, and the obligations of the
Borrower shall remain in full force and effect until the Lender shall have no further obligations to make any
payments or disbursements under any circumstances with respect to any Letter of Credit.

Section 1.09  Divisions. For all purposes under the Loan Documents, in connection with any
Division or plan of division under Delaware law (or any comparable event under a different jurisdiction’s
laws): (a) if any asset, right, obligation or liability of any Person becomes the asset, right, obligation or
liability of a different Person, then it shall be deemed to have been transferred from the original Person to the
subsequent Person, and (b) if any new Person comes into existence, such new Person shall be deemed to
have been organized and acquired on the first date of its existence by the holders of its Equity Interests at
such time.

Article 1T
THE CREDITS
Section 2.01 Commitments
(a) Subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, the Lender agrees to make

Revolving Loans in dollars to the Borrower from time to time during the Availability Period in an aggregate
principal amount that will not result in the Revolving Exposure exceeding the Revolving
Commitment. Within the foregoing limits and subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, the
Borrower may borrow, prepay and reborrow Revolving Loans.

(b) Subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, the Lender agrees to make
Term Loans in dollars to the Borrower, commencing on the Effective Date, and continuing through and
including the Term Loan Draw Expiration Date in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed the Lender’s
Term Loan Commitment. Amounts prepaid or repaid in respect of Term Loans may not be reborrowed.

Section 2.02  Loans and Borrowings

(a) Each Loan shall be made as part of a Borrowing consisting of Loans of the same
Class and Type.

(b) Subject to Section 2.12, each Revolving Borrowing and Term Loan Borrowing shall
be comprised entirely of CBFR Loans or Eurodollar Loans as the Borrower may request in accordance
herewith, provided that all Revolving Borrowings and Term Loan Borrowings made on the Effective Date
must be made as CBFR Borrowings but may be converted into Eurodollar Borrowings in accordance with
Section 2.06. The Lender at its option may make any Eurodollar Loan by causing any domestic or foreign
branch or Affiliate of the Lender to make such Loan (and in the case of an Affiliate, the provisions of
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Section 2.12, Section 2.13, Section 2.14 and Section 2.15 shall apply to such Affiliate to the same extent as
to the Lender); provided that any exercise of such option shall not affect the obligation of the Borrower to
repay such Loan in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

(o) At the commencement of each Interest Period for any Eurodollar Borrowing, such
Borrowing shall be in an aggregate amount that is an integral multiple of $50,000 and not less than
$250,000. CBFR Borrowings may be in any amount. Borrowings of more than one Type and Class may be
outstanding at the same time; provided that there shall not at any time be more than a total of five (5)
Eurodollar Borrowings outstanding.

(d) After the Effective Date, Borrower may request a Term Loan in an amount not to
exceed the Term Loan Post Closing Draw Amount prior to the Term Loan Draw Expiration Date.

(e) Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, the Borrower shall not be
entitled to request, or to elect to convert or continue, any Borrowing if the Interest Period requested with
respect thereto would end after the Revolving Credit Maturity Date or the Term Loan Maturity Date, as
applicable.

Section 2.03 Borrowing_Procedures;_Requests for Borrowings. To request a Borrowing, the
Borrower shall notify the Lender of such request either in writing (delivered by hand or fax) by delivering a
Borrowing Request signed by a Responsible Officer of the Borrower or through Electronic System, if
arrangements for doing so have been approved by the Lender, (a) in the case of a Eurodollar Borrowing, not
later than 10:00 a.m., Utah time, three (3) Business Days before the date of the proposed Borrowing or (b) in
the case of a CBFR Borrowing, not later than noon, Utah time, on the date of the proposed Borrowing;
provided that (y) any such notice of a CBFR Revolving Borrowing to finance the reimbursement of an LC
Disbursement as contemplated by Section 2.04(d) may be given not later than 9:00 a.m., Utah time, on the
date of the proposed Borrowing and (z) the Borrower shall not be required to deliver a Borrowing Request
for any Revolving Borrowing made pursuant to Section 2.16(c). Each such Borrowing Request shall be
irrevocable. Each such Borrowing Request shall specify the following information in compliance with
Section 2.01:

@) the Class of Borrowing, the aggregate amount of the requested Borrowing, and a
breakdown of the separate wires comprising such Borrowing;

(ii) the date of such Borrowing, which shall be a Business Day;

(iii)  whether such Borrowing is to be a CBFR Borrowing or a Eurodollar Borrowing;
and

@iv) in the case of a Eurodollar Borrowing, the initial Interest Period to be applicable
thereto, which shall be a period contemplated by the definition of the term “Interest Period”.

If no election as to the Type of Borrowing is specified, then the requested Borrowing shall be a CBFR
Borrowing. If no Interest Period is specified with respect to any requested Eurodollar Borrowing, then the
Borrower shall be deemed to have selected an Interest Period of one month’s duration.
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Section 2.04 Letters of Credit

(a) General. Subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, the Borrower may
request the issuance of Letters of Credit as the applicant thereof for the support of its or its Subsidiaries’
obligations, in a form reasonably acceptable to the Lender, at any time and from time to time during the
Availability Period. In the event of any inconsistency between the terms and conditions of this Agreement
and the terms and conditions of any Letter of Credit Agreement, the terms and conditions of this Agreement
shall control. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, the Lender shall have no obligation
hereunder to issue, and shall not issue, any Letter of Credit (i) the proceeds of which would be made
available to any Person (A) to fund any activity or business of or with any Sanctioned Person, or in any
country or territory that, at the time of such funding, is the subject of any Sanctions or (B) in any manner
that would result in a violation of any Sanctions by any party to this Agreement, (ii) if any order, judgment
or decree of any Governmental Authority or arbitrator shall by its terms purport to enjoin or restrain the
Lender from issuing such Letter of Credit, or any Requirement of Law relating to the Lender or any request
or directive (whether or not having the force of law) from any Governmental Authority with jurisdiction
over the Lender shall prohibit, or request that the Lender refrain from, the issuance of letters of credit
generally or such Letter of Credit in particular or shall impose upon the Lender with respect to such Letter of
Credit any restriction, reserve or capital requirement (for which the Lender is not otherwise compensated
hereunder) not in effect on the Effective Date, or shall impose upon the Lender any unreimbursed loss, cost
or expense which was not applicable on the Effective Date and which the Lender in good faith deems
material to it, or (iii) if the issuance of such Letter of Credit would violate one or more policies of the Lender
applicable to letters of credit generally; provided that, notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, (x)
the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act and all requests, rules, guidelines,
requirements or directives thereunder or issued in connection therewith or in the implementation thereof, and
(y) all requests, rules, guidelines, requirements or directives promulgated by the Bank for International
Settlements, the Basel Committee on Banking Supervision (or any successor or similar authority) or the
United States or foreign regulatory authorities, in each case pursuant to Basel III, shall in each case be
deemed not to be in effect on the Effective Date for purposes of clause (ii) above, regardless of the date
enacted, adopted, issued or implemented.

(b) Notice of Issuance, Amendment, Renewal, Extension;_ Certain Conditions. To
request the issuance of a Letter of Credit (or the amendment, renewal or extension of an outstanding Letter
of Credit), the Borrower shall hand deliver or fax (or transmit through Electronic System, if arrangements
for doing so have been approved by the Lender) to the Lender (reasonably in advance of the requested date
of issuance, amendment, renewal or extension, but in any event no less than three (3) Business Days) a
notice requesting the issuance of a Letter of Credit, or identifying the Letter of Credit to be amended,
renewed or extended, and specifying the date of issuance, amendment, renewal or extension (which shall be
a Business Day), the date on which such Letter of Credit is to expire (which shall comply with paragraph (c)
of this Section), the amount of such Letter of Credit, the name and address of the beneficiary thereof, and
such other information as shall be necessary to prepare, amend, renew or extend such Letter of Credit. In
addition, as a condition to any such Letter of Credit issuance, the Borrower shall have entered into a
continuing agreement (or other letter of credit agreement) for the issuance of letters of credit and/or shall
submit a letter of credit application, in each case, as required by the Lender and using Lender’s standard
form (each, a “Letter of Credit Agreement”). A Letter of Credit shall be issued, amended, renewed or
extended only if (and upon issuance, amendment, renewal or extension of each Letter of Credit the Borrower
shall be deemed to represent and warrant that), after giving effect to such issuance, amendment, renewal or
extension, the LC Exposure shall not exceed $3,000,000.
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(© Expiration Date. Each Letter of Credit shall expire (or be subject to termination or
non-renewal by notice from the Lender to the beneficiary thereof) at or prior to the close of business on the
earlier of (i) the date one year after the date of the issuance of such Letter of Credit (or, in the case of any
renewal or extension of the expiration date thereof, including, without limitation, any automatic renewal
provision, one year after such renewal or extension) and (ii) the date that is five Business Days prior to the
Revolving Credit Maturity Date.

(d) Reimbursement. If the Lender shall make any LC Disbursement in respect of a
Letter of Credit, the Borrower shall reimburse such LC Disbursement by paying to the Lender an amount
equal to such LC Disbursement not later than 11:00 a.m., Utah time, on (i) the Business Day that the
Borrower receives notice of such LC Disbursement, if such notice is received prior to 9:00 a.m., Utah time,
on the day of receipt, or (ii) the Business Day immediately following the day that the Borrower receives
such notice, if such notice is received after 9:00 a.m., Utah time, on the day of receipt; provided that , if such
LC Disbursement is greater than or equal to $50,000, the Borrower may, subject to the conditions to
borrowing set forth herein, request in accordance with Section 2.03 or Section 2.05 that such payment be
financed with a CBFR Revolving Borrowing in an equivalent amount and, to the extent so financed, the
Borrower’s obligation to make such payment shall be discharged and replaced by the resulting CBFR
Revolving Borrowing.

(e) Obligations Absolute. The Borrower’s obligation to reimburse LC Disbursements
as provided in paragraph (d) of this Section shall be absolute, unconditional and irrevocable, and shall be
performed strictly in accordance with the terms of this Agreement under any and all circumstances
whatsoever and irrespective of any (i) lack of validity or enforceability of any Letter of Credit, any Letter of
Credit Agreement or this Agreement, or any term or provision therein or herein, (ii) draft or other document
presented under a Letter of Credit proving to be forged, fraudulent or invalid in any respect or any statement
therein being untrue or inaccurate in any respect, (iii) payment by the Lender under a Letter of Credit against
presentation of a draft or other document that does not comply with the terms of such Letter of Credit, or (iv)
other event or circumstance whatsoever, whether or not similar to any of the foregoing, that might, but for
the provisions of this Section, constitute a legal or equitable discharge of, or provide a right of setoff against,
the Borrower’s obligations hereunder. Neither the Lender nor any of its Related Parties, shall have any
liability or responsibility by reason of or in connection with the issuance or transfer of any Letter of Credit,
any payment or failure to make any payment thereunder (irrespective of any of the circumstances referred to
in the preceding sentence), or any error, omission, interruption, loss or delay in transmission or delivery of
any draft, notice or other communication under or relating to any Letter of Credit (including any document
required to make a drawing thereunder), any error in interpretation of technical terms, any error in
translation or any consequence arising from causes beyond the control of the Lender; provided that the
foregoing shall not be construed to excuse the Lender from liability to the Borrower to the extent of any
direct damages (as opposed to special, indirect, consequential or punitive damages, claims in respect of
which are hereby waived by the Borrower to the extent permitted by applicable law) suffered by the
Borrower that are caused by the Lender’s failure to exercise care when determining whether drafts and other
documents presented under a Letter of Credit comply with the terms thereof. The parties hereto expressly
agree that, in the absence of gross negligence or willful misconduct on the part of the Lender (as finally
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction), the Lender shall be deemed to have exercised care in each
such determination. In furtherance of the foregoing and without limiting the generality thereof, the parties
agree that, with respect to documents presented which appear on their face to be in substantial compliance
with the terms of a Letter of Credit, the Lender may, in its sole discretion, either accept and make payment
upon such documents without responsibility for further
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investigation, regardless of any notice or information to the contrary, or refuse to accept and make payment
upon such documents if such documents are not in strict compliance with the terms of such Letter of Credit.

® Disbursement Procedures. The Lender shall, within the time allowed by applicable
law or the specified terms of the Letter of Credit following its receipt thereof, examine all documents
purporting to represent a demand for payment under such Letter of Credit. The Lender shall promptly after
such examination notify the Borrower by telephone (confirmed by fax or through Electronic Systems) of
such demand for payment and whether the Lender has made or will make an LC Disbursement thereunder;
provided that any failure to give or delay in giving such notice shall not relieve the Borrower of its
obligation to reimburse the Lender with respect to any such LC Disbursement.

(8) Interim Interest. If the Lender shall make any LC Disbursement, then, unless the
Borrower shall reimburse such LC Disbursement in full on the date such LC Disbursement is made, the
unpaid amount thereof shall bear interest, for each day from and including the date such LC Disbursement is
made to but excluding the date that the Borrower reimburses such LC Disbursement, at the rate per annum
then applicable to CBFR Revolving Loans and such interest shall be due and payable on the date when such
reimbursement is due; provided that, if the Borrower fails to reimburse such LC Disbursement when due
pursuant to paragraph (d) of this Section, then Section 2.11(c) shall apply. Interest accrued pursuant to this
paragraph shall be for the account of the Lender.

(h) Cash Collateralization. If any Default shall occur and be continuing, on the
Business Day that the Borrower receives notice from the Lender demanding the deposit of cash collateral
pursuant to this paragraph, the Borrower shall deposit in an account with the Lender, in the name and for the
benefit of the Lender (the “LC Collateral Account”), an amount in cash equal to 105% of the amount of the
LC Exposure as of such date plus accrued and unpaid interest thereon; provided that the obligation to deposit
such cash collateral shall become effective immediately, and such deposit shall become immediately due and
payable, without demand or other notice of any kind, upon the occurrence of any Event of Default with
respect to the Borrower described in clause (h) or (i) of Article VII. The Borrower also shall deposit cash
collateral in accordance with this paragraph as and to the extent required by Section 2.09(b). Each such
deposit shall be held by the Lender as collateral for the payment and performance of the Secured
Obligations. In addition, and without limiting the foregoing or paragraph (c) of this Section, if any LC
Exposure remains outstanding after the expiration date specified in said paragraph (c), the Borrower shall
immediately deposit in the LC Collateral Account an amount in cash equal to 105% of such LC Exposure as
of such date plus any accrued and unpaid interest thereon. The Lender shall have exclusive dominion and
control, including the exclusive right of withdrawal, over the LC Collateral Account and the Borrower
hereby grants the Lender a security interest in the LC Collateral Account and all moneys or other assets on
deposit therein or credited thereto. Other than any interest earned on the investment of such deposits, which
investments shall be made at the option and sole discretion of the Lender and at the Borrower’s risk and
expense, such deposits shall not bear interest. Interest or profits, if any, on such investments shall
accumulate in such account. Moneys in such account shall be applied by the Lender for LC Disbursements
for which it has not been reimbursed, together with related fees, costs, and customary processing
charges, and, to the extent not so applied, shall be held for the satisfaction of the reimbursement obligations
of the Borrower for the LC Exposure at such time or, if the maturity of the Loans has been accelerated, be
applied to satisfy other Secured Obligations. If the Borrower is required to provide an amount of cash
collateral hereunder as a result of the occurrence of a Default, such amount (to the extent not applied as
aforesaid) shall be returned to the Borrower within three Business Days after all such Defaults have been
cured or waived as confirmed in writing by the Lender.

) Letters of Credit Issued for Account of Subsidiaries. Notwithstanding that a Letter
of Credit issued or outstanding hereunder supports any obligations of, or is for the account of, a Subsidiary,
or states that a Subsidiary is the “account party,” “applicant,” “customer,” “instructing party,” or the like of
or for such Letter of Credit, and without derogating from any rights of the Lender (whether arising by
contract, at law, in equity or otherwise) against such Subsidiary in respect of such Letter of Credit, the
Borrower (i) shall reimburse, indemnify and compensate the Lender hereunder for such Letter of Credit
(including to reimburse any and all drawings thereunder) as if such Letter of Credit had been issued solely
for the account of the Borrower and (ii) irrevocably waives any and all defenses that might otherwise be
available to it as a guarantor or surety of any or all of the obligations of such Subsidiary in respect of such
Letter of Credit. The Borrower hereby acknowledges that the issuance of such Letters of Credit for its
Subsidiaries inures to the benefit of the Borrower, and that the Borrower’s business derives substantial
benefits from the businesses of such Subsidiaries.

Section 2.05 Funding of Borrowings . The Lender shall make each Loan to be made by it
hereunder on the proposed date thereof available to the Borrower by promptly crediting the amounts in
immediately available funds, to the Funding Account; provided that CBFR Revolving Loans made to
finance the reimbursement of an LC Disbursement as provided in Section 2.04(d) shall be remitted to the
Lender.

Section 2.06  Interest Elections

(a) Each Borrowing initially shall be of the Type specified in the applicable Borrowing
Request and, in the case of a Eurodollar Borrowing, shall have an initial Interest Period as specified in such
Borrowing Request. Thereafter, the Borrower may elect to convert such Borrowing to a different Type or to
continue such Borrowing and, in the case of a Eurodollar Borrowing, may elect Interest Periods therefor, all
as provided in this Section. The Borrower may elect different options with respect to different portions of
the affected Borrowing, and the Loans comprising each such portion shall be considered a separate
Borrowing.

(b) To make an election pursuant to this Section, the Borrower shall notify the Lender
of such election either in writing (delivered by hand or fax) by delivering an Interest Election Request signed
by a Responsible Officer of the Borrower or through Electronic System, if arrangements for doing so have
been approved by the Lender, by the time that a Borrowing Request would be required under Section 2.03 if
the Borrower were requesting a Borrowing of the Type resulting from such election to be made on the
effective date of such election. Each such Interest Election Request shall be irrevocable.

(© Each telephonic and written Interest Election Request (including requests submitted
through Electronic System) shall specify the following information in compliance with Section 2.02:

@) the Borrowing to which such Interest Election Request applies and, if different
options are being elected with respect to different portions thereof, the portions thereof to be
allocated to each resulting Borrowing (in which case the information to be specified pursuant to
clauses (iii) and (iv) below shall be specified for each resulting Borrowing);

(ii) the effective date of the election made pursuant to such Interest Election Request,
which shall be a Business Day;
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(iii) whether the resulting Borrowing is to be a CBFR Borrowing or a Eurodollar
Borrowing; and

@iv) if the resulting Borrowing is a Eurodollar Borrowing, the Interest Period to be
applicable thereto after giving effect to such election, which shall be a period contemplated by the
definition of the term “Interest Period”.

If any such Interest Election Request requests a Eurodollar Borrowing but does not specify an Interest
Period, then the Borrower shall be deemed to have selected an Interest Period of one month’s duration.

(d) If the Borrower fails to deliver a timely Interest Election Request with respect to a
Eurodollar Borrowing prior to the end of the Interest Period applicable thereto, then, unless such Borrowing
is repaid as provided herein, at the end of such Interest Period such Borrowing shall be converted to a CBFR
Borrowing. Notwithstanding any contrary provision hereof, if a Default has occurred and is continuing and
the Lender so notifies the Borrower, then, so long as a Default is continuing (i) no outstanding Borrowing
may be converted to or continued as a Eurodollar Borrowing and (ii) unless repaid, each Eurodollar
Borrowing shall be converted to a CBFR Borrowing at the end of the Interest Period applicable thereto.

Section 2.07 Termination of Commitment

(a) Unless previously terminated, (i) the Term Loan Commitment shall terminate on the
Term Loan Draw Expiration Date and (ii) the Revolving Commitment shall terminate on the Revolving
Credit Maturity Date.

(b) The Borrower may at any time terminate the Revolving Commitment upon the
Payment in Full of the Secured Obligations.

(o) The Borrower shall notify the Lender of any election to terminate the Revolving
Commitment under paragraph (b) of this Section at least three (3) Business Days prior to the effective date
of such termination, specifying such election and the effective date thereof. Each notice delivered by the
Borrower pursuant to this Section shall be irrevocable; provided that a notice of termination of the
Revolving Commitment delivered by the Borrower may state that such notice is conditioned upon the
effectiveness of other credit facilities, in which case such notice may be revoked by the Borrower (by notice
to the Lender on or prior to the specified effective date) if such condition is not satisfied. Any
termination of the Revolving Commitment shall be permanent.

Section 2.08 Repayment and Amortization of L.oans; Evidence of Debt.

(a) The Borrower hereby unconditionally promises to pay the Lender the then unpaid
principal amount of each Revolving Loan on the Revolving Credit Maturity Date.

(b) The Borrower hereby unconditionally promises to pay to the Lender the principal
amount of the Term Loan in equal quarter installments of $1,250,000 each, commencing October 1, 2019
and on each Principal Payment Date thereafter through the Term Loan Maturity Date; provided if any such
Principal Payment Date is not a Business Day, then payment shall be due and payable on the Business Day
immediately preceding such Principal Payment Date. To the extent not previously paid, all unpaid Term
Loans shall be paid in full in cash by the Borrower on the Term Loan Maturity Date.
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(o) Prior to any repayment of any Term Loan Borrowings of any Class under this
Section, the Borrower shall select the Borrowing or Borrowings of the applicable Class to be repaid and
shall notify the Lender by telephone (confirmed by fax or through an Electronic System), of such selection
not later than 11:00 a.m., Utah time, three (3) Business Days before the scheduled date of such
repayment. Any repayment of a Term Loan Borrowing shall be applied ratably to the Loans included in the
repaid Term Loan Borrowing. Repayments of Term Loan Borrowings shall be accompanied by accrued
interest on the amounts repaid.

(d) The Lender shall maintain in accordance with its usual practice an account or
accounts evidencing the Indebtedness of the Borrower to the Lender resulting from each Loan made by the
Lender, including the amounts of principal and interest payable and paid to the Lender from time to time
hereunder.

(e) The Lender shall maintain accounts in which it shall record (i) the amount of each
Loan made hereunder, the Class and Type thereof and the Interest Period applicable thereto, if any, (ii) the
amount of any principal or interest due and payable or to become due and payable from the Borrower to the
Lender hereunder and (iii) the amount of any sum received by the Lender hereunder.

® The entries made in the accounts maintained pursuant to paragraph (d) or (e) of this
Section shall be prima facie evidence of the existence and amounts of the obligations recorded therein;
provided that the failure of the Lender to maintain such accounts or any error therein shall not in any manner
affect the obligation of the Borrower to repay the Loans in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

(8 The Lender may request that Loans made by it be evidenced by a promissory
note. In such event, the Borrower shall prepare, execute and deliver to the Lender a promissory note payable
to the Lender (or, if requested by the Lender, to the Lender and its registered assigns) and in a form approved
by the Lender. Thereafter, the Loans evidenced by such promissory note and interest thereon shall at all
times (including after assignment pursuant to Section 8.04) be represented by one or more promissory notes
in such form.

Section 2.09  Prepayment of L.oans

(a) The Borrower shall have the right at any time and from time to time to prepay any
Borrowing in whole or in part, subject to prior notice in accordance with paragraph (e) of this Section and, if
applicable, payment of any break funding expenses under Section 2.14.

(b) In the event and on such occasion that the Revolving Exposure exceeds the
Revolving Commitment, the Borrower shall prepay the Revolving Loans and/or LC Exposure (or, if no such
Borrowings are outstanding, deposit cash collateral in the LC Collateral Account in an aggregate amount
equal to such excess, in accordance with Section 2.04(h)).

(© In the event and on each occasion that any Net Proceeds are received by or on
behalf of any Loan Party or any Subsidiary in respect of any Prepayment Event, the Borrower shall,
immediately after such Net Proceeds are received by any Loan Party or Subsidiary, prepay the Obligations
and cash collateralize the LC Exposure as set forth in Section 2.09(d) below in an aggregate amount equal to
100% of such Net Proceeds, provided that, in the case of any event described in clause (a) or (b) of the
definition of the term “Prepayment Event,” if the Borrower shall deliver to the Lender a certificate of a
Financial Officer to the effect that the Loan Parties intend to apply the Net Proceeds from such event (or a
portion thereof specified in such certificate), within 180 days after receipt of such Net Proceeds, to acquire
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(or replace or rebuild) real property, equipment or other tangible assets (excluding inventory) to be used in
the business of the Loan Parties, and certifying that no Default has occurred and is continuing, then no
prepayment shall be required pursuant to this paragraph in respect of the Net Proceeds specified in such
certificate, provided that to the extent of any such Net Proceeds that have not been so applied by the end of
such 180 day period, a prepayment shall be required at such time in an amount equal to such Net Proceeds
that have not been so applied.

(d) All prepayments required to be made pursuant to Section 2.09(c) shall be applied,
first to prepay the Term Loans (and in the event Term Loans of more than one Class shall be outstanding at
the time, shall be allocated among the Term Loans pro rata based on the aggregate principal amounts of
outstanding Term Loans of each such Class) as so allocated, and shall be applied to reduce the subsequent
scheduled repayments of Term Loans of each Class to be made pursuant to Section 2.08 in inverse order of
maturity and second to prepay the Revolving Loans without a corresponding reduction in the Revolving
Commitment and third to cash collateralize outstanding LC Exposure ; provided that all prepayments
required to be made pursuant to Section 2.09(c) (with respect to Net Proceeds arising from any casualty or
other insured damage to, or any taking under power of eminent domain or by condemnation or similar
proceeding, to the extent they arise from casualties or losses to cash or Inventory) shall be applied, first, to
prepay the Revolving Loans without a corresponding reduction in the Revolving Commitment and second,
to cash collateralize outstanding L.C Exposure, and third, to prepay the Term Loans (allocated and applied to
subsequent scheduled repayments ratably based on the amount of such scheduled repayments.

(e) The Borrower shall notify the Lender by telephone (confirmed by fax) or through
Electronic System, if arrangements for doing so have been approved by the Lender, of any prepayment under
this Section: (i) in the case of prepayment of a Eurodollar Borrowing, not later than 10:00 a.m., Utah time,
three (3) Business Days before the date of prepayment, or (ii) in the case of prepayment of a CBFR
Borrowing, not later than 10:00 a.m., Utah time, on the date of prepayment. Each such notice shall be
irrevocable and shall specify the prepayment date and the principal amount of each Borrowing or portion
thereof to be prepaid; provided that if a notice of prepayment is given in connection with a conditional notice
of termination of the Revolving Commitment as contemplated by Section 2.07, then such notice of
prepayment may be revoked if such notice of termination is revoked in accordance with Section 2.07. Each
partial prepayment of any Revolving Borrowing or Term Loan shall be in an amount that would be permitted
in the case of an advance of a Borrowing of the same Type as provided in Section 2.02, except as necessary
to apply fully the required amount of a mandatory prepayment. Each prepayment of a Borrowing shall be
applied ratably to the Loans included in the prepaid Borrowing. Prepayments shall be accompanied by (i)
accrued interest to the extent required by Section 2.11 and (ii) break funding payments pursuant to
Section 2.14.

Section 2.10 Fees

(a) The Borrower agrees to pay to the Lender a commitment fee, which shall accrue at
the Applicable Rate on the daily amount of the undrawn portion of the Revolving Commitment of the
Lender during the period from and including the Effective Date to but excluding the date on which the
Lender’s Revolving Commitment terminates; it being understood that the LC Exposure shall be included in
the drawn portion of the Revolving Commitment for purposes of calculating the commitment fee. Accrued
commitment fees shall be payable in arrears on the last day of March, June, September and December of
each year and on the date on which the Revolving Commitment terminates, commencing on the first such
date to occur after the date hereof. All commitment fees shall be computed on the basis of a
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year of 360 days and shall be payable for the actual number of days elapsed (including the first day but
excluding the last day).

(b) The Borrower agrees to pay to the Lender (i) a letter of credit fee with respect to
Letters of Credit, which shall accrue at a rate equal to 2% of the daily amount of the Lender’s LC Exposure
(excluding any portion thereof attributable to unreimbursed LC Disbursements) during the period from and
including the Effective Date to but excluding the later of the date on which the Lender’s Revolving
Commitment terminates and the date on which the Lender ceases to have any LC Exposure, and (ii) the
Lender’s standard fees and commissions with respect to the issuance, amendment, cancellation, negotiation,
transfer, presentment, renewal or extension of any Letter of Credit or processing of drawings
thereunder. Letter of credit fees accrued through and including the last day of March, June, September and
December of each year shall be payable on the third Business Day following such last day, commencing on
the first such date to occur after the Effective Date; provided that all such fees shall be payable on the date
on which the Revolving Commitment terminates and any such fees accruing after the date on which the
Revolving Commitment terminates shall be payable on demand. Any other fees payable to the Lender
pursuant to this paragraph shall be payable within ten (10) days after demand. All letter of credit fees shall
be computed on the basis of a year of 360 days and shall be payable for the actual number of days elapsed
(including the first day but excluding the last day).

(© The Borrower agrees to pay to the Lender a ticking fee, which shall accrue at 0.20%
per annum on the daily undrawn amount of the Term Loan Commitment, commencing on the Effective Date,
and continuing through and including the Term Loan Draw Expiration Date. Accrued ticking fees shall be
payable in arrears on the last day of March, June, September and December of each year and on the Term
Loan Draw Expiration Date, commencing on the first such date to occur after the date hereof. All ticking
fees shall be computed on the basis of a year of 360 days and shall be payable for the actual number of days
elapsed (including the first day but excluding the last day).

(d) All fees payable hereunder shall be paid on the dates due, in immediately available
funds, to the Lender. Fees paid shall not be refundable under any circumstances.

Section 2.11 Interest

(a) The Loans comprising each CBFR Borrowing shall bear interest at the CB Floating
Rate plus the Applicable Rate.

(b) The Loans comprising each Eurodollar Borrowing shall bear interest at the
Adjusted LIBO Rate for the Interest Period in effect for such Borrowing plus the Applicable Rate.

(o) Notwithstanding the foregoing, during the occurrence and continuance of an Event
of Default, the Lender may, at its option, by notice to the Borrower, declare that (i) all Loans shall bear
interest at 2% plus the rate otherwise applicable to such Loans as provided in the preceding paragraphs of
this Section or (ii) in the case of any other amount outstanding hereunder, such amount shall accrue at 2%
plus the rate applicable to such fee or other obligation as provided hereunder.

(d) Accrued interest on each Loan (for CBFR Loans, accrued through the last day of
the prior calendar month) shall be payable in arrears on each Interest Payment Date for such Loan and, in
the case of Revolving Loans, upon termination of the Revolving Commitment; provided that (i) interest
accrued pursuant to paragraph (c) of this Section shall be payable on demand, (ii) in the event of any
repayment or prepayment of any Loan (other than a prepayment of a CBFR Revolving Loan prior to the
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end of the Availability Period), accrued interest on the principal amount repaid or prepaid shall be payable
on the date of such repayment or prepayment and (iii) in the event of any conversion of any Eurodollar Loan
prior to the end of the current Interest Period therefor, accrued interest on such Loan shall be payable on the
effective date of such conversion.

(e) All interest hereunder shall be computed on the basis of a year of 360 days, and
shall be payable for the actual number of days elapsed (including the first day but excluding the last
day). The applicable CB Floating Rate, Adjusted LIBO Rate or LIBO Rate shall be determined by the
Lender, and such determination shall be conclusive absent manifest error.

Section 2.12 Alternate Rate of Interest; Illegality

(a) Subject to clause (c) of this Section 2.12, if prior to the commencement of any
Interest Period for a Eurodollar Borrowing:

@) the Lender determines (which determination shall be conclusive and binding absent
manifest error) that adequate and reasonable means do not exist for ascertaining the Adjusted LIBO
Rate or the LIBO Rate, as applicable (including, without limitation, by means of an Interpolated
Rate or because the LIBO Screen Rate is not available or published on a current basis) for such
Interest Period; or

(ii) the Lender determines the Adjusted LIBO Rate or the LIBO Rate, as applicable, for
such Interest Period will not adequately and fairly reflect the cost to the Lender of making or
maintaining its Loans (or Loan) included in such Borrowing for such Interest Period;

then the Lender shall give notice thereof to the Borrower by telephone, fax or through an Electronic System
as provided in Section 8.01 as promptly as practicable thereafter and, until the Lender notifies the Borrower
that the circumstances giving rise to such notice no longer exist, (A) any Interest Election Request that
requests the conversion of any Borrowing to, or continuation of any Borrowing as, a Eurodollar Borrowing
shall be ineffective and any such Eurodollar Borrowing shall be repaid or converted into a CBFR Borrowing
on the last day of the then current Interest Period applicable thereto, and (B) if any Borrowing Request
requests a Eurodollar Borrowing, such Borrowing shall be made as a CBFR Borrowing.

(b) If the Lender determines that any Requirement of Law has made it unlawful, or if
any Governmental Authority has asserted that it is unlawful, for the Lender or its applicable lending office to
make, maintain, fund or continue any Eurodollar Borrowing, or any Governmental Authority has imposed
material restrictions on the authority of the Lender to purchase or sell, or to take deposits of, dollars in the
London interbank market, then, on notice thereof by the Lender to the Borrower, any obligations of the
Lender to make, maintain, fund or continue Eurodollar Loans or to convert CBFR Borrowings to Eurodollar
Borrowings will be suspended until the Lender notifies the Borrower that the circumstances giving rise to
such determination no longer exist. Upon receipt of such notice, the Borrower will upon demand from the
Lender, either prepay or convert all Eurodollar Borrowings of the Lender to CBFR Borrowings, either on the
last day of the Interest Period therefor, if the Lender may lawfully continue to maintain such Eurodollar
Borrowings to such day, or immediately, if the Lender may not lawfully continue to maintain such
Loans. Upon any such prepayment or conversion, the Borrower will also pay accrued interest on the amount
so prepaid or converted.

(© If a Benchmark Transition Event occurs, then the Lender may, by notice to
Borrower, select an alternate rate of interest for the LIBO Rate that gives due consideration to the then-
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evolving or prevailing market convention for determining a rate of interest for loans in US Dollars at such
time (the “Alternate Rate”); Borrower acknowledges that the Alternate Rate may include a mathematical
adjustment using any then-evolving or prevailing market convention or method for determining a spread
adjustment for the replacement of the LIBO Rate. For avoidance of doubt, all references to the LIBO Rate
shall be deemed to be references to the Alternate Rate when the Alternate Rate becomes effective in
accordance with this section. In addition, the Lender will have the right, from time to time by notice to
Borrower to make technical, administrative or operational changes (including, without limitation, changes to
the definition of “CB Floating Rate”, the definition of “Interest Period”, timing and frequency of
determining rates and making payments of interest and other administrative matters) that the Lender decides
in its reasonable discretion may be appropriate to reflect the adoption and implementation of the Alternate
Rate. The Alternate Rate, together with all such technical, administrative and operational changes as
specified in any notice, shall become effective at the later of (i) the fifth Business Day after the Lender has
provided notice to the Borrower (the “Notice Date”) and (ii) a date specified by the Lender in the notice,
without any further action or consent of the Borrower, so long as Lender has not received, by 5:00pm
Eastern time on the Notice Date, written notice of objection to the Alternate Rate from the Borrower. Any
determination, decision, or election that may be made by the Lender pursuant to this section, including any
determination with respect to a rate or adjustment or the occurrence or non-occurrence of an event,
circumstance or date, and any decision to take or refrain from taking any action, will be conclusive and
binding absent manifest error and may be made in its sole discretion and without consent from the Borrower.
Until an Alternate Rate shall be determined in accordance with this section, the interest rate shall be equal to
the sum of (a) the greater of (x) Prime Rate and (y) 2.50%, plus (b) the Applicable Rate with respect to the
appropriate “CBFR Spread” specified within such Applicable Rate definition. In no event shall the
Alternate Rate be less than 0.50%.

Section 2.13 Increased Costs . (a) If any Change in Law shall:

@) impose, modify or deem applicable any reserve, special deposit, liquidity or similar
requirement (including any compulsory loan requirement, insurance charge or other assessment)
against assets of, deposits with or for the account of, or credit extended by, the Lender (except any
such reserve requirement reflected in the Adjusted LIBO Rate); or

(ii) impose on the Lender or the London interbank market any other condition, cost or
expense (other than Taxes) affecting this Agreement or Loans made by the Lender or any Letter of
Credit; or

(iii) subject the Lender to any Taxes (other than (A) Indemnified Taxes, (B) Taxes
described in clauses (b) through (d) of the definition of Excluded Taxes and (C) Connection Income
Taxes) on its loans, loan principal, letters of credit, commitments, or other obligations, or its
deposits, reserves, other liabilities or capital attributable thereto;

and the result of any of the foregoing shall be to increase the cost to the Lender of making, continuing,
converting into or maintaining any Loan (or of maintaining its obligation to make any such Loan) or to
increase the cost to the Lender of issuing or maintaining any Letter of Credit or to reduce the amount of any
sum received or receivable by the Lender hereunder (whether of principal, interest or otherwise), then the
Borrower will pay to the Lender such additional amount or amounts as will compensate the Lender for such
additional costs incurred or reduction suffered.

(b) If the Lender determines that any Change in Law regarding capital or liquidity
requirements has or would have the effect of reducing the rate of return on the Lender’s capital or on the
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capital of the Lender’s holding company as a consequence of this Agreement, the Commitment of or the
Loans made by Letters of Credit issued by the Lender to a level below that which the Lender or the Lender’s
holding company could have achieved but for such Change in Law (taking into consideration the Lender’s
policies and the policies of the Lender’s holding company with respect to capital adequacy and liquidity),
then from time to time the Borrower will pay to the Lender such additional amount or amounts as will
compensate the Lender or the Lender’s holding company for any such reduction suffered.

(©) A certificate of the Lender setting forth the amount or amounts necessary to
compensate the Lender or its holding company, as the case may be, as specified in paragraph (a) or (b) of
this Section shall be delivered to the Borrower and shall be conclusive absent manifest error. The Borrower
shall pay the Lender the amount shown as due on any such certificate within ten (10) days after receipt
thereof.

(d) Failure or delay on the part of the Lender to demand compensation pursuant to this
Section shall not constitute a waiver of the Lender’s right to demand such compensation; provided that the
Borrower shall not be required to compensate the Lender pursuant to this Section for any increased costs or
reductions incurred more than 180 days prior to the date that the Lender notifies the Borrower of the Change
in Law giving rise to such increased costs or reductions and of the Lender’s intention to claim compensation
therefor; provided further that, if the Change in Law giving rise to such increased costs or reductions is
retroactive, then the 180-day period referred to above shall be extended to include the period of retroactive
effect thereof.

Section 2.14 Break Funding Payments . In the event of (a) the payment of any principal
of any Eurodollar Loan other than on the last day of an Interest Period applicable thereto (including as a
result of an Event of Default or as a result of any prepayment pursuant to Section 2.09), (b) the conversion of
any Eurodollar Loan other than on the last day of the Interest Period applicable thereto, or (c) the failure to
borrow, convert, continue or prepay any Eurodollar Loan on the date specified in any notice delivered
pursuant hereto (regardless of whether such notice may be revoked under Section 2.07(c) and is revoked in
accordance therewith), then, in any such event, the Borrower shall compensate the Lender for the loss, cost
and expense attributable to such event. In the case of a Eurodollar Loan, such loss, cost or expense to the
Lender shall be deemed to include an amount determined by the Lender to be the excess, if any, of (i) the
amount of interest which would have accrued on the principal amount of such Eurodollar Loan had such
event not occurred, at the Adjusted LIBO Rate that would have been applicable to such Eurodollar Loan, for
the period from the date of such event to the last day of the then current Interest Period therefor (or, in the
case of a failure to borrow, convert or continue, for the period that would have been the Interest Period for
such Eurodollar Loan), over (ii) the amount of interest which would accrue on such principal amount for
such period at the interest rate which the Lender would bid were it to bid, at the commencement of such
period, for dollar deposits of a comparable amount and period from other banks in the eurodollar market. A
certificate of the Lender setting forth any amount or amounts that the Lender is entitled to receive pursuant
to this Section shall be delivered to the Borrower and shall be conclusive absent manifest error. The
Borrower shall pay the Lender the amount shown as due on any such certificate within ten (10) days after
receipt thereof.

Section 2.15 Withholding of Taxes; Gross-Up

(a) Payments Free of Taxes. Any and all payments by or on account of any obligation
of any Loan Party under any Loan Document shall be made without deduction or withholding for any Taxes,
except as required by applicable law. If any applicable law (as determined in the good faith discretion of an
applicable withholding agent) requires the deduction or withholding of any Tax from any such payment
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by a withholding agent, then the applicable withholding agent shall be entitled to make such deduction or
withholding and shall timely pay the full amount deducted or withheld to the relevant Governmental
Authority in accordance with applicable law and, if such Tax is an Indemnified Tax, then the sum payable by
the applicable Loan Party shall be increased as necessary so that after such deduction or withholding has
been made (including such deductions and withholdings applicable to additional sums payable under this
Section 2.15), the Lender receives an amount equal to the sum it would have received had no such deduction
or withholding been made.

(b) Payment of Other Taxes by Loan Parties. The Loan Parties shall timely pay to the
relevant Governmental Authority in accordance with applicable law, or at the option of the Lender, timely
reimburse it for, Other Taxes.

(© Evidence of Payment. If requested by the Lender, as soon as practicable after any
payment of Taxes by any Loan Party to a Governmental Authority pursuant to this Section 2.15, such Loan
Party shall deliver to the Lender the original or a certified copy of a receipt issued by such Governmental
Authority evidencing such payment, a copy of the return reporting such payment, or other evidence of such
payment reasonably satisfactory to the Lender.

(d) Indemnification by the Loan Parties. The Loan Parties shall jointly and severally
indemnify the Lender, within ten (10) days after demand therefor, for the full amount of any Indemnified
Taxes (including Indemnified Taxes imposed or asserted on or attributable to amounts payable under this
Section) payable or paid by the Lender or required to be withheld or deducted from a payment to the Lender
and any reasonable expenses arising therefrom or with respect thereto, whether or not such Indemnified
Taxes were correctly or legally imposed or asserted by the relevant Governmental Authority. A certificate as
to the amount of such payment or liability delivered to any Loan Party by the Lender shall be conclusive
absent manifest error.

(e) Treatment of Certain Refunds. If the Lender determines, in its sole discretion
exercised in good faith, that it has received a refund of any Taxes as to which it has been indemnified
pursuant to this Section 2.15 (including by the payment of additional amounts pursuant to this Section 2.15),
it shall pay to the indemnifying party an amount equal to such refund (but only to the extent of indemnity
payments made under this Section 2.15 with respect to the Taxes giving rise to such refund), net of all out-
of-pocket expenses (including Taxes) of the Lender and without interest (other than any interest paid by the
relevant Governmental Authority with respect to such refund). Such indemnifying party, upon the request of
the Lender, shall repay to the Lender the amount paid to the Lender (plus any penalties, interest or other
charges imposed by the relevant Governmental Authority) in the event the Lender is required to repay such
refund to such Governmental Authority. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this paragraph (e), in
no event will the Lender be required to pay any amount to any indemnifying party pursuant to this paragraph
(e), the payment of which would place the Lender in a less favorable net after-Tax position than the Lender
would have been in if the Tax subject to indemnification and giving rise to such refund had not been
deducted, withheld or otherwise imposed and the indemnification payments or additional amounts giving
rise to such refund had never been paid. This paragraph (e) shall not be construed to require the Lender to
make available its Tax returns (or any other information relating to its Taxes that it deems confidential) to
the indemnifying party or any other Person.

® Survival. Each party’s obligations under this Section 2.15 shall survive the
resignation or replacement of the Lender or any assignment of rights by, or the replacement of, the Lender,
the termination of the Commitment and the repayment, satisfaction or discharge of all obligations under any
Loan Document (including the Payment in Full of the Secured Obligations).
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(g) Defined Terms. For purposes of this Section 2.15, the term “applicable law”
includes FATCA.

(h) Exemption Certificates. Any Lender that is entitled to an exemption from or
reduction of withholding Tax with respect to payments made under any Loan Document shall deliver to the
Borrower or its agent, at the time or times reasonably requested by the Borrower, such properly completed
and executed documentation as may be reasonably necessary to permit such payments to be made without
withholding or at a reduced rate of withholding. In addition, any Lender, if reasonably requested by the
Borrower or its agent, shall deliver such other documentation prescribed by applicable law or reasonably
requested by the Borrower or its agent as will enable the Borrower or its agent to determine whether or not
such Lender is subject to withholding or information reporting requirements.

Section 2.16  Payments Generally; Allocation of Proceeds

(a) The Borrower shall make each payment or prepayment required to be made by it
hereunder (whether of principal, interest, fees or reimbursement of LC Disbursements, or of amounts
payable under Sections 2.13, 2.14 or 2.15, or otherwise) prior to 2:00 p.m., Utah time, on the date when due
or the date fixed for any prepayment hereunder, in immediately available funds, without setoff, recoupment
or counterclaim. Any amounts received after such time on any date may, in the discretion of the Lender, be
deemed to have been received on the next succeeding Business Day for purposes of calculating interest
thereon. All such payments shall be made to the Lender at its offices at 201 South Main Street, Suite 300,
Salt Lake City, Utah 84111. Unless otherwise provided for herein, if any payment hereunder shall be due on
a day that is not a Business Day, the date for payment shall be extended to the next succeeding Business
Day, and, in the case of any payment accruing interest, interest thereon shall be payable for the period of
such extension. All payments hereunder shall be made in dollars.

(b) All payments and any proceeds of Collateral received by the Lender (i) not
constituting either (A) a specific payment of principal, interest, fees or other sum payable under the Loan
Documents (which shall be applied as specified by the Borrower), or (B) a mandatory prepayment (which
shall be applied in accordance with Section 2.09) or (ii) after an Event of Default has occurred and is
continuing and the Lender so elects, such funds shall be applied ratably first, to pay any fees, indemnities, or
expense reimbursements then due to the Lender from the Borrower, second, to pay interest then due and
payable on the Loans ratably, third, to prepay principal on the Loans and unreimbursed LC Disbursements
and to pay any amounts owing in respect of Swap Agreement Obligations and Banking Services Obligations,
ratably (with amounts allocated to the Term Loans of any Class applied to reduce the subsequent scheduled
repayments of the Term Loans of such Class to be made pursuant to Section 2.08 in inverse order of
maturity, fourth, to pay an amount to the Lender equal to one hundred five percent (105%) of the aggregate
LC Exposure, to be held as cash collateral for such Obligations, fifth, to the payment of any other Secured
Obligation due to the Lender from the Borrower or any other Loan Party. Notwithstanding anything to the
contrary contained in this Agreement, unless so directed by the Borrower, or unless a Default is in existence,
the Lender shall not apply any payment which it receives to any Eurodollar Loan of a Class, except (i) on the
expiration date of the Interest Period applicable thereto, or (ii) in the event, and only to the extent, that there
are no outstanding CBFR Loans of the same Class and, in any such event, the Borrower shall pay the break
funding payment required in accordance with Section 2.14. The Lender shall have the continuing and
exclusive right to apply and reverse and reapply any and all such proceeds and payments to any portion of
the Secured Obligations.

(© At the election of the Lender, all payments of principal, interest, LC Disbursements,
fees, premiums, reimbursable expenses (including, without limitation, all reimbursement
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for fees, costs and expenses pursuant to Section 8.03), and other sums payable under the Loan Documents,
may be paid from the proceeds of Borrowings made hereunder, whether made following a request by the
Borrower pursuant to Section 2.03 or a deemed request as provided in this Section or may be deducted from
any deposit account of the Borrower maintained with the Lender. The Borrower hereby irrevocably
authorizes the Lender to (i) make a Borrowing for the purpose of paying each payment of principal, interest
and fees as it becomes due hereunder or any other amount due or payable under the Loan Documents and
agrees that all such amounts charged shall constitute Loans, and that all such Borrowings shall be deemed to
have been requested pursuant to Section 2.03 and (ii) charge any deposit account of the Borrower maintained
with the Lender for each payment of principal, interest and fees as it becomes due or payable hereunder or
any other amount due under the Loan Documents. Without limiting the foregoing, (w) the Lender is
authorized to make a Borrowing under the Revolving Loan for deposit into any deposit account of the
Borrower maintained with the Lender on each Business Day as needed to cover all checks and other charges
against such deposit account; (x) the amount of any such Borrowing shall not exceed the Availability at such
time; (y) upon the occurrence of an Event of Default, the Lender may, in its sole discretion, cease all such
Borrowings under the Revolving Loan into such deposit account; and (z) the Lender is authorized and
directed to disburse all collected funds in such deposit account on each Business Day to the Lender to be
applied as a payment on the Revolving Loan.

(d) The Lender may from time to time provide the Borrower with account statements or
invoices with respect to any of the Secured Obligations (the “Statements”). The Lender is under no duty or
obligation to provide Statements, which, if provided, will be solely for the Borrower’s
convenience. Statements may contain estimates of the amounts owed during the relevant billing period,
whether of principal, interest, fees or other Secured Obligations. If the Borrower pays the full amount
indicated on a Statement on or before the due date indicated on such Statement, the Borrower shall not be in
default of payment with respect to the billing period indicated on such Statement; provided, that acceptance
by the Lender of any payment that is less than the total amount actually due at that time (including but not
limited to any past due amounts) shall not constitute a waiver of the Lender’s right to receive payment in full
at another time.

Section 2.17 Returned Payments . If after receipt of any payment which is applied to the
payment of all or any part of the Obligations (including a payment effected through exercise of a right of
setoff), the Lender is for any reason compelled to surrender such payment or proceeds to any Person because
such payment or application of proceeds is invalidated, declared fraudulent, set aside, determined to be void
or voidable as a preference, impermissible setoff, or a diversion of trust funds, or for any other reason
(including pursuant to any settlement entered into by the Lender in its discretion), then the Obligations or
part thereof intended to be satisfied shall be revived and continued and this Agreement shall continue in full
force as if such payment or proceeds had not been received by the Lender. The provisions of this
Section 2.17 shall be and remain effective notwithstanding any contrary action which may have been taken
by the Lender in reliance upon such payment or application of proceeds. The provisions of this
Section 2.17shall survive the termination of this Agreement.

Article III
REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

Each Loan Party represents and warrants to the Lender that (and where applicable, agrees):

Section 3.01  Organization; Powers . Each Loan Party and each Subsidiary is duly organized
or formed, validly existing and in good standing under the laws of the jurisdiction of its organization, has all
requisite power and authority to carry on its business as now conducted and, except where the failure to do
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so, individually or in the aggregate, could not reasonably be expected to result in a Material Adverse Effect,
is qualified to do business in, and is in good standing in, every jurisdiction where such qualification is
required.

Section 3.02  Authorization;_Enforceability, . The Transactions are within each Loan Party’s
corporate or other organizational powers and have been duly authorized by all necessary corporate or other
organizational actions and, if required, actions by equity holders. Each Loan Document to which each Loan
Party is a party has been duly executed and delivered by such Loan Party and constitutes a legal, valid and
binding obligation of such Loan Party, enforceable in accordance with its terms, subject to applicable
bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization, moratorium or other laws affecting creditors’ rights generally and
subject to general principles of equity, regardless of whether considered in a proceeding in equity or at law.

Section 3.03  Governmental Approvals; No Conflicts . The Transactions (a) do not require
any consent or approval of, registration or filing with, or any other action by, any Governmental Authority,
except such as have been obtained or made and are in full force and effect and except for filings necessary to
perfect Liens created pursuant to the Loan Documents, (b) will not violate any Requirement of Law
applicable to any Loan Party or any Subsidiary, (c) will not violate or result in a default under any indenture,
agreement or other instrument binding upon any Loan Party or any Subsidiary or the assets of any Loan
Party or any Subsidiary, or give rise to a right thereunder to require any payment to be made by any Loan
Party or any Subsidiary, and (d) will not result in the creation or imposition of, or other requirement to
create, any Lien on any asset of any Loan Party or any Subsidiary, except Liens created pursuant to the
Loan Documents.

Section 3.04 Financial Condition; No Material Adverse Change.

(a) The Borrower has heretofore furnished to the Lender its consolidated balance sheet
and statements of income, stockholders equity and cash flows (i) as of and for the fiscal year ended August
31, 2018, reported on by Deloitte & Touche LLP, independent public accountants, and (ii) as of and for the
fiscal quarter and the portion of the fiscal year ended February 28, 2019, certified by a Financial
Officer. Such financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the financial position and results of
operations and cash flows of the Borrower and its consolidated Subsidiaries as of such dates and for such
periods in accordance with GAAP, subject to normal year end audit adjustments all of which, when taken as
a whole, would not be materially adverse and the absence of footnotes in the case of the statements referred
to in clause (ii) above.

(b) No event, change or condition has occurred that has had, or could reasonably be
expected to have, a Material Adverse Effect, since August 31, 2018.

Section 3.05 Properties

(a) As of the date of this Agreement, Schedule 3.05 sets forth the address of each parcel
of real property that is owned or leased by any Loan Party. Each of such leases and subleases is valid and
enforceable in accordance with its terms and is in full force and effect, and no default by any party to any
such lease or sublease exists. Each of the Loan Parties and each Subsidiary has good and indefeasible title
to, or valid leasehold interests in, all of its real and personal property, free of all Liens other than those
permitted by Section 6.02.

(b) Each Loan Party and each Subsidiary owns, or is licensed to use, all trademarks,
tradenames, copyrights, patents and other intellectual property necessary to its business as currently
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conducted, a correct and complete list of which, as of the date of this Agreement, is set forth on Schedule
3.05, and the use thereof by each Loan Party and each Subsidiary does not infringe in any material respect
upon the rights of any other Person, and each Loan Party’s and each Subsidiary’s rights thereto are not
subject to any licensing agreement or similar arrangement.

Section 3.06  Litigation and Environmental Matters

(a) There are no actions, suits or proceedings by or before any arbitrator or
Governmental Authority pending against or, to the knowledge of any Loan Party, threatened against or
affecting any Loan Party or any Subsidiary (i) as to which there is a reasonable possibility of an adverse
determination and that, if adversely determined, could reasonably be expected, individually or in the
aggregate, to result in a Material Adverse Effect (other than the Disclosed Matters set forth on Schedule
3.06) or (ii) that involve any Loan Document or the Transactions.

(b) Except for the Disclosed Matters, (i) no Loan Party or any Subsidiary has received
notice of any claim with respect to any Environmental Liability or knows of any basis for any
Environmental Liability and (ii) and except with respect to any other matters that, individually or in the
aggregate, could not reasonably be expected to result in a Material Adverse Effect, no Loan Party or
any Subsidiary (A) has failed to comply with any Environmental Law or to obtain, maintain or comply with
any permit, license or other approval required under any Environmental Law (B) has become subject to any
Environmental Liability, (C) has received notice of any claim with respect to any Environmental Liability or
(D) knows of any basis for any Environmental Liability.

(o) Since the date of this Agreement, there has been no change in the status of the
Disclosed Matters that, individually or in the aggregate, has resulted in, or materially increased the
likelihood of, a Material Adverse Effect.

Section 3.07 Compliance with I.aws and Agreements; No Default. Except where the failure to
do so, individually or in the aggregate, could not reasonably be expected to result in a
Material Adverse Effect, each Loan Party and each Subsidiary is in compliance with (i) each
Requirement of Law applicable to it or its property and (ii) all indentures, agreements and
other instruments binding upon it or its property. No Default has occurred and is
continuing.

Section 3.08  Investment Company Status . No Loan Party or any Subsidiary is an
“investment company” as defined in, or subject to regulation under, the Investment Company Act of 1940.

Section 3.09 Taxes . Each Loan Party and each Subsidiary has timely filed or caused to
be filed all Tax returns and reports required to have been filed and has paid or caused to be paid all Taxes
required to have been paid by it, except (a) Taxes that are being contested in good faith by appropriate
proceedings and for which such Loan Party or such Subsidiary, as applicable, has set aside on its books
adequate reserves or (b) to the extent that the failure to do so could not be expected to result in a Material
Adverse Effect. No tax liens have been filed and no claims are being asserted with respect to any such taxes.

Section 3.10  ERISA . No ERISA Event has occurred or is reasonably expected to occur
that, when taken together with all other such ERISA Events for which liability is reasonably expected to
occur, could reasonably be expected to result in a Material Adverse Effect. The present value of all
accumulated benefit obligations under each Plan (based on the assumptions used for purposes of Statement
of Financial
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Accounting Standards No. 87) did not, as of the date of the most recent financial statements reflecting such
amounts, exceed the fair market value of the assets of such Plan.

Section 3.11 Disclosure . The Loan Parties have disclosed to the Lender all agreements,
instruments and corporate or other restrictions to which any Loan Party or any Subsidiary is subject, and all
other matters known to it, that, individually or in the aggregate, could reasonably be expected to result in a
Material Adverse Effect. None of the reports, financial statements, certificates or other information
furnished by or on behalf of any Loan Party or any Subsidiary to the Lender in connection with the
negotiation of this Agreement or any other Loan Document (as modified or supplemented by other
information so furnished) contains any material misstatement of fact or omits to state any material fact
necessary to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances under which they were made, not
misleading; provided that, with respect to projected financial information, the Loan Parties represent only
that such information was prepared in good faith based upon assumptions believed to be reasonable at the
time delivered and, if such projected financial information was delivered prior to the Effective Date, as of
the Effective Date.

Section 3.12 Material Agreements . No Loan Party or any Subsidiary is in default in the
performance, observance or fulfillment of any of the obligations, covenants or conditions contained in (i)
any material agreement to which it is a party or (ii) any agreement or instrument evidencing or governing
Indebtedness.

Section 3.13  Solvency

(a) Immediately after the consummation of the Transactions to occur on the Effective
Date, (i) the fair value of the assets of each Loan Party, at a fair valuation, will exceed its debts and
liabilities, subordinated, contingent or otherwise; (ii) the present fair saleable value of the property of each
Loan Party will be greater than the amount that will be required to pay the probable liability of its debts and
other liabilities, subordinated, contingent or otherwise, as such debts and other liabilities become absolute
and matured; (iii) each Loan Party will be able to pay its debts and liabilities, subordinated, contingent or
otherwise, as such debts and liabilities become absolute and matured; and (iv) no Loan Party will have
unreasonably small capital with which to conduct the business in which it is engaged as such business is now
conducted and is proposed to be conducted after the Effective Date.

(b) No Loan Party intends to, nor will permit any Subsidiary to, and no Loan Party
believes that it or any Subsidiary will, incur debts beyond its ability to pay such debts as they mature, taking
into account the timing of and amounts of cash to be received by it or any such Subsidiary and the timing of
the amounts of cash to be payable on or in respect of its Indebtedness or the Indebtedness of any such
Subsidiary.

Section 3.14 Insurance . Schedule 3.14 sets forth a description of all insurance maintained
by or on behalf of the Loan Parties and their Subsidiaries as of the Effective Date. As of the Effective Date,
all premiums in respect of such insurance have been paid. The Loan Parties believe that the insurance
maintained by or on behalf of the Loan Parties and their Subsidiaries is adequate and is customary for
companies engaged in the same or similar businesses operating in the same or similar locations.

Section 3.15  Capitalization and Subsidiaries . Schedule 3.15 sets forth (a) a correct and
complete list of the name and relationship to the Borrower of each Subsidiary, (b) a true and complete listing
of each class of each of the Borrower’s authorized Equity Interests, of which all of such issued Equity
Interests are validly issued, outstanding, fully paid and non-assessable, and owned beneficially and of
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record by the Persons identified on Schedule 3.15, and (c) the type of entity of the Borrower and each
Subsidiary. All of the issued and outstanding Equity Interests owned by any Loan Party have been (to the
extent such concepts are relevant with respect to such ownership interests) duly authorized and issued and
are fully paid and non-assessable.

Section 3.16  Security Interest in Collateral . The provisions of this Agreement and the
other Loan Documents create legal and valid Liens on all the Collateral in favor of the Lender, for the
benefit of the Secured Parties, and such Liens constitute perfected and continuing Liens on the Collateral,
securing the Secured Obligations, enforceable against the applicable Loan Party and all third parties, and
having priority over all other Liens on the Collateral except in the case of (a) Permitted Encumbrances, to
the extent any such Permitted Encumbrances would have priority over the Liens in favor of the Lender
pursuant to any applicable law and (b) Liens perfected only by possession (including possession of any
certificate of title), to the extent the Lender has not obtained or does not maintain possession of such
Collateral.

Section 3.17  Employment Matters . As of the Effective Date, there are no strikes, lockouts
or slowdowns against any Loan Party or any Subsidiary pending or, to the knowledge of any Loan Party,
threatened. The hours worked by and payments made to employees of the Loan Parties and their
Subsidiaries have not been in violation of the Fair Labor Standards Act or any other applicable federal, state,
local or foreign law dealing with such matters. All payments due from any Loan Party or any Subsidiary, or
for which any claim may be made against any Loan Party or any Subsidiary, on account of wages and
employee health and welfare insurance and other benefits, have been paid or accrued as a liability on the
books of such Loan Party or such Subsidiary.

Section 3.18 Margin Regulations . No Loan Party is engaged and will not engage,
principally or as one of its important activities, in the business of purchasing or carrying Margin Stock, or
extending credit for the purpose of purchasing or carrying Margin Stock, and no part of the proceeds of
Borrowing or Letter of Credit extension hereunder will be used to purchase or carry any Margin
Stock. Following the application of the proceeds of each Borrowing or drawing under each Letter of Credit,
not more than 25% of the value of the assets (either of any Loan Party only or of the Loan Parties and their
Subsidiaries on a consolidated basis) will be Margin Stock.

Section 3.19  Use of Proceeds . The proceeds of the Loans have been used and will be used,
whether directly or indirectly as set forth in Section 5.08.

Section 3.20 No_Burdensome Restrictions . No Loan Party is subject to any
Burdensome Restrictions except Burdensome Restrictions permitted under Section 6.10.

Section 3.21 Anti-Corruption Laws and Sanctions . Each Loan Party has implemented
and maintains in effect policies and procedures designed to ensure compliance by such Loan Party, its
Subsidiaries and their respective directors, officers, employees and agents with Anti-Corruption Laws and
applicable Sanctions, and such Loan Party, its Subsidiaries and their respective officers and directors and to
the knowledge of such Loan Party its employees and agents, are in compliance with Anti-Corruption Laws
and applicable Sanctions in all material respects. None of (a) any Loan Party, any Subsidiary, any of their
respective directors or officers or employees, or (b) to the knowledge of any such Loan Party or Subsidiary,
any agent of such Loan Party or any Subsidiary that will act in any capacity in connection with or benefit
from the credit facility established hereby, is a Sanctioned Person. No Borrowing or Letter of Credit, use of
proceeds, Transaction or other transaction contemplated by this Agreement or the other Loan Documents
will violate Anti-Corruption Laws or applicable Sanctions.
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Section 3.22  Plan Assets; Prohibited Transactions . None of the Loan Parties or any of their
Subsidiaries is an entity deemed to hold “plan assets” (within the meaning of the Plan Asset Regulations),
and neither the execution, delivery nor performance of the transactions contemplated under this Agreement,
including the making of any Loan and the issuance of any Letter of Credit hereunder, will give rise to a non-
exempt prohibited transaction under Section 406 of ERISA or Section 4975 of the Code.

The Lender shall have received (i) audited
consolidated financial statements of the Borrower for the 2016, 2017 and 2018 fiscal years, (ii) unaudited
interim consolidated financial statements of the Borrower for each fiscal quarter ended after the date of the
latest applicable financial statements delivered pursuant to clause (i) of this paragraph as to which such
financial statements are available, and such financial statements shall not, in the reasonable judgment of the
Lender, reflect any material adverse change in the consolidated financial condition of the Borrower, as
reflected in the audited, consolidated financial statements described in clause (i) of this paragraph and (iii)
satisfactory Projections through the Borrower’s fiscal year ending in 2019.

Certificates. The Lender shall have received (i) a certificate of each Loan Party, dated the Effective Date and
executed by its Secretary or Assistant Secretary, which shall (A) certify the resolutions of its Board of
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Directors, members or other body authorizing the execution, delivery and performance of the Loan
Documents to which it is a party, (B) identify by name and title and bear the signatures of the officers of
such Loan Party authorized to sign the Loan Documents to which it is a party and, in the case of the
Borrower, its Financial Officers, and (C) contain appropriate attachments, including the charter, articles or
certificate of organization or incorporation of each Loan Party certified by the relevant authority of the
jurisdiction of organization of such Loan Party and a true and correct copy of its bylaws or operating,
management or partnership agreement, or other organizational or governing documents, and (ii) a long form
good standing certificate for each Loan Party from its jurisdiction of organization.

(d) No Default Certificate. The Lender shall have received a certificate, signed by a
Financial Officer of the Borrower and each other Loan Party, dated as of the Effective Date (i) stating that no
Default has occurred and is continuing, (ii) stating that the representations and warranties contained in the
Loan Documents are true and correct as of such date, and (iii) certifying as to any other factual matters as
may be reasonably requested by the Lender.

(e) Fees. The Lender shall have received all fees required to be paid, and all expenses
required to be reimbursed for which invoices have been presented (including the reasonable fees and
expenses of legal counsel), on or before the Effective Date. All such amounts will be paid with proceeds of
Loans made on the Effective Date and will be reflected in the funding instructions given by the Borrower to
the Lender on or before the Effective Date.

® Lien Searches. The Lender shall have received the results of a recent lien search in
the jurisdiction of organization of each Loan Party and each jurisdiction where assets of the Loan Parties are
located, and such search shall reveal no Liens on any of the assets of the Loan Parties except for liens
permitted by Section 6.02 or discharged on or prior to the Effective Date pursuant to a pay-off letter or other
documentation satisfactory to the Lender.

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Q)] Filings, Registrations and Recordings. Each document (including any Uniform
Commercial Code financing statement) required by the Collateral Documents or under law or reasonably
requested by the Lender to be filed, registered or recorded in order to create in favor of the Lender, for the
benefit of the Secured Parties, a perfected Lien on the Collateral described therein, prior and superior in right
to any other Person (other than with respect to Liens expressly permitted by Section 6.02), shall be in proper

form for filing, registration or recordation.

(m) Insurance. The Lender shall have received evidence of insurance coverage in form,
scope, and substance reasonably satisfactory to the Lender and otherwise in compliance with the terms of
Section 5.10 of this Agreement and Section 4.12 of the Security Agreement.

(n) Legal Due Diligence. The Lender and its counsel shall have completed all legal due
diligence, the results of which shall be satisfactory to Lender in its sole discretion.

(o) USA PATRIOT Act, Etc. The Lender shall have received, (x) at least five (5) days
prior to the Effective Date, all documentation and other information regarding the Borrower requested in
connection with applicable “know_your customer” and anti-money laundering rules and regulations,
including the USA PATRIOT Act and the Beneficial Ownership Regulation, if applicable, to the extent
requested in writing of the Borrower at least ten (10) days prior to the Effective Date, and (y) a properly
completed and signed IRS Form W-8 or W-9, as applicable, for each Loan Party.

(p) Other Documents. The Lender shall have received such other documents as the
Lender or its counsel may have reasonably requested.

The Lender shall notify the Borrower of the Effective Date, and such notice shall be conclusive and
binding.

GAAP consistently applied, accompanied by any management letter prepared by said accountants;

(b) within 60 days after the end of each of the first three fiscal quarters of the Borrower,
its consolidated and consolidating balance sheet and related statements of operations, stockholders’ equity
and cash flows as of the end of and for such fiscal quarter and the then elapsed portion of such fiscal year,
setting forth in each case in comparative form the figures for the corresponding period or periods of (or, in
the case of the balance sheet, as of the end of) the previous fiscal year, all certified by a Financial Officer as
presenting fairly in all material respects the financial condition and results of operations of the Borrower and
its consolidated Subsidiaries on a consolidated basis in accordance with GAAP consistently applied, subject
to normal year-end audit adjustments and the absence of footnotes;

(© within 60 days of the end of each fiscal quarter of the Borrower (other than the final
quarter of a fiscal year), and within 120 days of the end of each fiscal year of the Borrower, a detailed aging
of the Borrower’s accounts receivable as of the period then ended, including all invoices aged by invoice
date, prepared in a manner reasonably acceptable to the Lender, together with a summary specifying the
name and balance due for each Account Debtor, all delivered electronically in a text formatted file
acceptable to the Lender;

Default has occurred, specifying the details thereof and any action taken or proposed to be taken with respect
thereto, (iii) setting forth reasonably detailed calculations demonstrating compliance with Section 6.12 and
(iv) stating whether any change in GAAP or in the application thereof has occurred since the date of the
audited financial statements referred to in Section 3.04 and, if any such change has occurred, specifying the
effect of such change on the financial statements accompanying such certificate. Each such compliance
certificate delivered concurrently with the financial statements under clause (a) above shall include a
complete list of all patent and trademark registrations received and applications filed by the Loan Parties
with the United States Patent and Trademark Office and all copyright registrations received and applications
filed by the Loan Parties with the United States Copyright Office during the prior fiscal year together with
all other patents, trademarks and copyrights otherwise acquired during the prior fiscal year;

specifically enumerated herein. Any review of any Borrower-prepared financial statements used to test any
financial ratio or covenant will not waive the Lender’s rights to require further review or audit of such
information or any rights if such further review or audit indicates financial information contrary to the
Borrower-prepared financial statements;

® as soon as available, but in any event no later than 60 days after the beginning of
each fiscal year of the Borrower, a copy of the plan and forecast (including a projected consolidated and
consolidating balance sheet, income statement and cash flow statement) of the Borrower for each month of
the such fiscal year (the “Projections™) in form reasonably satisfactory to the Lender;

(8 promptly after receipt thereof by the Borrower or any Subsidiary, copies of each
notice or other correspondence received from the SEC (or comparable agency in any applicable non-U.S.
jurisdiction) concerning any investigation or possible investigation or other inquiry by the SEC or such other
agency regarding financial or other operational results of the Borrower or any Subsidiary thereof;

(h) promptly, but in any event within 30 days following any request therefor, (x) such
other information regarding the assets, business, operations, property, material changes in ownership of
Equity Interests, business affairs, financial condition, prospects, and results of operations of any Loan Party
or any Subsidiary, or compliance with the terms of this Agreement, as the Lender may reasonably request
and (y) information and documentation reasonably requested by the Lender for purposes of compliance with
applicable “know_your customer” and anti-money laundering rules and regulations, including the USA
PATRIOT Act and the Beneficial Ownership Regulation, if applicable; and

@) promptly after any request therefor by the Lender, copies of (i) any documents
described in Section 101(k)(1) of ERISA that the Borrower or any ERISA Affiliate may request with respect
to any Multiemployer Plan and (ii) any notices described in Section 101(1)(1) of ERISA that the Borrower or
any ERISA Affiliate may request with respect to any Multiemployer Plan; provided that if the Borrower or
any ERISA Affiliate has not requested such documents or notices from the administrator or sponsor of
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the applicable Multiemployer Plan, the Borrower or the applicable ERISA Affiliate shall promptly make a
request for such documents and notices from such administrator or sponsor and shall provide copies of such
documents and notices promptly after receipt thereof.

any product recall;

(o) any material change in accounting or financial reporting practices by the Borrower
or any Subsidiary;

Events that have occurred, could reasonably be expected to result in liability of the Loan Parties and their
Subsidiaries in an aggregate amount exceeding $500,000;

Each notice delivered under this Section (i) shall be in writing, (ii) shall contain a heading or a reference line
that reads “Notice under Section 5.02 of the Credit Agreement dated August 7, 2019” and (iii) shall be
accompanied by a statement of a Financial Officer or other executive officer of the Borrower setting forth
the details of the event or development requiring such notice and any action taken or proposed to be taken
with respect thereto.

Section 5.03  Existence; Conduct of Business . Each Loan Party will, and will cause each
Subsidiary to, (a) do or cause to be done all things necessary to preserve, renew and keep in full force and
effect its legal existence and the rights, qualifications, licenses, permits, franchises, governmental
authorizations, intellectual property rights, licenses and permits material to the conduct of its business, and
maintain all requisite authority to conduct its business in each jurisdiction in which its business is conducted;
provided that the foregoing shall not prohibit any merger, consolidation, liquidation or dissolution permitted
under Section 6.03 and (b) carry on and conduct its business in substantially the same manner and in
substantially the same fields of enterprise as it is presently conducted.

Section 5.04  Payment of Obligations . Each Loan Party will, and will cause each
Subsidiary to, pay or discharge all Material Indebtedness and all other material liabilities and obligations,
including Taxes, before the same shall become delinquent or in default, except where (a) the validity or
amount thereof is being contested in good faith by appropriate proceedings, (b) such Loan Party or
Subsidiary has set aside on its books adequate reserves with respect thereto in accordance with GAAP and
(c) the failure to make payment pending such contest could not reasonably be expected to result in a Material
Adverse Effect; provided, however, that each Loan Party will, and will cause each Subsidiary to, remit
withholding taxes and other payroll taxes to appropriate Governmental Authorities as and when claimed to
be due, notwithstanding the foregoing exceptions.

Section 5.05 Maintenance of Properties . Each Loan Party will, and will cause each
Subsidiary to, keep and maintain all property material to the conduct of its business in good working order
and condition, ordinary wear and tear excepted.

Section 5.06 Books and Records;_ Inspection Rights . Each Loan Party will, and will
cause each Subsidiary to, (a) keep proper books of record and account in which full, true and correct entries
are made of all dealings and transactions in relation to its business and activities and (b) permit any
representatives designated by the Lender (including employees of the Lender or any consultants,
accountants, lawyers, agents and appraisers retained by the Lender), upon reasonable prior notice, to visit
and inspect its properties, conduct at the Loan Party’s premises field examinations of the Loan Party’s assets,
liabilities, books and records, including examining and making extracts from its books and records,
environmental assessment reports and Phase I or Phase II studies, and to discuss its affairs, finances and
condition with its officers and independent accountants, all at such reasonable times and as often as
reasonably requested; provided, however, that if no Event of Default has occurred and is continuing, such
inspections shall be limited to one per calendar year and shall be at the sole expense of the Borrower. The
Loan Parties acknowledge that the Lender, after exercising its rights of inspection, may prepare certain
Reports pertaining to the Loan Parties’ assets for internal use by the Lender.

Section 5.07  Compliance with L.aws and Material Contractual Obligations . Each Loan
Party will, and will cause each Subsidiary to, (i) comply with each Requirement of Law applicable to it or its
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property (including, without limitation, Environmental Laws) and (ii) perform in all material respects its
obligations under material agreements to which it is a party , except, in each case, where the failure to do so,
individually or in the aggregate, could not reasonably be expected to result in a Material Adverse
Effect. Each Loan Party will maintain in effect and enforce policies and procedures designed to ensure
compliance by such Loan Party, its Subsidiaries and their respective directors, officers, employees and
agents with Anti-Corruption Laws and applicable Sanctions.

Section 5.08 Use of Proceeds

(a) The proceeds of the Loans and the Letters of Credit will be used only for
(i) payment in full of all Indebtedness of the Borrower under the Original Credit Agreement, including,
without limitation, the Original Revolving Loan and the Original Term Loans, (ii) Special Stock
Repurchases, and (iii) the Borrower’s general working capital and other business purposes. No part of the
proceeds of any Loan and no Letter of Credit will be used, whether directly or indirectly, (y) for any purpose
that entails a violation of any of the regulations of the Federal Reserve Board, including Regulations T, U
and X or (z) to make any Acquisition. Letters of Credit will be issued only to support general corporate
purposes.

(b) Anti-Corruption Laws and Sanctions. The Borrower will not request any
Borrowing or Letter of Credit, and the Borrower shall not use, and shall procure that its Subsidiaries and its
or their respective directors, officers, employees and agents shall not use, the proceeds of any Borrowing or
Letter of Credit (a) in furtherance of an offer, payment, promise to pay, or authorization of the payment or
giving of money, or anything else of value, to any Person in violation of any Anti-Corruption Laws, (b) for
the purpose of funding, financing or facilitating any activities, business or transaction of or with any
Sanctioned Person, or in any Sanctioned Country, except to the extent permitted for a Person required to
comply with Sanctions, or (c) in any manner that would result in the violation of any Sanctions applicable to
any party hereto.

Section 5.09  Accuracy of Information . The Loan Parties will ensure that any information,
including financial statements or other documents, furnished to the Lender in connection with this
Agreement or any other Loan Document or any amendment or modification hereof or thereof or waiver
hereunder or thereunder contains no material misstatement of fact or omits to state any material fact
necessary to make the statements therein, in the light of the circumstances under which they were made, not
misleading, and the furnishing of such information shall be deemed to be a representation and warranty by
the Borrower on the date thereof as to the matters specified in this Section 5.09; provided that, with respect
to the Projections, the Loan Parties will cause the Projections to be prepared in good faith based upon
assumptions believed to be reasonable at the time.

Section 5.10 Insurance . Each Loan Party will, and will cause each Subsidiary to,
maintain with financially sound and reputable carriers having a financial strength rating of at least A- by
A .M. Best Company (a) insurance in such amounts (with no greater risk retention) and against such risks
(including, without limitation, loss or damage by fire and loss in transit; theft, burglary, pilferage, larceny,
embezzlement, and other criminal activities; business interruption; and general liability) and such other
hazards, as is customarily maintained by companies of established repute engaged in the same or similar
businesses operating in the same or similar locations and (b) all insurance required pursuant to the Collateral
Documents. The Borrower will furnish to the Lender information in reasonable detail as to the insurance so
maintained.
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Section 5.11  Appraisals . At any time that the Lender requests, the Borrower will, and will
cause each Subsidiary to, provide the Lender with appraisals or updates thereof of their Inventory,
Equipment and real property from an appraiser selected and engaged by the Lender, and prepared on a basis
satisfactory to the Lender, such appraisals and updates to include, without limitation, information required
by any applicable Requirement of Law; provided, however, that if no Event of Default has occurred and is
continuing, such appraisals shall be limited to one per calendar year and shall be at the sole expense of the
Borrower.

Section 5.12 Casualty and Condemnation . The Borrower (a) will furnish to the Lender
prompt written notice of any casualty or other insured damage to any material portion of the Collateral or the
commencement of any action or proceeding for the taking of any material portion of the Collateral or
interest therein under power of eminent domain or by condemnation or similar proceeding and (b) will
ensure that the Net Proceeds of any such event (whether in the form of insurance proceeds, condemnation
awards or otherwise) are collected and applied in accordance with the applicable provisions of this
Agreement and the Collateral Documents.

Section 5.13  Depository Banks . Each Loan Party will maintain the Lender as its principal
depository bank, including for the maintenance of operating, administrative, cash management, collection
activity, and other deposit accounts for the conduct of its business.

Section 5.14 Additional Collateral; Further Assurances

(a) Subject to any applicable Requirement of Law, each Loan Party will cause each of
its domestic Subsidiaries formed or acquired after the date of this Agreement or any limited liability
companies formed pursuant to any division to become a Loan Party by executing a Joinder Agreement. In
connection therewith, the Lender shall have received all documentation and other information regarding
such newly formed or acquired Subsidiaries as may be required to comply with the applicable “know your
customer” rules and regulations, including the USA Patriot Act. Upon execution and delivery thereof, each
such Person (i) shall automatically become a Loan Guarantor hereunder and thereupon shall have all of the
rights, benefits, duties, and obligations in such capacity under the Loan Documents and (ii) will grant Liens
to the Lender, for the benefit of the Secured Parties, in any property of such Loan Party which constitutes
Collateral, including any parcel of real property located in the U.S. owned by any Loan Party.

(b) Each Loan Party will cause 100% of the issued and outstanding Equity Interests of
each of its domestic Subsidiaries to be subject at all times to a first priority, perfected Lien in favor of the
Lender, for the benefit of the Secured Parties, pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Loan Documents
or other security documents as the Lender shall reasonably request.

(© Without limiting the foregoing, each Loan Party will, and will cause each
Subsidiary to, execute and deliver, or cause to be executed and delivered, to the Lender such documents,
agreements and instruments, and will take or cause to be taken such further actions (including the filing and
recording of financing statements, fixture filings, mortgages, deeds of trust and other documents and such
other actions or deliveries of the type required by Section 4.01, as applicable), which may be required by any
Requirement of Law or which the Lender may, from time to time, reasonably request to carry out the terms
and conditions of this Agreement and the other Loan Documents and to ensure perfection and priority of the
Liens created or intended to be created by the Collateral Documents, all in form and substance reasonably
satisfactory to the Lender and all at the expense of the Loan Parties.
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(d) If any material assets (including any real property or improvements thereto or any
interest therein) are acquired by any Loan Party after the Effective Date (other than assets constituting
Collateral under the Security Agreement that become subject to the Lien under the Security Agreement upon
acquisition thereof), the Borrower will (i) notify the Lender and, if requested by the Lender, cause such
assets to be subjected to a Lien securing the Secured Obligations and (ii) take, and cause each applicable
Loan Party to take, such actions as shall be necessary or reasonably requested by the Lender to grant and
perfect such Liens, including actions described in paragraph (c) of this Section, all at the expense of the
Loan Parties.

Article VI
Negative Covenants

Until all of the Secured Obligations shall have been Paid in Full, each Loan Party executing this
Agreement covenants and agrees, jointly and severally with all of the other Loan Parties, with the Lender
that:

Section 6.01  Indebtedness . No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, create,
incur, assume or suffer to exist any Indebtedness, except:

(a) the Secured Obligations;

(b) Indebtedness existing on the date hereof and set forth in Schedule 6.01 (excluding,
however, following the making of the initial Loans hereunder, the Indebtedness to be repaid with the
proceeds of such Loan as indicated on Schedule 6.01) and any extensions, renewals, refinancings and
replacements of any such Indebtedness in accordance with clause (f) hereof;

(o) Indebtedness of the Borrower to any Subsidiary and of any Subsidiary to the
Borrower or any other Subsidiary, provided that (i) Indebtedness of any Subsidiary that is not a Loan Party
to the Borrower or any other Loan Party shall be subject to Section 6.04 and (ii) Indebtedness of any Loan
Party to any Subsidiary that is not a Loan Party shall be subordinated to the Secured Obligations on terms
reasonably satisfactory to the Lender;

(d) Guarantees by the Borrower of Indebtedness of any Subsidiary and by any
Subsidiary of Indebtedness of the Borrower or any other Subsidiary, provided that (i) the Indebtedness so
Guaranteed is permitted by this Section 6.01, (ii) Guarantees by the Borrower or any other Loan Party of
Indebtedness of any Subsidiary that is not a Loan Party shall be subject to Section 6.04 and (iii) Guarantees
permitted under this clause (d) shall be subordinated to the Secured Obligations on the same terms as the
Indebtedness so Guaranteed is subordinated to the Secured Obligations;

(e) Indebtedness of the Borrower or any Subsidiary incurred to finance the acquisition,
construction or improvement of any fixed or capital assets (whether or not constituting purchase money
Indebtedness), including Capital Lease Obligations and any Indebtedness assumed in connection with the
acquisition of any such assets or secured by a Lien on any such assets prior to the acquisition thereof, and
extensions, renewals and replacements of any such Indebtedness in accordance with clause (f) below;
provided that (i) such Indebtedness is incurred prior to or within 90 days after such acquisition or the
completion of such construction or improvement and (ii) the aggregate principal amount of Indebtedness
permitted by this clause (e) together with any Refinance Indebtedness in respect thereof permitted by clause
(f) below, shall not exceed $3,000,000 at any time outstanding;
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® Indebtedness which represents extensions, renewals, refinancing or replacements
(such Indebtedness being so extended, renewed, refinanced or replaced being referred to herein as the
“Refinance Indebtedness”) of any of the Indebtedness described in clauses (b) and (e) and (i) hereof (such
Indebtedness being referred to herein as the “Original Indebtedness”); provided that (i) such Refinance
Indebtedness does not increase the principal amount or interest rate of the Original Indebtedness, (ii) any
Liens securing such Refinance Indebtedness are not extended to any additional property of any Loan Party
or any Subsidiary, (iii) no Loan Party or any Subsidiary that is not originally obligated with respect to
repayment of such Original Indebtedness is required to become obligated with respect to such Refinance
Indebtedness, (iv) such Refinance Indebtedness does not result in a shortening of the average weighted
maturity of such Original Indebtedness, (v) the terms of such Refinance Indebtedness are not less favorable
to the obligor thereunder than the original terms of such Original Indebtedness and (vi) if such Original
Indebtedness was subordinated in right of payment to the Secured Obligations, then the terms and conditions
of such Refinance Indebtedness must include subordination terms and conditions that are at least as
favorable to the Lender as those that were applicable to such Original Indebtedness;

(8 Indebtedness owed to any Person providing workers’ compensation, health,
disability or other employee benefits or property, casualty or liability insurance, pursuant to reimbursement
or indemnification obligations to such Person, in each case incurred in the ordinary course of business;

(h) Indebtedness of any Loan Party in respect of performance bonds, bid bonds, appeal
bonds, surety bonds and similar obligations, in each case provided in the ordinary course of business; and

@) other unsecured Indebtedness in an aggregate principal amount not exceeding
$1,500,000 at any time outstanding.

Section 6.02 Liens . No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, create,
incur, assume or permit to exist any Lien on any property or asset now owned or hereafter acquired by it, or
assign or sell any income or revenues (including Accounts) or rights in respect of any thereof, except:

(a) Liens created pursuant to any Loan Document;
(b) Permitted Encumbrances;
(o) any Lien on any property or asset of the Borrower or any Subsidiary existing on the

date hereof and set forth in Schedule 6.02; provided that (i) such Lien shall not apply to any other property
or asset of the Borrower or any Subsidiary and (ii) such Lien shall secure only those obligations which it
secures on the date hereof and extensions, renewals and replacements thereof that do not increase the
outstanding principal amount thereof;

(d) Liens on fixed or capital assets acquired, constructed or improved by the Borrower
or any Subsidiary; provided that (i) such Liens secure Indebtedness permitted by clause (e) of Section 6.01,
(i) such Liens and the Indebtedness secured thereby are incurred prior to or within 90 days after such
acquisition or the completion of such construction or improvement, (iii) the Indebtedness secured thereby
does not exceed the cost of acquiring, constructing or improving such fixed or capital assets and (iv) such
Liens shall not apply to any other property or assets of the Borrower or any Subsidiary;

(e) any Lien existing on any property or asset (other than Accounts and Inventory) prior
to the acquisition thereof by the Borrower or any Subsidiary or existing on any property or asset (other than
Accounts and Inventory) of any Person that becomes a Loan Party after the date hereof prior to the
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time such Person becomes a Loan Party; provided that (i) such Lien is not created in contemplation of or in
connection with such acquisition or such Person becoming a Loan Party, as the case may be, (ii) such Lien
shall not apply to any other property or assets of the Loan Party and (iii) such Lien shall secure only those
obligations which it secures on the date of such acquisition or the date such Person becomes a Loan Party, as
the case may be ,and extensions, renewals and replacements thereof that do not increase the outstanding
principal amount thereof;

6] Liens of a collecting bank arising in the ordinary course of business under
Section 4-210 of the UCC in effect in the relevant jurisdiction covering only the items being collected upon;

() Liens arising out of Sale and Leaseback Transactions permitted by Section 6.06;

(h) Liens securing obligations in respect to commercial or trade-related Letters of
Credit permitted under Section 6.01 and covering the goods (or the documents of title in respect of such
goods) financed by such Letters of Credit together with the proceeds and products thereof; and

@) Liens granted by a Subsidiary that is not a Loan Party in favor of the Borrower or
another Loan Party in respect of Indebtedness owed by such Subsidiary.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, none of the Liens permitted pursuant to this Section 6.02 may at any time
attach to any Loan Party’s (i) Accounts, other than those permitted under clause (a) of the definition of
Permitted Encumbrances and clause (a) above and (ii) Inventory, other than those permitted under clauses
(a) and (b) of the definition of Permitted Encumbrances and clause (a) above.

Section 6.03 Fundamental Changes

(a) No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, merge into or consolidate
with any other Person, or permit any other Person to merge into or consolidate with it, or otherwise Dispose
of all or any substantial part of its assets, or all or substantially all of the stock of any of its Subsidiaries (in
each case, whether now owned or hereafter acquired), or liquidate, divide or dissolve, except that, if at the
time thereof and immediately after giving effect thereto no Event of Default shall have occurred and be
continuing, (i) any Subsidiary of the Borrower may merge into the Borrower in a transaction in which the
Borrower is the surviving entity, (ii) any Loan Party (other than the Borrower) may merge into any other
Loan Party in a transaction in which the surviving entity is a Loan Party and (iii) any Subsidiary that is not a
Loan Party may liquidate, divide or dissolve if the Borrower determines in good faith that such liquidation,
division or dissolution is in the best interests of the Borrower and is not materially disadvantageous to the
Lender; provided that any such merger involving a Person that is not a wholly owned Subsidiary
immediately prior to such merger shall not be permitted unless also permitted by Section 6.04.

(b) No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, consummate a Division as
the Dividing Person, without the prior written consent of the Lender. Without limiting the foregoing, if any
Loan Party that is a limited liability company consummates a Division (with or without the prior consent of
the Lender as required above), each Division Successor shall be required to comply with the obligations set
forth in Section 5.14 and the other further assurances obligations set forth in the Loan Documents and
become a Loan Party under this Agreement and the other Loan Documents.

(o) No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, engage in any business
other than businesses of the type conducted by the Borrower and its Subsidiaries on the date hereof and
businesses reasonably related thereto.
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(d) No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, change its fiscal year or
any fiscal quarter from the basis in effect on the Effective Date, unless such Loan Party shall have given the
Lender at least 60 days’ prior written notice of such change.

(e) No Loan Party will change the accounting basis upon which its financial statements
are prepared.

® No Loan Party will change the tax filing elections it has made under the Code.

Section 6.04  Investments, L.oans, Advances, Guarantees and Acquisitions . No Loan Party
will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, form any subsidiary after the Effective Date, or purchase, hold or
acquire (including pursuant to any merger with any Person that was not a Loan Party and a wholly owned
Subsidiary prior to such merger) any Equity Interests, evidences of indebtedness or other securities
(including any option, warrant or other right to acquire any of the foregoing) of, make or permit to exist any
loans or advances to, Guarantee any obligations of, or make or permit to exist any investment or any other
interest in, any other Person, or purchase or otherwise acquire (in one transaction or a series of transactions)
any assets of any other Person constituting a business unit (whether through purchase of assets, merger or
otherwise), except the following:

(a) Permitted Investments, subject to control agreements in favor of the Lender or
otherwise subject to a perfected security interest in favor of the Lender;

(b) investments in existence on the date hereof and described in Schedule 6.04;

(©) investments by the Borrower and the Subsidiaries in Equity Interests in their
respective Subsidiaries, provided that (i) any such Equity Interests held by a Loan Party shall be pledged
pursuant to the Security Agreement (subject to the limitations, if any, applicable to Equity Interests of a
foreign Subsidiary referred to in Section 5.14) and (ii) the aggregate amount of investments by Loan Parties
in Subsidiaries that are not Loan Parties (together with outstanding intercompany loans permitted under
Section 6.04(d) and outstanding Guarantees permitted under Section 6.04(e)) shall not exceed (A)
$1,000,000 at any time outstanding in any individual case or (B) $5,000,000 at any time outstanding in the
aggregate (in each case determined without regard to any write-downs or write-offs);

(d) loans or advances made by any Loan Party to any Subsidiary and made by any
Subsidiary to a Loan Party or any other Subsidiary, provided that (i) any such loans and advances made by a
Loan Party shall be evidenced by a promissory note pledged pursuant to the Security Agreement and (ii) the
amount of such loans and advances made by Loan Parties to Subsidiaries that are not Loan Parties (together
with outstanding investments permitted under Section 6.04(c) and outstanding Guarantees permitted under
Section 6.04(e)) shall not exceed (A) $1,000,000 at any time outstanding in any individual case or (B)
$5,000,000 at any time outstanding in the aggregate (in each case determined without regard to any write-
downs or write-offs)

(e) Guarantees constituting Indebtedness permitted by Section 6.01, provided that the
principal amount of Indebtedness of Subsidiaries that are not Loan Parties that is Guaranteed by any Loan
Party (together with outstanding investments permitted under clause (ii) to the proviso to Section 6.04(c) and
outstanding intercompany loans permitted under clause (ii) to the proviso to Section 6.04(d)) shall not
exceed (A) $1,000,000 at any time outstanding in any individual case or (B) $5,000,000 at any time
outstanding in the aggregate (in each case determined without regard to any write-downs or write-offs);
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® notes payable, or stock or other securities issued by Account Debtors to a Loan
Party pursuant to negotiated agreements with respect to settlement of such Account Debtor’s Accounts in the
ordinary course of business, consistent with past practices;

(8) investments in the form of Swap Agreements permitted by Section 6.07;

(h) investments of any Person existing at the time such Person becomes a Subsidiary of
the Borrower or consolidates or merges with the Borrower or any Subsidiary (including in connection with a
permitted acquisition), so long as such investments were not made in contemplation of such Person
becoming a Subsidiary or of such merger;

@) investments received in connection with the disposition of assets permitted by
Section 6.05; and

G investments constituting deposits described in clauses (c) and (d) of the definition of
the term “Permitted Encumbrances”.

Section 6.05 Asset Sales . No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, Dispose
of any asset, including any Equity Interest owned by it, nor will the Borrower permit any Subsidiary to issue
any additional Equity Interest in such Subsidiary (other than to the Borrower or another Subsidiary in
compliance with Section 6.04), except:

(a) Dispositions of (i) Inventory in the ordinary course of business and (ii) used,
obsolete, worn out or surplus Equipment or property in the ordinary course of business; and asset
impairment in the ordinary course of business;

(b) Dispositions of assets to the Borrower or any Subsidiary, provided that any such
Dispositions involving a Subsidiary that is not a Loan Party shall be made in compliance with Section 6.09;

(© Dispositions of Accounts (excluding sales or dispositions in a factoring
arrangement) in connection with the compromise, settlement or collection thereof;

(d) Dispositions of Permitted Investments and other investments permitted by clauses
(i) and (k) of Section 6.04;

(e) Sale and Leaseback Transactions permitted by Section 6.06;

® Dispositions resulting from any casualty or other insured damage to, or any taking
under power of eminent domain or by condemnation or similar proceeding of, any property or asset of the
Borrower or any Subsidiary; and

(8) Dispositions of assets (other than Equity Interests in a Subsidiary unless all Equity
Interests in such Subsidiary are sold) that are not permitted by any other clause of this Section, provided that
the aggregate fair market value of all assets Disposed of in reliance upon this paragraph (g) shall not exceed
$1,000,000 during any fiscal year of the Borrower;

provided that all leases and Dispositions permitted under this Section 6.05 (other than those permitted by
paragraphs (b), (d) and (f) above) shall be made for fair value and for at least 75% cash consideration.
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Section 6.06  Sale and I.easeback Transactions . No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any
Subsidiary to, enter into any arrangement, directly or indirectly, whereby it shall sell or transfer any property,
real or personal, used or useful in its business, whether now owned or hereafter acquired, and thereafter rent
or lease such property or other property that it intends to use for substantially the same purpose or purposes
as the property sold or transferred (a “Sale and Leaseback Transaction), except for any such sale of any
fixed or capital assets by the Borrower or any Subsidiary that is made for cash consideration in an amount
not less than the fair value of such fixed or capital asset and is consummated within 90 days after the
Borrower or such Subsidiary acquires or completes the construction of such fixed or capital asset.

Section 6.07 Swap Agreements. No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to,
enter into any Swap Agreement, except (a) Swap Agreements entered into to hedge or mitigate risks to
which the Borrower or any Subsidiary has actual exposure (other than those in respect of Equity Interests of
the Borrower or any Subsidiary), and (b) Swap Agreements entered into in order to effectively cap, collar or
exchange interest rates (from floating to fixed rates, from one floating rate to another floating rate or
otherwise) with respect to any interest-bearing liability or investment of the Borrower or any Subsidiary.

Section 6.08 Restricted Payments; Certain Payments of Indebtedness

(a) No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, declare or make, or agree
to declare or make, directly or indirectly, any Restricted Payment, or incur any obligation (contingent or
otherwise) to do so; provided, however, (i) the Loan Parties may make earn-out payments or other
contingent payments constituting the payment of a deferred purchase price with respect to any acquisition by
a Loan Party of another Person or any other similar arrangement or agreement entered into by the Loan
Parties on or prior to the Second Modification Date, and (ii) the Borrower may make Restricted Payments in
common stock or other equity to, and cash tax payments payable to applicable tax authorities in respect of
(1) the exercise of stock options by option holders pursuant to and in accordance with stock options held by
the option holders, and (2) the vesting or settlement of other equity awards, in each case under the foregoing
clauses (1) and (2) pursuant to the Borrower’s omnibus incentive plans or other benefit plans for
management or employees of the Borrower and its Subsidiaries existing on or prior to the Second
Modification Date or any amendment or replacement of any such plan, in each case under the foregoing
clauses (i) and (ii), provided that (A) no Event of Default has occurred and is continuing or would occur as a
result of such Restricted Payment and (B) upon giving effect to such Restricted Payment, the Loan Parties
are in pro forma compliance with the financial covenants set forth in Section 6.12 based upon the most
recent financial statements delivered to the Lender pursuant to Section 5.01. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
after the Loan Parties have been in full compliance with the financial covenants set forth in Sections 6.12(a)
and (b) for any two consecutive fiscal quarters of Borrower beginning with the fiscal quarter of the Borrower
ending May 31, 2021, (i) the Borrower may declare and pay dividends with respect to its common stock
payable solely in additional shares of its common stock, and, with respect to its preferred stock, payable
solely in additional shares of such preferred stock or in shares of its common stock, (ii) Subsidiaries may
declare and pay dividends ratably with respect to their Equity Interests, (iii) the Borrower may make
Restricted Payments in common stock pursuant to and in accordance with stock option plans or other benefit
plans for management or employees of the Borrower and its Subsidiaries, (iv) the Borrower may make other
Restricted Payments provided that (A) no Event of Default has occurred and is continuing or would occur as
a result of such Restricted Payment and (B) upon giving effect to such Restricted Payment, the Loan Parties
are in pro forma compliance with the financial covenants set forth in Section 6.12 based upon the most
recent financial statements delivered to the Lender pursuant to Section 5.01, and (v) the Borrower may make
repurchases of the outstanding stock of the Borrower within twelve (12) months after the
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Effective Date in an amount not to exceed $15,000,000 from the proceeds of the Term Loan and an
additional $5,000,000 derived from cash of foreign Subsidiaries (“Special Stock Repurchases™), provided
that (A) no Event of Default has occurred and is continuing or would occur as a result of such Special Stock
Repurchases and (B) upon giving effect to such Special Stock Repurchases, the Loan Parties are in pro
forma compliance with the financial covenants set forth in Section 6.12 based upon the most recent financial
statements delivered to the Lender pursuant to Section 5.01.

(b) No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to, make or agree to pay or
make, directly or indirectly, any payment or other distribution (whether in cash, securities or other property)
of or in respect of principal of or interest on any Indebtedness, or any payment or other distribution (whether
in cash, securities or other property), including any sinking fund or similar deposit, on account of the
purchase, redemption, retirement, acquisition, cancellation or termination of any Indebtedness, except:

@) payment of Indebtedness created under the Loan Documents;

(ii) payment of regularly scheduled interest and principal payments as and when due in
respect of any Indebtedness permitted under Section 6.01, other than payments in respect of the
Subordinated Indebtedness prohibited by the subordination provisions thereof;

(iii)  refinancings of Indebtedness to the extent permitted by Section 6.01; and

@iv) payment of secured Indebtedness that becomes due as a result of the voluntary sale
or transfer of the property or assets securing such Indebtedness to the extent such sale or transfer is
permitted by the terms of Section 6.05.

Section 6.09  Transactions with Affiliates . No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any
Subsidiary to, sell, lease or otherwise transfer any property or assets to, or purchase, lease or otherwise
acquire any property or assets from, or otherwise engage in any other transactions with, any of its Affiliates,
except (a) transactions that (i) are in the ordinary course of business and (ii) are at prices and on terms and
conditions not less favorable to such Loan Party or such Subsidiary than could be obtained on an arm’s-
length basis from unrelated third parties, (b) transactions between or among the Loan Parties not involving
any other Affiliate, (c) any investment permitted by Section 6.04(c) or Section 6.04(d), (d) any Indebtedness
permitted under Section 6.01(c), (e) any Restricted Payment permitted by Section 6.08, (f) the payment of
reasonable fees to directors of the Borrower or any Subsidiary who are not employees of the Borrower or
any Subsidiary, and compensation and employee benefit arrangements paid to, and indemnities provided for
the benefit of, directors, officers or employees of the Borrower or its Subsidiaries in the ordinary course of
business, and (g) any issuances of securities or other payments, awards or grants in cash, securities or
otherwise pursuant to, or the funding of, employment agreements, stock options and stock ownership plans
approved by the Borrower’s board of directors.

Section 6.10  Restrictive Agreements. No Loan Party will, nor will it permit any
Subsidiary to, directly or indirectly enter into, incur or permit to exist any agreement or other arrangement
that prohibits, restricts or imposes any condition upon (a) the ability of such Loan Party or any Subsidiary to
create, incur or permit to exist any Lien upon any of its property or assets, or (b) the ability of any
Subsidiary to pay dividends or other distributions with respect to any Equity Interests or to make or repay
loans or advances to the Borrower or any other Subsidiary or to Guarantee Indebtedness of the Borrower or
any other Subsidiary; provided that (i) the foregoing shall not apply to restrictions and conditions imposed
by any Requirement of Law or by any Loan Document, (ii) the foregoing shall not apply to restrictions and
conditions existing on the date hereof identified on Schedule 6.10 (but shall apply to any extension or
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renewal of, or any amendment or modification expanding the scope of, any such restriction or condition),
(iii) the foregoing shall not apply to customary restrictions and conditions contained in agreements relating
to the sale of a Subsidiary pending such sale, provided such restrictions and conditions apply only to the
Subsidiary that is to be sold and such sale is permitted hereunder, (iv) clause (a) of the foregoing shall not
apply to restrictions or conditions imposed by any agreement relating to secured Indebtedness permitted by
this Agreement if such restrictions or conditions apply only to the property or assets securing such
Indebtedness and (v) clause (a) of the foregoing shall not apply to customary provisions in leases and other
contracts restricting the assignment thereof.

Section 6.11 Amendment of Material Documents . No Loan Party will, nor will it permit
any Subsidiary to, amend, modify or waive any of its rights under (a) any agreement relating to any
Subordinated Indebtedness or (b) its charter, articles or certificate of organization or incorporation and
bylaws or operating, management or partnership agreement, or other organizational or governing documents,
to the extent any such amendment, modification or waiver would be adverse to the Lender.

Section 6.12 Financial Covenants . Beginning with the fiscal quarter of the Borrower
ending on May 31, 2021:

(a) Funded Indebtedness to Adjusted EBITDAR Ratio. The Borrower will not permit
the Funded Indebtedness to Adjusted EBITDAR Ratio, on the last day of any fiscal quarter of the Borrower,
to be greater than 3.00 to 1.00.

(b) Fixed Charge Coverage Ratio. The Borrower will not permit the Fixed Charge
Coverage Ratio, for any period of four consecutive fiscal quarters ending on the last day of any fiscal
quarter, to be less than 1.15 to 1.00.

(© Capital Expenditures. The Borrower will not, nor will it permit any Subsidiary to,
incur or make any Capital Expenditures, exclusive of curriculum development costs, in an amount exceeding
$8,000,000 in the aggregate during any fiscal year of the Borrower.

(d) Asset Coverage Test. The Borrower will not permit the aggregate amount of the
accounts receivable of the Borrower and the Guarantors to be less than 150% of the Revolving Exposure at
any time, measured no less than once each fiscal quarter of the Borrower.

Such covenants or any computations required to determine or test compliance with such covenants may be
made by the Lender at any time or times and in its sole and absolute discretion based on information
available to the Lender.

Article VII
Events of Default

If any of the following events (“Events of Default”) shall occur:

(a) the Borrower shall fail to pay any principal of any Loan or any reimbursement
obligation in respect of any LC Disbursement when and as the same shall become due and payable, whether
at the due date thereof or at a date fixed for prepayment thereof or otherwise, and such failure shall continue
unremedied for a period of ten (10) days;
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(b) the Borrower shall fail to pay any interest on any Loan or any fee or any other
amount (other than an amount referred to in clause (a) of this Article) payable under this Agreement or any
other Loan Document, when and as the same shall become due and payable, and such failure shall continue
unremedied for a period of ten (10) days;

Party or any Subsidiary in or in connection with this Agreement or any other Loan Document or any
amendment or modification hereof or thereof or waiver hereunder or thereunder, or in any report, certificate,
financial statement or other document furnished pursuant to or in connection with this Agreement or any
other Loan Document or any amendment or modification hereof or thereof or waiver hereunder or
thereunder, shall prove to have been materially incorrect when made or deemed made;

(d) any Loan Party shall fail to observe or perform any covenant, condition or
agreement contained in Section 5.02(a), Section 5.03 (with respect to a Loan Party’s existence) or
Section 5.08 or in Article VI;

(e) any Loan Party shall fail to observe or perform any covenant, condition or
agreement contained in this Agreement (other than those specified in clause (a), (b) or (d)), and such failure
shall continue unremedied for a period of (i) 20 days after the earlier of any Loan Party’s knowledge of such
breach or notice thereof from the Lender if such breach relates to terms or provisions of Section 5.01,
Section 5.02, (other than Section 5.02(a)), Section 5.03 through Section 5.07, Section 5.10, Section 5.11 or
Section 5.13 of this Agreement or (ii) 20 days after the earlier of any Loan Party’s knowledge of such breach
or notice thereof from the Lender if such breach relates to terms or provisions of any other Section of this
Agreement;

® any Loan Party or any Subsidiary shall fail to make any payment (whether of
principal or interest and regardless of amount) in respect of any Material Indebtedness, when and as the
same shall become due and payable;

() any event or condition occurs that results in any Material Indebtedness becoming
due prior to its scheduled maturity or that enables or permits (with or without the giving of notice, the lapse
of time or both) the holder or holders of any Material Indebtedness or any trustee or agent on its or their
behalf to cause any Material Indebtedness to become due, or to require the prepayment, repurchase,
redemption or defeasance thereof, prior to its scheduled maturity; provided that this clause (g) shall not
apply to secured Indebtedness that becomes due as a result of the voluntary sale or transfer of the property or
assets securing such Indebtedness to the extent such sale or transfer is permitted by the terms of
Section 6.05;

(h) an involuntary proceeding shall be commenced or an involuntary petition shall be
filed seeking (i) liquidation, reorganization or other relief in respect of a Loan Party or any Subsidiary or its
debts, or of a substantial part of its assets, under any federal, state or foreign bankruptcy, insolvency,
receivership or similar law now or hereafter in effect or (ii) the appointment of a receiver, trustee, custodian,
sequestrator, conservator or similar official for any Loan Party or any Subsidiary or for a substantial part of
its assets, and, in any such case, such proceeding or petition shall continue undismissed for sixty (60) days or
an order or decree approving or ordering any of the foregoing shall be entered;

k) one or more judgments for the payment of money in an aggregate amount in excess
of $250,000 shall be rendered against any Loan Party, any Subsidiary or any combination thereof and the
same shall remain undischarged for a period of thirty (30) consecutive days during which execution shall not
be effectively stayed, or any action shall be legally taken by a judgment creditor to attach or levy upon any
assets of any Loan Party or any Subsidiary to enforce any such judgment or any Loan Party or any
Subsidiary shall fail within thirty (30) days to discharge one or more non-monetary judgments or orders
which, individually or in the aggregate, could reasonably be expected to have a Material Adverse Effect,
which judgments or orders, in any such case, are not stayed on appeal or otherwise being appropriately
contested in good faith by proper proceedings diligently pursued;

()] an ERISA Event shall have occurred that, in the opinion of the Lender, when taken
together with all other ERISA Events that have occurred, could reasonably be expected to result in a
Material Adverse Effect;

(m) a Change in Control shall occur;

(n) the occurrence of any “default”, as defined in any Loan Document (other than this
Agreement), or the breach of any of the terms or provisions of any Loan Document (other than this
Agreement), which default or breach continues beyond any period of grace therein provided;

(0) the Loan Guaranty or any Obligation Guaranty shall fail to remain in full force or
effect or any action shall be taken to discontinue or to assert the invalidity or unenforceability of the Loan
Guaranty or any Obligation Guaranty, or any individual Guarantor dies or a guardian or conservator is
appointed for any individual Guarantor or all or any portion of their property, or any Guarantor shall fail to
comply with any of the terms or provisions of the Loan Guaranty or any Obligation Guaranty to which it is a
party, or any Guarantor shall deny that it has any further liability under the Loan Guaranty or any Obligation
Guaranty to which it is a party, or shall give notice to such effect, including, but not limited to notice of
termination delivered pursuant to Section 9.08 or any notice of termination delivered pursuant to the terms
of any Obligation Guaranty;

Documents, shall automatically become due and payable, in each case without presentment, demand, protest
or other notice of any kind, all of which are hereby waived by the Borrower. Upon the occurrence and
during the continuance of an Event of Default, the Lender may increase the rate of interest applicable to the
Loans and other Obligations as set forth in this Agreement and exercise any rights and remedies provided to
the Lender under the Loan Documents or at law or equity, including all remedies provided under the UCC.

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Section 8.04 Successors and Assigns

(a) The provisions of this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of
the parties hereto and their respective successors and assigns permitted hereby (including any Affiliate of the
Lender that issues any Letter of Credit), except that the Borrower may not assign or otherwise transfer any
of its rights or obligations hereunder without the prior written consent of the Lender (and any attempted
assignment or transfer by the Borrower without such consent shall be null and void). Nothing in this
Agreement, expressed or implied, shall be construed to confer upon any Person (other than the parties
hereto, their respective successors and assigns permitted hereby (including any Affiliate of the Lender that
issues any Letter of Credit), Participants (to the extent provided in paragraph (c) of this Section) and, to the
extent expressly contemplated hereby, the Related Parties of the Lender) any legal or equitable right, remedy
or claim under or by reason of this Agreement.

(b) The Lender may assign to one or more assignees all or a portion of its rights and
obligations under this Agreement (including all or a portion of its Commitment and the Loans at the time
owing to it) to one or more purchasers whether or not related to the Bank.

(© The Lender may, without the consent of, or notice to, the Borrower, sell

If the Lender shall sell a participation, it shall, acting solely for this purpose as a
non-fiduciary agent of the Borrower, maintain a register on which it enters the name and address of each
Participant and the principal amounts (and stated interest) of each Participant’s interest in the Loans or other
obligations under this Agreement or any other Loan Document (the “Participant Register”); provided that the
Lender shall have no obligation to disclose all or any portion of the Participant Register (including the

The provisions of Section 2.13,
Section 2.14, Section 2.15 and Section 8.03 shall survive and remain in full force and effect regardless of the
consummation of the transactions contemplated hereby, the repayment of the Loans, the expiration or
termination of the Letters of Credit and the Commitment or the termination of this Agreement or any other
Loan Document or any provision hereof or thereof.

Section 8.06  Counterparts; Integration; Effectiveness; Electronic Execution

(a) This Agreement may be executed in counterparts (and by different parties hereto on
different counterparts), each of which shall constitute an original, but all of which when taken together shall
constitute a single contract. This Agreement, the other Loan Documents and any separate letter agreements
with respect to fees payable to the Lender constitute the entire contract among the parties relating to the
subject matter hereof and supersede any and all previous agreements and understandings, oral or written,
relating to the subject matter hereof. Except as provided in Section 4.01, this Agreement shall become
effective when it shall have been executed by the Lender and when the Lender shall have received
counterparts hereof which, when taken together, bear the signatures of each of the other parties hereto, and
thereafter shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto and their respective successors
and assigns.

(b) Delivery of an executed counterpart of a signature page of (x) this Agreement,
(y) any other Loan Document and/or (z) any document, amendment, approval, consent, information, notice
(including, for the avoidance of doubt, any notice delivered pursuant to Section 8.01), certificate, request,
statement, disclosure or authorization related to this Agreement, any other Loan Document and/or the
transactions contemplated hereby and/or thereby (each an “Ancillary Document”) that is an Electronic
Signature transmitted by telecopy, emailed pdf. or any other electronic means that reproduces an image of an
actual executed signature page shall be effective as delivery of a manually executed counterpart of this
Agreement, such other Loan Document or such Ancillary Document, as applicable. The words “execution,”
“signed,” “signature,” “delivery,” and words of like import in or relating to this Agreement, any other Loan
Document and/or any Ancillary Document shall be deemed to include Electronic Signatures, deliveries or
the keeping of records in any electronic form (including deliveries by telecopy, emailed pdf. or any other
electronic means that reproduces an image of an actual executed signature page), each of which shall be of
the same legal effect, validity or enforceability as a manually executed signature, physical delivery thereof or
the use of a paper-based recordkeeping system, as the case may be; provided that nothing herein shall
require the Lender to accept Electronic Signatures in any form or format without its prior written consent
and pursuant to procedures approved by it; provided, further, without limiting the foregoing, (i) to the extent
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the Lender has agreed to accept any Electronic Signature, the Lender shall be entitled to rely on such
Electronic Signature purportedly given by or on behalf of the Borrower or any other Loan Party without
further verification thereof and without any obligation to review the appearance or form of any such
Electronic Signature and (ii) upon the request of the Lender, any Electronic Signature shall be promptly
followed by a manually executed counterpart. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the
Borrower and each Loan Party hereby (A) agrees that, for all purposes, including without limitation, in
connection with any workout, restructuring, enforcement of remedies, bankruptcy proceedings or litigation
among the Lender, the Borrower and the Loan Parties, Electronic Signatures transmitted by telecopy,
emailed pdf. or any other electronic means that reproduces an image of an actual executed signature page
and/or any electronic images of this Agreement, any other Loan Document and/or any Ancillary Document
shall have the same legal effect, validity and enforceability as any paper original, (B) the Lender may, at its
option, create one or more copies of this Agreement, any other Loan Document and/or any Ancillary
Document in the form of an imaged electronic record in any format, which shall be deemed created in the
ordinary course of such Person’s business, and destroy the original paper document (and all such electronic
records shall be considered an original for all purposes and shall have the same legal effect, validity and
enforceability as a paper record), (C) waives any argument, defense or right to contest the legal effect,
validity or enforceability of this Agreement, any other Loan Document and/or any Ancillary Document
based solely on the lack of paper original copies of this Agreement, such other Loan Document and/or such
Ancillary Document, respectively, including with respect to any signature pages thereto and (D) waives any
claim against any Lender-Related Person for any Liabilities arising solely from the Lender’s reliance on or
use of Electronic Signatures and/or transmissions by telecopy, emailed pdf. or any other electronic means
that reproduces an image of an actual executed signature page, including any Liabilities arising as a result of
the failure of the Borrower and/or any Loan Party to use any available security measures in connection with
the execution, delivery or transmission of any Electronic Signature.

Section 8.07  Severability . Any provision of any Loan Document held to be invalid, illegal
or unenforceable in any jurisdiction shall, as to such jurisdiction, be ineffective to the extent of such
invalidity, illegality or unenforceability without affecting the validity, legality and enforceability of the
remaining provisions thereof; and the invalidity of a particular provision in a particular jurisdiction shall not
invalidate such provision in any other jurisdiction.

Section 8.08  Right of Setoff . If an Event of Default shall have occurred and be continuing,
the Lender and each of its Affiliates is hereby authorized at any time and from time to time, to the fullest
extent permitted by law, to set off and apply any and all deposits (general or special, time or demand,
provisional or final) at any time held and other obligations at any time owing by the Lender or any Affiliate
to or for the credit or the account of any Loan Party against any and all of the Secured Obligations,
irrespective of whether or not the Lender shall have made any demand under this Agreement or any other
Loan Document and although such obligations of the Loan Parties may be contingent or unmatured or are
owed to a branch office or Affiliate of the Lender different from the branch office or Affiliate holding such
deposit or obligated on such indebtedness. The rights of the Lender under this Section are in addition to
other rights and remedies (including other rights of setoff) which the Lender may have.

Section 8.09 Governing Law;_Jurisdiction; Consent to Service of Process

(a) The Loan Documents (other than those containing a contrary express choice of law
provision) shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the internal laws (and not the law of
conflicts) of the State of Utah, but giving effect to federal laws applicable to national banks.
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(b) Each of the parties hereto hereby irrevocably and unconditionally submits, for itself
and its property, to the nonexclusive jurisdiction of any U.S. federal or Utah State court located in Salt Lake
City, Utah, and any appellate court from any thereof, in any action or proceeding arising out of or relating to
any Loan Documents, the transactions relating hereto or thereto, or for recognition or enforcement of any
judgment, and each of the parties hereto hereby irrevocably and unconditionally agrees that all claims in
respect of any such action or proceeding may (and any such claims, cross-claims or third party claims
brought against the Lender or any of its Related Parties may only) be heard and determined in such state
court or, to the extent permitted by law, in such federal court. Each of the parties hereto agrees that a final
judgment in any such action or proceeding shall be conclusive and may be enforced in other jurisdictions by
suit on the judgment or in any other manner provided by law. Nothing in this Agreement or any other Loan
Document shall affect any right that the Lender may otherwise have to bring any action or proceeding
relating to this Agreement or any other Loan Document against any Loan Party or its properties in the courts
of any jurisdiction.

(©) Each Loan Party hereby irrevocably and unconditionally waives, to the fullest
extent it may legally and effectively do so, any objection which it may now or hereafter have to the laying of
venue of any suit, action or proceeding arising out of or relating to this Agreement or any other Loan
Document in any court referred to in paragraph (b) of this Section. Each of the parties hereto hereby
irrevocably waives, to the fullest extent permitted by law, the defense of an inconvenient forum to the
maintenance of such action or proceeding in any such court.

(d) Each party to this Agreement irrevocably consents to service of process in the
manner provided for notices in Section 8.01. Nothing in this Agreement or any other Loan Document will
affect the right of any party to this Agreement to serve process in any other manner permitted by law.

Section 8.10 WAIVER OF JURY TRIAL . EACH PARTY HERETO HEREBY
WAIVES, TO THE FULLEST EXTENT PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW, ANY RIGHT IT MAY
HAVE TO A TRIAL BY JURY IN ANY LEGAL PROCEEDING DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY
ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO THIS AGREEMENT, ANY OTHER LOAN DOCUMENT OR
THE TRANSACTIONS CONTEMPLATED HEREBY OR THEREBY (WHETHER BASED ON
CONTRACT, TORT OR ANY OTHER THEORY). EACH PARTY HERETO (A) CERTIFIES THAT NO
REPRESENTATIVE OR OTHER AGENT (INCLUDING ANY ATTORNEY) OF ANY OTHER PARTY
HAS REPRESENTED, EXPRESSLY OR OTHERWISE, THAT SUCH OTHER PARTY WOULD NOT, IN
THE EVENT OF LITIGATION, SEEK TO ENFORCE THE FOREGOING WAIVER AND (B)
ACKNOWLEDGES THAT IT AND THE OTHER PARTIES HERETO HAVE BEEN INDUCED TO
ENTER INTO THIS AGREEMENT BY, AMONG OTHER THINGS, THE MUTUAL WAIVERS AND
CERTIFICATIONS IN THIS SECTION.

Section 8.11 Headings . Article and Section headings and the Table of Contents used herein
are for convenience of reference only, are not part of this Agreement and shall not affect the construction of,
or be taken into consideration in interpreting, this Agreement.

Section 8.12  Confidentiality, . The Lender agrees to maintain the confidentiality of the
Information (as defined below), except that Information may be disclosed (a) to its and its Affiliates’
directors, officers, employees and agents, including accountants, legal counsel and other advisors (it being
understood that the Persons to whom such disclosure is made will be informed of the confidential nature of
such Information and instructed to keep such Information confidential), (b) to the extent requested by any
Governmental Authority (including any self-regulatory authority, such as the National Association of
Insurance Commissioners), (c) to the extent required by any Requirement of Law or by any subpoena or
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similar legal process, (d) to any other party to this Agreement, (e) in connection with the exercise of any
remedies hereunder or under any other Loan Document or any suit, action or proceeding relating to this
Agreement or any other Loan Document or the enforcement of rights hereunder or thereunder, (f) subject to
an agreement containing provisions substantially the same as those of this Section, to (x) any assignee of or
Participant in, or any prospective assignee of or Participant in, any of its rights or obligations under this
Agreement or (y) any actual or prospective counterparty (or its advisors) to any swap or derivative
transaction relating to the Loan Parties and their obligations, (g) with the consent of the Borrower, (h) on a
confidential basis to (1) any rating agency in connection with rating the Borrower or its Subsidiaries or the
credit facilities provided for herein or (2) the CUSIP Service Bureau or any similar agency in connection
with the issuance and monitoring of identification numbers with respect to the credit facilities provided for
herein or (i) to the extent such Information (x) becomes publicly available other than as a result of a breach
of this Section or (y) becomes available to the Lender on a non-confidential basis from a source other than
the Borrower. For the purposes of this Section, “Information” means all information received from the
Borrower relating to the Borrower or its business, other than any such information that is available to the
Lender on a non-confidential basis prior to disclosure by the Borrower; provided that, in the case of
information received from the Borrower after the date hereof, such information is clearly identified at the
time of delivery as confidential. Any Person required to maintain the confidentiality of Information as
provided in this Section shall be considered to have complied with its obligation to do so if such Person has
exercised the same degree of care to maintain the confidentiality of such Information as such Person would
accord to its own confidential information.

Section 8.13  Nonreliance; Violation of Law . The Lender hereby represents that it is not
relying on or looking to any margin stock (as defined in Regulation U) for the repayment of the Borrowings
provided for herein. Anything contained in this Agreement to the contrary notwithstanding, the Lender shall
not be obligated to extend credit to the Borrower in violation of any Requirement of Law.

Section 8.14  USA PATRIOT Act . The Lender is subject to the requirements of the USA
PATRIOT Act and hereby notifies each Loan Party that pursuant to the requirements of the USA PATRIOT
Act, it is required to obtain, verify and record information that identifies such Loan Party, which information
includes the name and address of such Loan Party and other information that will allow the Lender to
identify such Loan Party in accordance with the USA PATRIOT Act.

Section 8.15 Disclosure . Each Loan Party hereby acknowledges and agrees that the Lender
and/or its Affiliates from time to time may hold investments in, make other loans to or have other
relationships with, any of the Loan Parties and their respective Affiliates.

Section 8.16  Interest Rate Limitation . Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, if
at any time the interest rate applicable to any Loan, together with all fees, charges and other amounts which
are treated as interest on such Loan under applicable law (collectively the “Charges”), shall exceed the
maximum lawful rate (the “Maximum Rate”) which may be contracted for, charged, taken, received or
reserved by the Lender holding such Loan in accordance with applicable law, the rate of interest payable in
respect of such Loan hereunder, together with all Charges payable in respect thereof, shall be limited to the
Maximum Rate and, to the extent lawful, the interest and Charges that would have been payable in respect of
such Loan but were not payable as a result of the operation of this Section shall be cumulated and the
interest and Charges payable to the Lender in respect of other Loans or periods shall be increased (but not
above the Maximum Rate therefor) until such cumulated amount, together with interest thereon at the
NYFRB Rate to the date of repayment, shall have been received by the Lender.
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Section 8.17  No Fiduciary Duty, etc.

(a) The Borrower acknowledges and agrees, and acknowledges its Subsidiaries’
understanding, that the Lender will not have any obligations except those obligations expressly set forth
herein and in the other Loan Documents and the Lender is acting solely in the capacity of an arm’s length
contractual counterparty to the Borrower with respect to the Loan Documents and the transactions
contemplated herein and therein and not as a financial advisor or a fiduciary to, or an agent of, the Borrower
or any other person. The Borrower agrees that it will not assert any claim against the Lender based on an
alleged breach of fiduciary duty by the Lender in connection with this Agreement and the transactions
contemplated hereby. Additionally, the Borrower acknowledges and agrees that the Lender is not advising
the Borrower as to any legal, tax, investment, accounting, regulatory or any other matters in any
jurisdiction. The Borrower shall consult with its own advisors concerning such matters and shall be
responsible for making its own independent investigation and appraisal of the transactions contemplated
herein or in the other Loan Documents, and the Lender shall have no responsibility or liability to the
Borrower with respect thereto.

(b) The Borrower further acknowledges and agrees, and acknowledges its Subsidiaries’
understanding, that the Lender, together with its Affiliates, is a full service securities or banking firm
engaged in securities trading and brokerage activities as well as providing investment banking and other
financial services. In the ordinary course of business, the Lender may provide investment banking and other
financial services to, and/or acquire, hold or sell, for its own accounts and the accounts of customers, equity,
debt and other securities and financial instruments (including bank loans and other obligations) of, the
Borrower and other companies with which the Borrower may have commercial or other relationships. With
respect to any securities and/or financial instruments so held by the Lender or any of its customers, all rights
in respect of such securities and financial instruments, including any voting rights, will be exercised by the
holder of the rights, in its sole discretion.

(©) In addition, the Borrower acknowledges and agrees, and acknowledges its
Subsidiaries’ understanding, that the Lender and its Affiliates may be providing debt financing, equity
capital or other services (including financial advisory services) to other companies in respect of which the
Borrower may have conflicting interests regarding the transactions described herein and otherwise. The
Lender will not use confidential information obtained from the Borrower by virtue of the transactions
contemplated by the Loan Documents or its other relationships with the Borrower in connection with the
performance by the Lender of services for other companies, and the Lender will not furnish any such
information to other companies. The Borrower also acknowledges that the Lender has no obligation to use
in connection with the transactions contemplated by the Loan Documents, or to furnish to the Borrower,
confidential information obtained from other companies.

Section 8.18 Marketing Consent . The Borrower hereby authorizes the Lender, at Lender’s
sole expense, and without any prior approval by or compensation to the Borrower, to include the Borrower’s
name and logo in advertising, marketing, tombstones, case studies and training materials, posted on the
Internet (including social media), on the Lender’s Intranet, in pitchbooks and materials sent to prospective
and existing customers, in newspapers or journals and to give such other publicity to this Agreement and any
related products and services, as the Lender may from time to time determine in its sole discretion. The
foregoing authorization shall remain in effect unless the Borrower notifies the Lender in writing that such
authorization is revoked.
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Article IX
LOAN GUARANTY

Section 9.01  Guaranty . Each Loan Guarantor (other than those that have delivered a
separate Guaranty) hereby agrees that it is jointly and severally liable for, and, as a primary obligor and not
merely as surety, absolutely and unconditionally and irrevocably guarantees to the Secured Parties, the
prompt payment when due, whether at stated maturity, upon acceleration or otherwise, and at all times
thereafter, of the Secured Obligations and all costs and expenses including, without limitation, all court costs
and reasonable attorneys’ and paralegals’ fees (including allocated costs of in-house counsel and paralegals)
and expenses paid or incurred by the Lender in endeavoring to collect all or any part of the Secured
Obligations from, or in prosecuting any action against, the Borrower, any Loan Guarantor or any other
guarantor of all or any part of the Secured Obligations (such costs and expenses, together with the Secured
Obligations, collectively the “Guaranteed Obligations”); provided, however, that the definition of
“Guaranteed Obligations” shall not create any guarantee by any Loan Guarantor of (or grant of security
interest by any Loan Guarantor to support, as applicable) any Excluded Swap Obligations of such Loan
Guarantor for purposes of determining any obligations of any Loan Guarantor). Each Loan Guarantor further
agrees that the Guaranteed Obligations may be extended or renewed in whole or in part without notice to or
further assent from it, and that it remains bound upon its guarantee notwithstanding any such extension or
renewal. All terms of this Loan Guaranty apply to and may be enforced by or on behalf of any domestic or
foreign branch or Affiliate of the Lender that extended any portion of the Guaranteed Obligations.

Section 9.02  Guaranty of Payment . This Loan Guaranty is a guaranty of payment and not
of collection. Each Loan Guarantor waives any right to require the Lender to sue the Borrower, any Loan
Guarantor, any other guarantor of, or any other Person obligated for all or any part of the Guaranteed
Obligations (each, an “Obligated Party”), or otherwise to enforce its payment against any collateral securing
all or any part of the Guaranteed Obligations.

Section 9.03 No Discharge or Diminishment of L.oan Guaranty,

(a) Except as otherwise provided for herein, the obligations of each Loan Guarantor
hereunder are unconditional and absolute and not subject to any reduction, limitation, impairment or
termination for any reason (other than the Payment in Full of the Guaranteed Obligations), including: (i) any
claim of waiver, release, extension, renewal, settlement, surrender, alteration, or compromise of any of the
Guaranteed Obligations, by operation of law or otherwise; (ii) any change in the corporate existence,
structure or ownership of the Borrower or any other Obligated Party liable for any of the Guaranteed
Obligations; (iii) any insolvency, bankruptcy, reorganization or other similar proceeding affecting any
Obligated Party, or their assets or any resulting release or discharge of any obligation of any Obligated Party;
or (iv) the existence of any claim, setoff or other rights which any Loan Guarantor may have at any time
against any Obligated Party, the Lender or any other Person, whether in connection herewith or in any
unrelated transactions.

(b) The obligations of each Loan Guarantor hereunder are not subject to any defense or
setoff, counterclaim, recoupment, or termination whatsoever by reason of the invalidity, illegality, or
unenforceability of any of the Guaranteed Obligations or otherwise, or any provision of applicable law or
regulation purporting to prohibit payment by any Obligated Party, of the Guaranteed Obligations or any part
thereof.
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(© Further, the obligations of any Loan Guarantor hereunder are not discharged or
impaired or otherwise affected by: (i) the failure of the Lender to assert any claim or demand or to enforce
any remedy with respect to all or any part of the Guaranteed Obligations; (ii) any waiver or modification of
or supplement to any provision of any agreement relating to the Guaranteed Obligations; (iii) any release,
non-perfection, or invalidity of any indirect or direct security for the obligations of the Borrower for all or
any part of the Guaranteed Obligations or any obligations of any other Obligated Party liable for any of the
Guaranteed Obligations; (iv) any action or failure to act by the Lender with respect to any collateral securing
any part of the Guaranteed Obligations; or (v) any default, failure or delay, willful or otherwise, in the
payment or performance of any of the Guaranteed Obligations, or any other circumstance, act, omission or
delay that might in any manner or to any extent vary the risk of such Loan Guarantor or that would
otherwise operate as a discharge of any Loan Guarantor as a matter of law or equity (other than the Payment
in Full of the Guaranteed Obligations).

Section 9.04 Defenses Waived . To the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, each
Loan Guarantor hereby waives any defense based on or arising out of any defense of the Borrower or any
Loan Guarantor or the unenforceability of all or any part of the Guaranteed Obligations from any cause, or
the cessation from any cause of the liability of the Borrower, any Loan Guarantor or any other Obligated
Party, other than the Payment in Full of the Guaranteed Obligations. Without limiting the generality of the
foregoing, each Loan Guarantor irrevocably waives acceptance hereof, presentment, demand, protest and, to
the fullest extent permitted by law, any notice not provided for herein, as well as any requirement that at any
time any action be taken by any Person against any Obligated Party, or any other Person. Each Loan
Guarantor confirms that it is not a surety under any state law and shall not raise any such law as a defense to
its obligations hereunder. The Lender may, at its election, foreclose on any Collateral held by it by one or
more judicial or nonjudicial sales, accept an assignment of any such Collateral in lieu of foreclosure or
otherwise act or fail to act with respect to any collateral securing all or a part of the Guaranteed Obligations,
compromise or adjust any part of the Guaranteed Obligations, make any other accommodation with any
Obligated Party or exercise any other right or remedy available to it against any Obligated Party, without
affecting or impairing in any way the liability of such Loan Guarantor under this Loan Guaranty, except to
the extent the Guaranteed Obligations have been Paid in Full. To the fullest extent permitted by applicable
law, each Loan Guarantor waives any defense arising out of any such election even though that election may
operate, pursuant to applicable law, to impair or extinguish any right of reimbursement or subrogation or
other right or remedy of any Loan Guarantor against any Obligated Party or any security.

Section 9.05  Rights of Subrogation . No Loan Guarantor will assert any right, claim or
cause of action, including, without limitation, a claim of subrogation, contribution or indemnification that it
has against any Obligated Party, or any collateral, until the Loan Parties and the Loan Guarantors have fully
performed all their obligations to the Lender.

Section 9.06  Reinstatement;_Stay of Acceleration . If at any time any payment of any
portion of the Guaranteed Obligations (including a payment effected through exercise of a right of setoff) is
rescinded or must otherwise be restored or returned upon the insolvency, bankruptcy, or reorganization of the
Borrower or otherwise (including pursuant to any settlement entered into by a Secured Party in its
discretion), each Loan Guarantor’s obligations under this Loan Guaranty with respect to that payment shall
be reinstated at such time as though the payment had not been made and whether or not the Lender is in
possession of this Loan Guaranty. If acceleration of the time for payment of any of the Guaranteed
Obligations is stayed upon the insolvency, bankruptcy or reorganization of the Borrower, all such amounts
otherwise subject to acceleration under the terms of any agreement relating to the Guaranteed Obligations
shall nonetheless be payable by the Loan Guarantors forthwith on demand by the Lender.
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Section 9.07  Information . Each Loan Guarantor assumes all responsibility for being and
keeping itself informed of the Borrower’s financial condition and assets, and of all other circumstances
bearing upon the risk of nonpayment of the Guaranteed Obligations and the nature, scope and extent of the
risks that each Loan Guarantor assumes and incurs under this Loan Guaranty, and agrees that the Lender
shall not have any duty to advise any Loan Guarantor of information known to it regarding those
circumstances or risks.

Section 9.08  Termination . The Lender may continue to make loans or extend credit to the
Borrower based on this Loan Guaranty until five (5) days after it receives written notice of termination from
any Loan Guarantor. Notwithstanding receipt of any such notice, each Loan Guarantor will continue to be
liable to the Lender for any Guaranteed Obligations created, assumed or committed to prior to the fifth day
after receipt of the notice, and all subsequent renewals, extensions, modifications and amendments with
respect to, or substitutions for, all or any part of such Guaranteed Obligations. Nothing in this Section 9.08
shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of, or eliminate, limit, reduce or otherwise impair any rights or
remedies the Lender may have in respect of, any Default or Event of Default that shall exist under
Article VII hereof as a result of any such notice of termination.

Section 9.09 Taxes . Each payment of the Guaranteed Obligations will be made by each Loan
Guarantor without withholding for any Taxes, unless such withholding is required by law. If any Loan
Guarantor determines, in its sole discretion exercised in good faith, that it is so required to withhold Taxes,
then such Loan Guarantor may so withhold and shall timely pay the full amount of withheld Taxes to the
relevant Governmental Authority in accordance with applicable law. If such Taxes are Indemnified Taxes,
then the amount payable by such Loan Guarantor shall be increased as necessary so that, net of such
withholding (including such withholding applicable to additional amounts payable under this Section), the
Lender receives the amount it would have received had no such withholding been made.

Section 9.10  Maximum Liability, . Notwithstanding any other provision of this Loan
Guaranty, the amount guaranteed by each Loan Guarantor hereunder shall be limited to the extent, if any,
required so that its obligations hereunder shall not be subject to avoidance under Section 548 of the
Bankruptcy Code or under any applicable state Uniform Fraudulent Transfer Act, Uniform Fraudulent
Conveyance Act, Uniform Voidable Transactions Act or similar statute or common law.
